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A. ACADEMIC AND DEVELOPMENTAL AFFAIRS COMMITTEE

Central Administration

Office of Fund Development. -- At the October 24-25
meeting, there was submitted to the Committee of the
Whole a tentative University Development Board com-
mittee report outlining a reorganization of the relation-
ships in private fund development for the University,
and proposing new administrative machinery. This
report was adopted by the Committee of the Whole con-
tingent upon approval by the University Development .
Board at which time it should be made a part of the
fprmal record.

Vice-President Haskew presents the report approved
by President Wilson as set out below.

""At meetings in November and January, the University
Development Board discussed the report thoroughly and
reached unanimous agreement upon both the principles
and the details involved. I now submit to you, with my
own recommendation that it be adopted, the following
resolution recommended by the University Development
Board:

1. The primary responsibility under the Board of
Regents for securing private funds rests in the Uni-
versity Administration.

2. Establish an Office of Fund Development in
Central Administration to be headed by a Director,
the director to serve concurrently as Executive
Director of the University Development Board.

3. The Director of the Office of Fund Development
shall report to and be administratively responsible
to the Vice-President for Developmental Services.

4. For the remainder of 1958-59, the Office of Fund
Development shall operate under the budget adopted
and as subsequeritly amended for the University
Development Board.

5. That Mr. Hulon Black be appointed as Director
of the Office of Fund Development and that his annual
(12 months) salary rate be increased from $12, 500
to $13,200, effective December 1, 1958, with the
additional funds to come from Central Administration
--unallocated salaries.

12
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6. That the Office of Fund Development discharge the
functions assigned to the Vice-President for Develop-
mental Services of coordinating private fund develop-
ment activities in the University System, and conduct-
ing negotiations for private funds. In conducting
negotiations for private funds and the supportive
cultivation necessary thereto, the office will also ser-
vice the program of activities adopted by the University
Development Board.

7. That the University Development Board will con-
tinue to advise the Board of Regents on over-all private
fund development policies and shall also continue to
engage directly in further development activities of its
own choosing. The President of the University will lay
before the Development Board at periodic intervals the
developmental needs and plans of the University as
conceived by the Board of Regents. The Development
Board will then formulate its own concrete objectives
and program and delegate executive responsibilities

it deems best appropriate to the Executive Director
and Associate Director. The Office of Fund Develop-
ment shall be responsible for activities not covered

by the adopted program of the University Development
Board and for activities not feasible for members of
the Development Board.

I recommend one modification of the foregoing resolution.
Since Development Board action was not taken finally
until January 31, it is necessary to set the effective date
of the salary change for Mr. Black, Paragraph 5, as
February 1, 1959."

a. Sidney E. Mezes Awards. --In accordance with the
will of Doctor Sidney E. Mezes, a certain portion of
the income from a bequest of $20, 000 is to be awarded
to needy faculty members upon recommendation of a
Faculty committee concurred in by the President and
upon final approval by the Board of Regents.

1. MAIN UNIVERSITY - RATIFICATION OF AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR PIPING
SYSTEM FOR MAIN HEATING AND POWER PLANT.--At the Regents' Meeting held
October 25, 1958, Comptroller Sparenberg was given authority to advertise
for bids and award a contract for the Piping Project for the Main Heat-
ing and Power Plant at the Main University after the plans and specifi-
cations had been approved. In accordance with this authorization, bids
were received, opened, and tabulated on Jamuary 6, 1959, as shown on
the tabulation sheet. After study of the bids by the Comptroller's
Office and the Physical Plant staff of the Main University, the Comp-
troller awarded a contract to the low biddey as follows:

Sparenberg, Vice President Dolley, Vice President Ransom, and President
Wilson to award contracts for Major Items of Equipment for the New
Central Water Chilling Station at the Main University. In accordance
with this authorization, bids were received, opened, and tabulated on
February 17, 1959, as shown on the tabulation sheet. After careful
study of these bids by a representative of the Engineer on the project,
Zumwalt and Vinther, and representatives of the Main University Physical
Plant staff and Comptroller's Office, recommendations were made to the

6. DENTAL BRANCH - RATIFICATION OF AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR REMOVAL
OF TEMPORARY BUILDING ON OLD CAMPUS.--At the Regents' Meeting held
March 12, 1955, Dean Olson was authorized to advertise for bids for the
sale and removal of such of the temporary buildings on the owned property
of the 014 Campus of the Dental Branch as he determined should be removed,
with further authorization to Dean Olson to make the award to the highest
bidder with the concurrence of the Comptroller and the President. Bids
were called for by Dean Olson for the sale and removal of the Anatomy
Building through advertising for four consecutive weeks in The Houston
Chronicle.

