I a t t ach  here to  s tatement  cove r ing  the t h i r t y - y e a r  
per iod dur ing which I have r ep resen ted  the U n i v e r s i t y  as A t t o r -  
ney in the management of over  two m i l l i o n  ac res  of Un ive r s i t y  
Lands. This report shows the amounts which have been collected 
each year: (1) grazing rentals, (2} interest on deferred graz- 
Lug rentals, (3) i n t e r e s t  collecte~ on land n o t e s ,  az~ (4) grav-  
e l  sales. The report also shess the disbursements by the Uni- . 
verslty to cover (5} n~ retainer and expenses° 

I t  w i l l  be noted theref rom t h a t  the grazing r e n t a l s  
c o l l e c t e d  f o r  .the Unive r s i ty  dur ing  the f i r s t  y e a r  of  , ~  s e r -  
v i ce ,  ending August S l a t ,  1900, was the sum of  $19,814o65, 
while the amount c o l l e c t e d  as  such r e n t a l s  f o r  the l a s t  yea r ,  
ending August S l a t ,  1929, was the sum of  $295,721058, which i s  
a l i t t l e  l a r g e r  than the avezage f o r  the pa s t  few yea r s  on a s -  
co~mt of  ]~%ok payments. 

During the f i r s t  f o u r t e e n  yea r s  ,~  r e t a i n e r  was 
$1,500.00 per pear ,  while during the l a s t  s i x t e e n  years  I have 
received a retainer of $i,600000. Although the rentals have 
shown a most g r a t f f ~ i n g  increase over  t h i s  pe r i od ,  the expenses 
lncuzTed by me In handl ing the two m i l l i o n  acres  have not  i n -  
creased apprec i ab ly ;  and such expenses paid by the Un ive r s i t y  
have not  included any overhead expenses in m~ o f f i c e ,  such as 
r en t ,  s tenographers ,  . a s s i s t ance ,  etae ~ e  t o t a l  expenses 
charged in n~ bills have not always reflected the a@tu~l amount 
spent. The bills rendered the University include only such a@- 
tual disbursements expended by me in travelling, etc., absolute- 
ly necessary in the proper manag~nent of these lands.