7. SOUTHWESTERN MEDICAL SCHOOL =~ RATIFICATION OF AWARD OF CONTRACT
FOR REMOVAL OF TEMPORARY BUILDINGS ON OLD CAMPUS.--At the Regents' Meeting
held September 20, 1958, authorization was given to Dean Gill or Business

Manager Gell to advertise for bids for the removal of certain temporary
frame buildings on the site of the old Campus of Southwestern Medical
School, with further authorization to award a contract or contracts with
the concurrence of Dean Gill and Comptroller Sparenberg. It was pointed
out at that time that any bids received would probably involve a payment
by the school rather than a payment to the school from the bidder. Three
bids were received on February 16, 1959, as shown on the tabulation sheet,
all involving a payment by Southwestern Medical School to the bidder.

Regents' Meeting held December 12, 1958, a Committee consisting of
President Smiley and Comptroller Sparenberg was appointed to award con-
tracts for the Movable Furniture and Equipment for the Student Union
Building at Texas Western College. In accordance with previous authori-
zation, bids were received, opened, and tabulated on January 6, 1959, as
shown on the tabulation sheet. After study of the bids the Committee
awarded contracts to the low bidders, as follows:

9. MEDICAL BRANCH - APPROPRIATION FOR TEMPORARY REPAIR AND REMODEL-
ING OF REBECCA SEALY NURSES' RESIDENCE AND OLD JOHN SEALY HOSPITAIL FOR
USE DURING REPAIR AND REMODELING OF OUT-PATIENT BUILDING.--In the ori-
ginal planning for the Remodeling of the Out-Patient Building at Medical
Branch, it was contemplated that the activities now contained in this
building would be moved entirely to Rebecca Sealy Nurses' Residence
after certain temporary remodeling had been performed in that building
to accommodate these activities. After study of the matter, however, it
has been decided that part of the activities will not have to be moved
at all during the remodeling and that it would be advantageous to use
the first floor of the 0ld John Sealy Hospital Building as well as the

he
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Rebecca Sealy Nurses' Residence to house the activities that are to be
moved during the remodeling period. By leaving certain departments in
the Out-Patient Bullding during the remodeling and housing certain ones
on the first floor of the 01d John Sealy Hospital, with the others to
move to Rebecca Sealy Nurses' Residence, it is believed that a consider-
able saving will be effected in that it will not be necessary to con-
struct a temporary bridge from the Children's Building to the Rebecca
Sealy Nurses' Residence and the very expensive move of several radio-
graphic rooms will be eliminated.

In view of this deviation from the original planning, it is recom-
mended that the Board approve the following recommendations which have
been made by the Building Committee at the Medical Branch appointed to
recommend the plans for the temporary remodeling of the Rebecca Sealy
Nurses' Residence, and which have been concurred in by Comptroller

It is expected that the comsultation
work will be held to a minimum and any consultation with
elther the architect or the engineers is to be approved in
advance by the Business Manager of the Medical Branch.

3. That Comptroller Sparenberg be authorized to approve plans
and specifications on this project, advertise for bids, and
award contracts for the part of this work, if any, on which
outside contracts are deemed necessary.

10. MEDICAL BRANCH - REPAIR AND REMODELING OF CERTAIN AREAS ON
SECOND FLOOR OF KEILLER BUILDING FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF PATHOLOGY--
SOURCES OF FUNDS, ENGAGING OF ENGINEERS, ETC.--At the Board of Regents'
Meeting held November 21, 1957, the Board ratified and approved an



application to the United States Public Health Service for remodeling
in the Keiller Building at the Medical Branch. Subsequently, another
request was made to the United States Public Health Service for funds
to remodel areas adjacent to the area covered by the earlier request
mentioned above. Both of these grants have now been approved by the
United States Public Health Service.

The work involved includes repair and remodeling of certain ad-
jacent areas on the second floor of the Keiller Building for the
Department of Pathology, such as demolition of existing partitions,
erection of new partitions and doors, leying of floor tile, install-
ing of acoustical ceiling, painting, purchasing and installing of
laboratory furniture, air conditioning, plumbing and electrical work.
It is believed that the work can be performed in the best and most
economical manner by handling it as one project. The amount of money
available for the work is $46,163.00, of which $12,000.00 is to come
from Medical Branch Funds, and $34,163.00 from United States Public
Health Service funds, $18,000.00. from USPHS Grant No. 2-B-5198 and
$16,163.00 from USPHS Grant No. H-2249 (C3).

It is not felt that the present Physical Plant staff is adequate
to design the mechanical work in a job of this size and scope, and it
is, therefore, believed that the engaging of consulting engineers is
highly desirable.. Also, it is felt that it would be better to let
contracts for this work rather than to perform any part of it with
the Physical Plant staff. In view of these facts, the following re-
commendations have been made by the Executive Director of the Medical
Branch, which have been concurred in by Comptroller Sparenberg, Vice
President Dolley, and President Wilson:

l, That an appropriation be made for Repair and Remodeling of
Certain Areas on Second Floor of Keiller Building for the
Department of Pathology in the amount of $46,163.00, from
the sourcese of funds as set out above.

2. That authority be granted for the employment of Bernard
Johnson and Associates as Engineers for this project, their
fee to be paid on the basis of salary costs plus 100%, salary
costs to consist of direct salaries and wages for engineers,
draftsmen, ete., for the time directly chargeable to the pro-

benefits applicable thereto. Necessary travel, printing, and
other out-of-pocket expenses will be billed at actual cost.

11. MAIN UNIVERSITY - APPROPRIATION FOR ADDITIONAL CHILLED WATER PIPING IN
EXISTING TUNNEL TO SERVE PHYSICS, CHEMISTRY, AND OTHER BUILDINGS,-~-It is recommended
that the amount of $40,000.00 be appropriated from the Available University Fund-
Unsppropriated Balance for the installation of additional chilled water piping in
an existing tumnel, to serve the new addition to Physics Buildings now under con-
struction and the new addition to Chemistry Building, in the near future, and later
to serve as part of a chilled water system which could serve the Texas Union Build- -
ing and other buildings, including perhaps the old part of ithe Physics Building and
the old part of the Chemistry Building. This appropriation, if approved, would
cover 12" chilled water supply lines and 12" chilled water return lines, extending
from the east side of Press Building to the north side of Main Building.

It is further recommended that the plans and specifications only for this
work be prepared by Zumwalt and Vinther, Consulting Engineers of Dallas, that
supervision be furnished by the Main University Physical Plant staff, and that this
work be done by contract. It is further recommended that Comptroller Sparenberg be
authorized to approve plans and specifications, advertise for bids, and award the
contract or contracts, within the funds available. This recommendation is made by
Mr. Eckhardt, Director of Physical Plant for Main University, Mr. G. W. Landrum,
Business Manager of Main University, Comptroller Sparenberg, and concurred in by
Vice President Dolley.

12. MAIN UNIVERSITY - RECOMMENDATION IN REGARD TO DEMOLITION OF DRAMA BUILDING,--
As you know, serious damage was done to the Drama Building on Main University Campus
by & fire which started some time between 7:00 A.M. and T:30 A.M., Fridsy, January 23,
1959. Estimates of losses and damage available at this time, which are almost complete,
but which have not yet been checked and agreed to by the insurance adjusters, indicate
that the total cost of restoring the bullding itself to its previous condition should
be somewhere between $185,000.00 and $196,000.00, and that the total cost of repairing,
cleaning, and replacing the contents of the building which were damaged or destroyed
by the fire will be about $26,000.00.

After careful consideration of all the factors involved, it is the firm recommends-
tion of the Comptroller's Office and the President's Office that, at the proper time,
the Drama Building be demolished and not repaired. Factors considered, among others,
in arriving at this recommendation include: the fact that the building is very old
(erected 1902), the fact that the old cinder-concrete floor slabs and certain other
parts of the building are now considered of doubtful safety, and the fact that the cost
of restoring the building to safe and usable condition, including replacing the old conerete




floor slabs will exceed the estimated insurance recovery plus the $100,000.00
deductible. This recommendation is: concurred in by the following technical advisors
to the Comptroller and the President's Office: Architects Walter C. Moore and
Ralph E. Huber of the University Staff, Engineer Carl J. Eckhardt of the University
Staff, and Worth Cottingham, Consulting Structural Engineer of Austin, Texas.

It is contemplated that procedure looking toward demolition of the Drama Build-
ing will be put into motion as soon as possible after final settlement with Con-
tinental Casualty Company on the fire loss, It is recommended that whatever plans
and specifications are necegsary in connection with this project.be prepared by the
Main University Physical Plant Staff, and that the Comptroller be authorized to ap-
prove the plans and specifications, advertise for bids, and award the contract.

It is not known at this time whether the successful bidder will be paying the
University money or the University will be paying him money. If the latter be~
comes necessary an additional recommendation to cover the appropriation needed
will be made later.

With the approval of the Fort Worth Regional Office of H. H. F. A., the
project was formally accepted as complete, subject, as usual, to the completion
of certain items on the final "punch 1list". This "punch list" consists mainly of
items that need to be redone, rather than items that had not been done or were
incomplete. It was agreed that pending the completion of the final "punch list",
the sum of $3,000.00 will be withheld from the semi-final payment to the Contractor.




On February 14, 1959, pursuant to authority granted by resolution of the
Board of Regents on November 21, 1957, Comptroller Sparenberg signed a letter
addressed to Davis, Foster, Thorpe, and Assoclates, Architects, epproving the
letter request of C. H. Leavell and Company for extension of contract completion
time to 12 February, 1959. The statement signed by Comptroller Sparenberg also
indicated that the contract provision for the payment of liquidated damages by
C. H. Leavell and Company was thus waived by the Board of Regents of The Uni-
versity of Texas, and that the Architects were instructed to so waive that pro-
vision in approving final settlement with the General Contractor, Information
received from the Architect and his representatives and the administrative staff
of Texas Western College indicated that there was no evidence of any willful delay
on the part of the Contractor in completing the project.

In view of the legal complications involved in the use of the Available
University Fund, as related to certain of the component institutions of The
University of Texas System, particularly in regard to the "Reserve to Cover
Possible Losses Under $100,000.00 Deductible Clause of Blanket System-Wide
Fire and Extended Coverage Insurance Policy", Comptroller Sparenberg and
Business Manager A. A. Smith made arrangements with a local insurance agent in
El Paso to get the Student Union Building of Texas Western College properly
covered with separate policies relating to Fire and Extended Covérage Insurance
and Use and Occupancy Insurance, as required by the Bond Resolution. This in-
dicates that it was deemed advisable not to try to put this project under the
blanket system-wide fire and extended coverage insurance policy, as was done in
the case of another H. H. F. A, project, namely, Kinsolving Dormitory at the
Main University.

It is recommended that the Board of Regents adopt a resolution formally

approving and ratifying all of the actions taken by Comptroller Sparenberg and
others, as indicated above.

11. MAIN UNIVERSITY - APPROPRIATION FOR ADDITIONAL CHILLED WATER PIPING IN
EXISTING TUNNEL TO SERVE PHYSICS, CHEMISTRY, AND OTHER BUILDINGS.--It is recommended
that the amount of $A0,000.00 be appropriated from the Available University Fund-
Unappropriated Balance for the installation of additional chilled water piping in
an existing tunnel, to serve the new addition to Physics Bulldings now under con-
struction and the new addition to Chemistry Building, in the near future, and later
to serve as part of a chilled water system which could serve the Texas Union Build-
ing and other buildings, including perhaps the old part of the Physics Building and
the old part of the Chemistry Building. This appropriation, if approved, would
cover 12" chilled water supply lines and 12" chilled water return lines, extending
from the east side of Press Bullding to the north side of Main Building.

It is further recormended that the plans and specifications only for this
work be prepared by Zumwalt and Vinther, Consulting Engineers of Dallas, that
supervision be furnished by the Main University Physical Plant staff, and that this
work be done by contract. It is further recommended that Comptroller Sparenberg be
authorized to approve plans and specifications, advertise for bids, and award the
contract or contracts, within the funds available. This recommendation is made by
Mr. Eckhardt, Director of Physical Plant for Main University, Mr. G. W. Landrum,
Business Manager of Main University, Comptroller Sparenberg, and concurred in by
Vice President Dolley.

12. MAIN UNIVERSITY - RECOMMENDATION IN REGARD TO DEMOLITION OF DRAMA BUILDING.~--
As you know, serious damage was done to the Drama Building on Main University Campus
by a fire which started some time between 7:00 A.M. and T7:30 A.M., Friday, January 23,
1959. Estimates of losses and damage available at this time, which are almost complete,
but which have not yet been checked and agreed to by the insurance adjusters, indicate
that the total cost of restoring the building itself to its previous condition shonld
be somewhere between $185,000.00 and $196,000.00, and that the total cost of repairing,
cleaning, and replacing the contents of the building which were damaged or destroyed
by the fire will be about $26,000.00.

After careful consideration of all the factors involved, it is the firm recommenda-
tion of the Comptroller's Office and the President's Office that, at the proper time,
the Drama Building be demolished and not repaired. Factors considered, among others,
in arriving at this recommendation include: the fact that the building is very old
(erected 1902), the fact that the o0ld cinder-concrete floor slabs and certain other
parts of the building are now considered of doubtful safety, and the fact that the cost
of restoring the building to safe and usable condition, including replacing the old concrete
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floor slabs will exceed the estimated insurance recovery plus the $100,000.00
deductible. This recommendation is:concurred in by the following technical advisors
to the Comptroller and the President's Office: Architects Walter C. Moore and
Ralph E. Huber of the University Staff, Engineer Carl J. Eckhardt of the University
Staff, and Worth Cottingham, Consulting Structural Engineer of Austin, Texas.

It is contemplated that procedure looking toward demolition of the Drama Build-
ing will be put into motion as soon as possible after final settlement with Con-
tinental Casualty Company on the fire loss, It is recommended that whatever plans
and specifications are necegsary in connection with this project.be prepared by the
Main University Physical Plant Staff, and that the Comptroller be authorized to ap-
prove the plans and specifications, advertise for bids, and award the contract.

It is not known at this time whether the successful bidder will bhe paying the
University money or the University will be paying him money. If the latter be-
comes necessary asn additional recommendation to cover the appropriation needed
will be made later.

With the approval of the Fort Worth Regional Office of H. H. F. A., the
project was formally accepted as complete, subject, as usual, to the completion
of certain items on the final "punch list". This "punch list" consists mainly of
items that need to be redone, rather than items that had not been done or were
incomplete. It was agreed that pending the completion of the final "punch 1list",
the sum of $3,000.00 will be withheld from the semi-final payment to the Contractor.
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On February 1, 1959, pursuant to authority granted by resolution of the
Board of Regents on November 21, 1957, Comptroller Sparenberg signed a letter
addressed to Davis, Foster, Thorpe, and Assocliates, Architects, approving the
letter request of C. H. Leavell and Company for extension of contract completion
time to 12 Pebrusry, 1959. The statement signed by Comptroller Sparenberg also
indicated that the contract provision for the payment of ligquidated damages by
C. H. Leavell and Company was thus waived by the Board of Regents of The Uni-
versity of Texas, and that the Architects were instructed to so waive that pro-
vision in approving final settlement with the General Contractor. Informstion
received from the Architect and his representatives and the administrative staff
of Texas Western College indicated that there was no evidence of any willful delay
on the part of the Contractor in completing the project.

In view of the legal complications involved in the use of the Available
University Fund, as related to certain of the component institutions of The
University of Texas System, particularly in regard to the "Reserve to Cover
Possible Losses Under $100,000.00 Deductible Clause of Blanket System-Wide
Fire and Extended Coverage Insurance Policy", Comptroller Sparenberg and
Business Menager A. A. Smith mede arrangements with a local insurance agent in
El Paso to get the Student Union Bullding of Texas Western College properly
covered with separate policies relating to Fire and Extended Covérage Insurance
and Use and Qccupancy Insurance, as required by the Bond Rescolution. This in-
dicates that it was deemed advisable not to try to put this project under the
blanket system-wide fire and extended coverage insurance policy, as was done in
the case of another H. H. F. A. project, namely, Kinsolving Dormitory at the
Main University.

It is recommended that the Board of Regents adopt a resolution formally

approving and ratifying all of the actions taken by Comptroller Sparenberg and
others, as indicated above. '

TION BY ATTORNEY GENERAL OF OPINION NO. WW 484 RE ELIGIBILITY OF 'REAL ESTATE
MORTGAGE NOTES.--Pursuant to Board of Regents* action, Chairman Leroy Jeffers
under date of September 24, 1958, requested the Attorney General of Texas to
reconsider Opinion No. WW 484 in'which the Attorney General ruled that F. H. A.
insured mortgages were not considered to be eligible investments for the Perma-
nent University Fund under the Constitutional Amendment provision that real
estate mortgage notes fully guaranteed by the United States Government would
be eligible. The request for reconsideration was answered by the Attorney
General under date of February 9, 1959, to the effect that, after careful re-
consideration of Opinion No. WW L8B4 as originally written, it had been deter-
mined that the opinion is correct as written and is reaffirmed as the opinion
of the Attorney General of Texas.

PERMANENT UNIVERSITY FUND INVESTMENT ‘PROGRAM - PROPOSED CONTINUATION,
OF INVESTMENT ADVISER SERVICE OF LIONEL D. EDIE AND COMPANY, INC.--The contract
with the Iionel D. Edie & Co., Inc., for investment adviser services on the
Permenent University Fund Investment Program expired on February 14, 1959. It

is the opinion of the University's Staff Investment Committee and the Iand and
Investment Committee that the advisory services of the Edie firm should be con-
tinued through the end of the present fiscal year. Meantime, the Staff Invest- |
ment Committee will explore the possiblities of continuation of the Edie services
on a modified basis for the 1959-60 fiscal year and the addition of another ad-
visory service for the fund's investment program. Accordingly, it is recommended
that the Endowment Officer be authorized to execute a renewal contract with the
Edie firm for a period from February 15, 1959, through August 31, 1959, at the
same annual rate of $7,500.00, the pro rata fee for the period to be covered in
the renewal being $k4,050.00, payable $1,875.00 for the quarter ending May 1k,
1959, and $2,175.00 for the next period ending August 31, 1959, after performance
of the work called for under the contract as required by the State Comptroller.

BLOCK 16, UNIVERSITY IANDS, WARD COUNTY, TEXAS.--At its September,
1958 meeting, the Board of Regents approved the proposal from Structure-

advance. The lease will be effective November 1, 1958 for a ten-year
reriod. Annual rentel for the first year's lease has already been received.

It is further recommended that the Chairman of the Board be authorized to
execute the leagse upon approval as to form by the land and Trust Attorney
and as to content by the Endowment Officer.

AMENIMENT TO BUSINESS SITE EASEMENT NO. 1186, TO THREE KERS CO.,
LTD.-~At the September, 1958 meeting the Board of Regents approved a lease
to David Ker for a portion of the former Pyote Airfield, Ward County, Texas.

TRUST AND SPECIAL FUNDS--GIFT, BEQUEST AND ESTATE MATTERS--

MEDICAL BRANCH - PROPOSED GIFT FROM COLONEL CIAUDE NEWMAN
FEAMSTER, U. S. REGUIAR ARMY, RETIRED,-~For several months the Business
Manager of the Medical Branch has been corresponding with Colonel Claude
Newman Feamster, U. S. Regular Army, Retired, concerning a trust fund for
the Medical Branch for the purchase of books, instruments and equipment,
professorships, scholarships and research. Mr. Walker has referred the
matter to the Endowment Office. It is Colonel Feamster's plan to deliver
to us $2,000, the income from which will be added to the principal until
the fund reaches $60,000 market value with one-~half of the income to be
used as indicated above after that time, and the remsinder added to the
principal until it reaches the sum of $30,000,000 after which all income
will be used for the purposes set forth. The fund would be named THE
ROBERT CANTRELL FEAMSTER FOUNDATION as & memorial to Col. Feamster's son,
Dr. Robert Cantrell Feamster, who received his M. D. degree from the
Medical Branch of The University of Texas in March, 1942. Col. Feamster
indicates the idea of establishing the foundation developed from kindnesses
to his son by Dr. John W. Spies, formerly Dean at the Medical Branch.

It is recommended that the fund be accepted for the purposes indicated
and the Chairman of the Board of Regents be authorized to sign the trust
agreement when approved as to form by the University Attorney and as to
content by the Endowment Officer.




TRUST AND SPECIAL FUNDS -~ REAL ESTATE MATTERS--

HOGG FOUNDATION: W. C. HOGG MEMORIAL FUND - STATUS OF LEASE TO
FRANK G. CADENA, MAIN AND CIAY, HOUSTON, TEXAS.--As of March 1, 1955, the
University leased, by sealed bids, the McAshan Property on the northeast
corner of Main and Clay Avenue, Houston, to Frank G. Cadena for an open
parking lot for a term of five years at monthly rental of $2,250 for the
first two years and $2,400 for the last three years. Mr. Cadena deposited
$lh,§00 in cash to secure performence,and, if performed, to be credited as
rental for the last six months of the lease. For the past two years Mr. Ca-
dena has had difficulty in keeping his rental in current status and the
matter has been reviewed with the Committee from time to time, but Mr. Cadena's
requests for reduction of his rental have not been approved. Monthly pay-
ments, which are made promptly by the 5th of each month, range from $1,450
to $1,725 each month, an average of $1,566.75. As of February 25, 1959 the
status of the peyments is $250 due for July, 1958 and $2,400 for each month
thereafter, a total of $17,050. This sum less the $14,400 deposit leaves
$2,650 over the deposit.

Mr. Cadena has continued to ask for some relief indicating the maximum
monthly income from this lot has been running $1,350 to $1,400.

Inasmuch as Mr. Cadena is apparently doing the best he can, since the pro-
perty could not be leased to another tenmant at this time for more than $1,500
monthly, and since the lease expires February 29, 1960, it is recommended
that Mr. Cadena be allowed to stay and make the best payments he can each
month with a review of the situation in about six months. Mr. Cadena will
be advised that this does not in any way mean the University is waiving its
rights under the lease, but we will defer the question of taking a Jjudgment
against him for unpaid rental. (Prospects of collection of such a judgment
seem rather remote.)

HOGG FOUNDATION: W. C. HOGG FUND - PROPOSAL FROM MATTESON SOUTH=-
WEST CO, ILTD. FOR OUTDOOR ADVERTISING SPACE, BECKER-MEYER PROPERTY, TEXAS
AND SMITH, HOUSTON, TEXAS.--We have received a proposal from the Matteson
Southwest Co. Ltd. for option and lease on & portion of University property
located at Texas and Smith, Houston, Texas, which property is leased by
Clagsified Parking System, Station No. 145. The company proposes an option,
for which they will pay $100 immediately, to cover the period from the date
of approval by the Board of Regents until March 1, 1960, or earlier if pos-
sible, at which time the construction of the Memorial Drive overpass is
expected to be completed as well as the outdoor bulletin of the company.
As of March 1, 1960 they would enter into a formel lease agreement for the
space at the rate of $30 per month. The outdoor advertising would in no
way Iinterfere with the present use of the property as & parking lot and
the lease would provide that should the University wish to use this space
for any other than outdoor advertising purposes, the company will remove
its bulletin from the premises. It is recommended that the Board approve
such an option with the details of the lease to be reported when they are
worked out at a later time.

HOGG FOUNDATION: VARNER PROPERTIES - PROPOSAL FOR SUBROGATION
OF LIEN ON PORTION OF PAPPAS BUILDING PROPERTY.--In 1955 the Board of Re-
gents, as Trugtee of the Hogg Foundation: Varner Properties, sold to Pappas
Campany, Inc. the property known as the Varner Building in Houston, fronting
the entire block on lLouisiana Street and extending back approximately 100
feet on Preston Avenue and on Prairie Avenue, for $550, 000, $100,000 cash
and $450,000 payable in monthly installments over a term of 25 years with
interest at 4% per annum for the first five years and h%% per annum for the
remaining 20 years. Monthly payments at $2,376 for the first five years and
$2,478.67 for the remaining 20 years, including interest, are being made
promptly. The present principal balance of the note is $399,618.39.




Pappes Company, Inc. has, according to its statement, spent approximately
$250,000 in improving the property and an inspection of the premises gives
reasonable support to such a figure. In addition they propose to spend in
a reasonable time approximately $300,000 for additional remodeling of the
building so as to acquire other responsible tenants under lease. However,
they contend that additional rental of the property, even with additional
remodeling, is practically impossible without parking facilities and wish
to comstruct a 200-car ramp type garage adjoining the eight-story portion
of the property at & cost of approximately $250,000. They state that they
have & tentative agreement with Classified Parking System for the operation
of this garage under a lease at rental from which they will pay out the
necessary loan for the construction of the garage in approximately 10 years.

In order to finance the garage, they propose that the Board of Regents
either release its lien, or subrogaste the 1ién, on the south portion of
the property on which is presently located a one-story and a three-story
structure. The entire property has a land areas of approximately 26,000
square feet and bullding floor space area of approximately 137,000 square
feet. The area on which they request release or subrogation amounts to
10,200 square feet of ground and 22,000 square feet of floor space.

It 1s believed that the unpaid balance of the note will be adequately
secured after subrogation of the lien on the proposed garage site and that
construction of the garage will add to the value of the principal building
on which the first lien will continue. Therefore, it is recommended that
the Board of Regents authorize subrogation of its lien on the proposed
garage site at the appropriate time when construction and financing plans
are completed and construction of the garage assured.

HOGG FOUNDATION: VARNER PROPERTIES -~ PROPOSAL FROM CIASSIFIED
PARKING SYSTEM FOR LEASE, ROSSONJAN PROPERTY, WAIKER, FANNIN AND SAN JA-
CINTO STREETS, HOUSTON, TEXAS.--This property, which fronts 250 feet on
Walker and 100 feet on both Fannin and San Jacinto (25,000 square feet),
has been under lease to Classified since May, 19%2 when rental was $1,200
per month. At the time the University acquired the Varmer Properties the
rental was $h,500 per month and the new lease we made with Clagsified for
the period April 1, 1954 through March 31, 1959 was at $h,500 per month
for base rental of $54,000 per year plus 25% of excess over $85,000 to =
$90,000 per year and 50% of excess over $90,000. Percentage rental for
the last three years under the current lease is as follows:

It is Classified's contention, along with that of several of our other
parking lessees, that income has been steadily declining in the dowmtown
areas in the past several years due in part to provision for parking in
many of the new buildings.

The present proposal from Classified is for a minimum guaranteed rental
of $3,500 per month payable monthly in advance for base rental of $h2,000
per year plus 50% additional of all gross receipts over $66,000, for a
lease for three years, with deposit of $3,500 for payment of rental for
the last month of the term of the lease.

According to advice of tax counsel, the new lease with Classified will
result in rental being included in business lease income due to the fact
that continued occupancy by one tenant, even under renewal of lease, for
more than five years from date of acquisition has the same effect as a
continuous lease for more than five years. The Varner acquisition was

in 1952 and on advice of tax counsel the income from the present Classified
lease has been included in taxable income for the fiscal year ended July 31,
1958 and such income under this lease will be included in the next return
filed. Thus approximately $500 of any monthly rental from Classified in the
range proposed for new lease for whatever term will be paid in Federal
income tax whereas such rental from another temant would not be subject to
Federal income tax. However, Classified has paid their rental with reason-
able promptness while sustaining considerable loss during the last three
years at this location and it is believed that they should have first oppor-
tunity to a new lease at present fair rental for the property.

On the basis of other rental paid in the block, and taking into account
reasonable prospects for improved parking business at this location, it
is recommended that Classified Parking System be advised the Board of
Regents will renew the lease at this location for a three year period
beginning April 1, 1959 and ending March 31, 1962 at a base rental of
$4,000 per month payable monthly in advance plus 50% additionel of all
gross receipts over $75,000 per year. It is requested, however, that
the Endowment Officer, with approval of the Vice President for Fiscal
Affairs, be authorized to reduce the base rental to $3,750 per month plus
50% additional of all gross receipts over $66,000 should the terms out-
lined above not be accepted by Classified to secure, if possible, con-~
tinuous occupancy.

It is further recommended that the Chairman of the Board be authorized
to execute the lease as negotiated when approved as to form by the Iand
and Trust Attorney and as to content by the Endowment Officer.

ESTATE OF HAMAH SMITH CALIAWAY - 1206 GUADALUPE STREET,--At
the December, 1958 meeting of the Board of Regents, the staff was authorized
to advertise for bids for demolition and salvage of the improvements at
1206 Guadalupe Street, Austin, Texas, and the Endowment Officer was au-
thorized, with the approval of the Vice President for Fiscal Affairs and
the Director of the Physical Plent, to enter into a contract for the work.

Bids were called for Jenuary 8, 1959. Three bids were received, as follows:

The contract with Franks & Hobbs was signed ,on January 30, 1958 and the

The expenses of the appraisasl, survey, advertising and the portion of the
taxes for 1958 prorated between the Estate and the University totaled
$541.43, leaving a balance at present in the account of $658.57.

W. J. McDONALD OBSERVATORY FUND - CLOSING OF SALE TO MRS, JENNIE
PERKINS NOBLES OF TRACT IN IAMAR COUNTY, TEXAS.--At the September, 1958
meeting of the Board of Regents authorization was given for the sale of
approximately 48.766 acres in Iamar County to Mrs. Jennie Perkins Nobles
for a total consideration of $1,425, with the University to retain a fully
participating one-half mineral interest. The deed was executed December 18,
1958, has been delivered to Mrs. Nobles » and the remainder of the purchase
price was forwarded to the Auditor. This is submitted for information.
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W. J. McDONALD OBSERVATORY FUND - CLOSING OF SALE TO ROY PICKERING
OF 125.393 ACRES, IAMAR COUNTY, TEXAS.--At the December 12, 1958 meeting of
the Board of Regents authorization was given for the sale of this tract to
Mr. Roy Pickering for the sum of $6,000 payable $1,000 down and $500 annually
with interest at 5% per annum. The Note, dated December 17, 1958, and the
Abstracts have been forwarded to the Auditor of the Main University and the
deed delivered to Mr, Pickering on December 22 with interest from December 17
to December 22, 1958 waived. This is submitted for information.

ROSALIE B, HITE ESTATE - M., D. ANDERSON HOSPITAL AND TUMOR INSTI-
TUTE - PROPERTY AT CAPITOL AND IaBRANCH, HOUSTON, TEXAS.--One of the proper-
ties of the Rosalie B. Hite Estate, the income from which is credited to
the M. D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor Institute, is the southwest corner of
Capitol and IaBranch, Houston, now on month to month lease to Mr. Clyde Paul
for a parking lot at $150 per month. The property is 55 feet on Capitol
Avenue by 100 feet on IaBranch though there is some question as to whether
the University owns 50 or 55 feet on Capitol Avenue.

We have received an option proposal from louis C. Carr Company as Trustee

for the purchasgse of the property during a period of 90 days from acceptance

by the Board of Regents, with an additional 90 day extension provided. The
offer for the property, if the option is exercised, is $50,000 cash with
$1,000 cash consideration for the option. If the option for purchase is
exercised, the consideration for the option will be applied on the purchase
price. If the option is not exercised, the option consideration will be paid
one~half to the University and one-half to Louis C. Carr Company as commission.
In the event of sale of the property under the option, sales cammission of

5% would be paid to louis C. Carr Company.

This property was appraised in January, 1956 by M. H. James, Sr. at a value
of $75,000 for 50 feet by 100 feet and $82,500 for 55 feet by 100 feet. It
was appraised by N. F. Allison in September, 1957 at $40,000 for 50 feet by
100 feet and $u4l,000 for 55 feet by 100 feet. The appraisal by Mr. James
was based, to a considerable degree, upon a price refused by a Houston real-
tor for property which he owns diagonally across the corner. This realtor
has told the University that his refusal was an effort to negotiate for the
best possible price on his property and should not be taken as an indication
of its fair market value. He is of the opinion that the University's property
is not worth in excess of $50,000. Mr. Carr is acting on behalf of Houston
Parking Company, which is attempting to assemble the entire block for
construction of a parking garage and already controls a good portion of the
block.

It is recommended that the ILouls C. Carr Company, as Trustee, be granted the
option but at a purchase price of $55,000 assuming 55 feet by 100 feet with
a reduction of $1,000 per front foot on Capitol Avenue if the University owns
less than 55 feet. This recommendation is subject to acceptance by the louis
C. Carr Company within ten days of notice. If our proposal is accepted, it
is further recommended that the Chairman be authorized to execute the appro-
rriate instruments upon approval as to form by the land and Trust Attorney
end as to content by the Endowment Officer,

MURRAY CASE SELIS ESTATE.~- RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF

CERTAIN INSTRUMENTS.--At a recent meeting of the Board of Directors of the
affairs of the Estate of Murray Case Sells, deceased, of which The Univer-
sity of Texas is a beneficiary, it was recommended that the presidents of
the beneficiary colleges and universities be authorized to execute certain
instruments pertaining to the property received by The University of Texas
under the terms of the will, the following resolution is submitted for
approvel:

BE IT RESOIVED, that the President of The University of Texas
be and he is hereby authorized to execute, acknowledge and deliver

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such instruments and documents (including but not being limited
