Chairman Shivers called for the reports of the Standing Commitlees. With
the exception of the Executive Session of the Committee of the Whole, all
meetings had been conducted in open session in the Regents' Mecting Room
on the ninth floor of Ashbel Smith Hall.

REPORT OF SYSTEM ADMINISTRATION COMMITTEE (Pages 3-7 ). -~
Vice-Chairman Williams, Chairman of the System Administration Com-
mittee, presented the following report and stated that all actions had been
taken in open session. There being no objection, the report was adopted:

Report

In open session this morning, the System Administration Committee
approved after discussion but without objection each of the following rec-
ommendations of the administration and submits them to the Board of
Regents for formal approval:

1. U.T. System: Establishment of Guidelines for Administration of
Special ltem Appropriation Scholarships (Tuition Scholarships)
(Appropriations Bill, Section 15, 65th Leg., R.S., 1977)(1-CW-78).--
Section 15 of the Appropriations Bill, 65th Leg., R.S., 1977,
provides that copies of the rules and regulations adopted by the
governing board concerning the award of tuition scholarships shall
be filed with the Comptroller prior to disbursement of funds. In
compliance therewith, it is recommended by System Administration
that the following be adopted for implementation at all component
institutions of The University of Texas System:

CRITERIA FOR AWARDING TUITION SCHOLARSHIPS

Grants are to be made only to students who have been accepted
for enrollment and who actually enroll in the term or terms for
which the grant is awarded.

Grants are to be awarded by the Office of Student Financial Aid
on the basis either of the financial need of the applicant or on
the academic merit of the applicant.

Financial need is to be determined by use of accepted '"need
analysis'' procedures generally in use in other ''needs based"
financial assistance programs. Merit is to be determined on
the basis of demonstrated or potential academic excellence.

No more than 10% of total scholarship funds awarded through
the program in a fiscal year shall be awarded to nonresident
students.

No award shall be made to aliens. For purposes of this pro-
gram, an alien is a person who is neither a citizen, a national,
nor a permanent resident of the United States.

No awards from this fund will exceed the actual tuition charges
paid by the student recipient,

These guidelines were discussed in detail. Prior to final approval
Regent Fly requested a definition of the term '"permanent resident’
in Section "e'" of the above regulations. Later in the meeting, Altor-
ney Shultz reported that ""permanent resident' has a special meaning

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under the regulations of the Immipration and Naturializittion Scrvice.
This term applies to aliens who have been granted permission to
remain in the country permanently. They are issucd what is com-
monly known as a "' green card.' An alien in this category may apply
for naturalization after five years, or if he marries a U.S. citizen
he may apply for naturalization after three yearvs.

U.T. Austin: Ratificalion of Emnloyment of Mrs. Janet Brown in
Longhorn Age Group Competitive Swimming and Diving Program--
Regents' Rules and Regulations, Part One, Chapter [il, Scction 5. 32
(Nepotism)(2-CW-18), --It is recommended by President Rogers, con-
curred in by System Administration, that the System Administration
Committee ratify the employment of Mrs. Janet Brown as coach in the
Longhorn Age Group Competitive Swimming and Diving Program at
The University of Texas at Austin on a 75 percent part-time basis

for the period June 1 through August 31, 1977. Mrs. Brown's hus-
band is the project administrator; therefore her employment requires
an exception to the Regents' Rules and Regulations, Part One, Chap-
ter III, Section 5.32 concerning nepotism,

Hospitals) and San Antonio Health Science Center: Amendments to
1976-T7 Budgets (15-B-77 and 16-B-77). --The appropricilc chief
administrative officers, concurred in by System Administration,
recommend that their respective 1976-77 Operaling Budgets be
amended as indicated on the pages set out below:

REPORT OF ACADEMIC AND DEVELOPMENTAL AFFAIRS COMMITTEE
(Pages 8-10 ). --Commitlee Chairman Sterling stated thai all matters of
the Academic and Developmental Affairs Committez were conducted in
open session and had been approved without ohjection unless otherwise
mndicated. He filed the following report; there being no objection, it was
ulopted:

U.T. stem: Docket No. 1 of the President of the System (Attach-
ment No. 1)(Catalog Change). --Committoe Chairman Sterling
reported that no exception had been received to Docket No, 1 of the
President of the System. At the meeting no objections were offered
during the consideration of the Docket, and the Docket was unani-
mously approved in the form distributed by the Secretary. It is
attached (Attachment No. 1) following Page 269 and made a part of
these Minutes. —

It was ordered that any item included in this Docket that is normally
published in the catalogs of the various institutions be reflected in the
next catalogs printed by the respective institutions,

U.T. Arlington: Authorization to Seek Permission from Coordinat-
ing Board to Establish Program Leading to Bachelor of Arts Degree
in History of Art {Catalog Change). - President Nedderman recom-
mended, and System Administration concurred, that a Bachelor of

Arts Degree with a major in History of Art at The University of
Texas at Arlington be established.

The program is projected to be self-su,porting under formula
generated funds. Since the courses necessary currently exist, the
present faculty and the library holdings are adequate to initiate the

program. Depending on the enrollment in the program, additional
faculty members will be needed in subsequent years as will signifi-
cant additional slide collections in the library,

Without objection, the Academic and Developmental Affairs Com-
mittee approved the establishraent of this program and authorized
its submission to the Coordinating Board, Texas College and
University System for that commission's consent.

It was further ordered that if this program is approved by the
Coordinating Board, the next catalog published by the appropriate
school at U.T. Arlington be amended to conform.

U.T. Austin: Establishment of Texas Mining and Mineral Resource
Research Institute;” Commendation of Council on Energy Resources,--
It was reported that the Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act
of 1977 was recently passed by Congress and signed into law by
President Carter. Title HI, Section 301 (a)(2) provides for the
establishment of a Mining and Mineral Resource and Research Insti-
tute at a public university in each state to receive Federal funds
authorized under Title III of this Act. In the absence of a designa-
tion to the contrary by the legislature, the Governor of each state is
to designate the public university in the state to establish the State
Mining and Mineral Resource and Research Institute. On August 8,
1977, Governor Dolph Briscoe designated The University of Texas
at Austin as the public university in Texas to establish the State
Mining and Mineral Resource and Research Institute under Title II1
of this Act.
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Committee Chairman Sterling, on behalf of the Academic and Devel-
opmental Alfairs Committee, thanked Governor Briscoe for designating
U.T. Austin as the Texas Mining and Mineral Resource and Iesearch
Institute and pledged full support and encouragement for the praetical
research, demonstration and training programs in the critical mineral
resource area as envisioned in Title 1II of the Surface Mining Control
and Reclamation Act of 1977, subject to appropriate Federal funding

of the provisions of the Act.

At this point in the mceting Regent Clark took the opportunity to
compliment The University of Texas at Austin on its first energy
report, "Preliminary Assessment of the President's National Energy
Plan,' prepared by the Council on Energy Resources (20 faculty
members) at U, T. Austin and for the Council's latest cnergy report
entitied "'National Energy Policy: Interim Overview. " Regent Clark
stated that he was convinced, pleased and proud that The University
of Texas at Austin had distributed the most distinguished work sent
to Washington on the energy question. He commended those twenty
faculty members who were responsible for these reports.

U.T. Austin; Appointments of (a) Fernando de Szyszio Visiting Pro-
fessor for 1977 Fall Semester and (b) Joselina Loraida Vazauez
Visiting Professor for Spring Semester to Edward Larocque
Tinker Chair in Latin American Studies, --Upon the recommendation
ol Presldent Rogers, concurred in by System Administration, and
by unanimous consent, the following individuals were appointed for
the semesters indicated to the Edward Larocque Tinker Chair in
Latin American Studies at The University of Texas at Austin in
accordance with the provisions of the endcwment for this chair:

a. Fernando de Szyszlo Visiting Professor of Art in
Latin American Studies for the 1977 Fall Semester.
Mr. de Szyszlo is a Professor of Painting at the
School of Art in the Catholic University in Lima,
Peru, and has an outstanding reputation as an
international artist of exceptional quality.

Josefina Loraida Vazquez Visiting Professor of
History in Latin American Studies for the 1978
Spring Semester. Professor Vazquez is Director
of the Center for Historical Studies at El Colegio
de Mexico and has a distinguished record of out-
standing achievement in her field of Latin American
history.

These appointments have the support of the Tinker Foundation and
the Tinker Selection Committee as provided in the conditions of the
endowment.
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U.T. San Antonio: Amendment No. 1 to Constitution of Student Rep-

resentalive Assembly ==President Flawn reported that the Student

Representative Assembly of The University of Texas at San Antonio
had adopted six amendments to its constitution and had submitted
all six to him for submission to the Board of Regents, He had
reviewed these recommendations and approved only one,

Upon recommendation of President Flawn, concurred in by System
Administration, and without objection, Amendment No. 1 to the
constitution of the Student Representative Assembly at U.T. San
Anton‘o was approved whereby Section 18 of the General Provisions
was deleted, and the following was substituted in lieu thereof;

General Provisions

16. The Student Representative Assembly shall
meet the f{irst Wednesday at 2:00 p. m. after
taking the oath of office to decide upon a
reguiar meeting time.
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REPORT OF BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE (Pages 11-27 ), ..
Committee Chairinan Bauerle filed the following Report of the Buildings and
Grounds Committee and moved its adoption, He stated that all actions were
taken in open session and were approved without objection unless otherwise
indicated. Likewise, the report was adopted without objection:

1, U. T, Arlington - (a) Athletic Stadium; (b) Conference Ceater; and

(c) Special Events Center: Reports of Preliminary Studics Recelved;
Proposed Sites and Requests for Appointment of Project Architects

and for Additional Appropriations - Postponed. --Commitlee Chairman
Bauerle submitted for consideration the reports of preliminary studies,
proposed sites and requests for appointment of pruject architects and
for additional appropriations for (a) an Athletic Stadium, (b) a Con-
ference Center and (c) a Special Events Center at The University of
Texas at Arlington.

President Nedderman presented concisely his justification not
only for the need of a multipurpose Athletic Stadium but also for
the need for other facilities at U. T. Arlington. Following com-
mendation by the Committee of President Nedderman's splendid
report and following a brief discussion by the Committee, con-
sideration of the Athletic Stadium was postponed without objection
until the next meating of the Board upon motion of Regent Hay,
seconded by Regents Blumberg and Clark.

After a brief discussion relating to the Conference Center and a
presentation by Vice-President Wetsel of sources of funds avail-
able for projects at U. T. Arlington, consideration of the proposal
relating to a Conference Center was postponed by unanimous cou-
sent until the meeting on November 11, 1977, upon motion of
Regent Fly, duly seconded.

Likewise, without objection consideration of the proposal relating
to the Special Events Center at U, T. Arlington was deferred upon
motion of Regent Fly, seconded by Vice-Chairman Williams.

In the discussion it was emphasized that the postponement of the
three items in no way was to be construed by President Nedderman
as a rejection of the proposals. It was merely the intention of the
Committee tc take more time for an in-depth study of the projects
in relation to funding available for construction at U. T. Arlington,

U. T. Arlington - Remodeling of Trinity Hall: Approval of Final
Plans and Authorization to Advertise for Bids, --Upon the recom-
mendation of President Nedderman and System Administration, the
final plans and specifications for the Remodeling of Trinity Hall

- at The University of Texas at Arlington were approved without
objection by the Buildings and Grounds Committee as prepar.ed
by the Project Architect, Sowden-Kelley-Barfield, at an esti-
mated total project cost of $1,300,000. The Director of the
Office of Facilities Planning and Construction was authorized to
advertise for bids for the project subject to final review andtoall
granting agency clearances should the application for federal
funding be approved.
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U. T. Arlington - University Bookstore: Inscription for Plaque, --
Upon the recommendation of the Adminisiration and wiliiout objection,
the Buildings and Grounds Committee authorized the following inscrip-
tion to be arranged appropriately on the plaque of the University
Bookstore at The University of Texas at Arlington in accordance with
the pattern approved by the Board of Regents on October 1, 1966:

U. T. Austin - School of Architecture: Authorization for Feasibility
Study for Facilities Improvements; Appointment of Thomas-Booziotis

& Associates, Dallas, Texas, and Chartier Newton, Austin, Texas,
Consultant; and Appropriation Theretor, -- The Administration reported
that the School of Architecture at The University of Texas at Austin had
outgrown its present building which was constructed in 1933 for a
capacity of 250 students. The enrollment was 709 students in 1976-77,
and the School occupied 55, 842 square feet of space in three locations
(the Architecture Building, a small portion of Sutton Hall, and the
Architectire Annex). A School of Architecture ad hoc Building Com-
mittee had developed, in consultation with the Office of Facilities
Planning and Construction, a report outlining a quantitative and qualita.-
tive assessment of needs for additional facilities for this School. The
report proposed limited new construction together with renovation and
utilization of existing building space adjacent to the Architecture Build-
ing. However, the U. T. Austin Administration had requested a
detailed investiyation and feasibility study before a specific project
recommendation.

Without objection, aid upon the recommendation of President Rogers
and System Administration, the Buildings and Grounds Committee;

2. Authorized a feasibility study by the School of Architecture
ad hoc Building Committee and the Office of Facilities
Planning and Construction to further define the scope of new
and renovated construction, phases of construction, equip-
ment and furnishing needs and cost estimates for the School
of Architecture at U. T. Austin

Appropriated $20, 000 from Interest on Bond proceeds for the
feasibility study including fees and related expenses
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From a list of proposcd consultants, the firms of Thomus-Booziolis
& Associates, Dallas, Texas, and Charticr Newton, Austin, Texas,
were sclected to work with the ad hoe Building Committee and the
Office of Facilities Planning and Construction in preparing the feasi-
bility study and cost estimate to be submitted to the Board of Regents
for consideration at a future meeting.

U. T. Austin - Addition to Pharmacy Building: (a) Report of Initial
Cost Analysis: Authorization to Increasc Project Cost and Additional
Appropriation Therefor; (b) Appropriation for Procurement of Institu-
tional Equipment: and (¢) Authorization for Project Architect to Prepare
Preliminary Plans for Coordinated Design of Utility Extensions to
Pharmacy Addition Building Site and Appropriation for Funding, --

In connection with the Addition to the Pharmacy Building at The Uni-
versity of Texas at Austin authorized by the Board of Regents in

May 1976, and funds for which were appropriated in December 1978, -
the Administration presented:

a. A detailed report with respect to investigations and studies
which had bzen conducted by the Project Architact, The
White Bud VanNess Partnership, Houston, Texas, and a
U. T. Austin ad hoc building committee.

Based upon the report including increased cost [actors and upon the
recommendation of President Rogers and System Administration,
without objection:

(1) The total project cost for the Addition to the Phar-
macy Building for 40, 456 square feet net assignable
space within a gross area of 65,000 square feet was
2uthorized increased from $7, 000, 000 to $7, 82¢, 000.
This will include necessary existing building remod-
eling and utility extensions to a point five feet from
the exterior wall line of the building.

An additional amount of $820,000 was appropriated from
Interest on Bond proceeds to cover the increased project
cost, $7,000,000 having been previously appropriated
($6,945, 000 from Permanent University Fund Bond pre-
ceeds and $55, 000 from Interest on Bond proceeds).

A report that Instructional and Teaching Equipment requirements
had been identified and tabulated in an amount currently estimated
at approximately $535, 000 for the Addition to the Pharmacy Build-
ing and upgrading of existing facilities in the College of Pharmacy.
Realizing that the early placement of teaching equipment orders
for this project could save escalation costs on manufactured items,
the Administration recommended that $535, 000 be appropriated
irom the Available University Fund Allocation for operations and
capital improvements for the procurement of institutional teaching
equipment needed.

This recommendation was approved without objection by the Buildings
and Grounds Committee,
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c. The following recommendations with respect to a coordinated
utilities projcct to provide utility extensions in the area includ-
ing the site of the College of Pharmacy:

(1) That a campus utilitics project be authorized at an
estimated total project cost of $523,000 to provide
coordinated utility extensions to the site of the Col~
lege of Pharmacy as well as some existing buildings
in the area.

That the Project Architect, The White Budd Van Ness
Partnership, Houston, Texas, be authorized to pre-
pare preliminary plans for utility extensions as a
coordinated design with the Addition to the Pharmacy
Building.

That $523, 000 be appropriated from Interest on Bond
proceeds to cover the estimated total project cost of
the utilities expansion.

The recommendations were approved without objection by the Build-
ings and Grounds Committee,

U. T. Austin - Robert Lee Moore Hall - Fusion Research Center -
the Texas Experimental Tokamak (TEXT) Project - Subject to
Federal Grant from Energy Research and Development Adminis-
tration: (a) Authorization for Project: (b) Approval of Site;

""The evidence adduced before the undarsigned Hearing Offi-
cer is not adequate and is not sufficient to support the claim
of the Contractor, Hensel Phelps and its Subcontractor,
Fischback and Moore.

Texas Medical Center, Inc., in order to decrease the
hazard of flooding within the Texas Medical Center tract.

$100, 000 ¢ift from Mr, =. H. Troop {accepted by the Board of
Regents on July 25, 1975, Permanent Minutes, Volume XXII,
Page 5200), the R. H. Troop Urology Laboratory Fund was estan-
lished at the Houston Medical School of The University of Texas
Health Science Center at Houston.

University Cancer Center (M. D. Anderson): Acceptance of
Bequest of Beulah Lane Meadows, Deceased, for the D, B,
Lane Cancer Research Fund. --Upon the recommendation of

the Administration, the bequest of Beulah Lane Meadows, Austin,
Texas, of her residuary estate was accepted with sincere grati-
tude, and the D. B. Lane Cancer Research Fund was established
at M. D. Anderson of The University of Texas System Cancer
Center. The Independent Executor of the Meadows' estate

had indicated that the bequest will be in excess of $100, 000.
Article VIII of Beulah Lane Meadows' Will sets out the

terms of the bequest. (A copy of the Will is in the Secretary's
files.)

The University was represented by
the Attorney General and the Office of the General Counsel.

The Texas Commerce Bank, Houston, Texas, Independent Exec~-
utor of the Estate, estimates the amount of the bequest to M. D.
Anderson at approximately $200,000, which amount will be received

in the next few months.

U. T. Austin - Walter Prescott Webb Chair in History: Exten-
sion of Lease to Cothron's Key Center Covering Location in
Northfair Shopping Center., --System Administration reported

that the lease to Cothron's Key Center covering a portion of the
2.508 acre tract at North Lamar and Airport Boulevards (120
square feet on parking lot of Northfair Shopping Center) conveyed
by C. B. Smith, Sr., for the establishment of the Walter Prescott
Webb Chair in History at The University of Texas at Austin had
expired.

U.T. Arlington: Affiliation Agreement with Fort Worth Children's

Hospital, Fort Worth, Toxas (School of Nursing)(Clinical Training

of Nursing Students). -- Upon the recommendation of President
Nedderman, concurred in by System Administration, unanimous
approval was given to the proposed affiliation agreement between the
Board of Regents of The University of Texas System for and on behalf
of The University of Texas at Arlington School of Nursing and Fort
Worth Children's Hospital, Fort Worth, Texas.

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEE TO STUDY PROPOSALS BY REGENT
HAY AND ADOPTION OF FOUR RESOLUTIONS RELATING TO MEETINGS
OF THE BOARD OF REGENTS. --Regent Hay distributed to each member of
the Board of Regents the Report of the Special Committee to Consider Pro-
posals by Regent Hay (Pages 50 - 69 ). The Committee, consisting of
Regent Hay (Chairman), Regent (Mrs, ) Blumberg, and Regent Fly, was
appointed June 10, 1977. This report had been adopted unanimously by the
Committee for submission to the Board of Regents with the recommendation
that it be adopted and made a part of the Minutes.

Committee Chairman Hay called attention to the specific resolutions pro-
posed by the Special Committee as set out in Attachment 3 of the Committee's
report (Pages 68, 69 ). On behalf of the Committee, Committee Chairman
Hay read the First Resolution and moved its adoption. A discussion ensued
after which the resolution was adopted by unanimous vote:

First Resclution

RESOLVED, That a meeting of the Buildings and Grounds Com-
mittee be held on the day preceding each meeting of the Board
of Regents:

a) for the purpose of affording more time and a better
envircnment for in-depth consideration of all proposed

FURTHER RESOLVED, Thal attendance by Regents at such meet-
ings of the Buildings and Grounds Committee shall be voluntary
and not mandatory, it being understood that any formal action
related to any proposed construction, rchabilitation, remodeling
or other capital expenditure shall be taken, in the future as in the
past, by the full Board and not by the Buildings and Grounds Com-
mittee.

Committee Chairman Hay on behalf of the Committee then read and moved
the adoption of the Second Resolution as set out below:

Second Resolution

RESOLVED, That, except during periods when the Texas
Legislature is in session, meetings of the Regents be regu-
larly rotated among the locations of the System's institutions,
with a view to meeting on the campus of each institution no
less frequently than once every two and one-half years.

Regent Law moved that the motion be amended to read as follows:

RESOLVED, That from time to time meetings of the Board
be rotated among the locations of the System’s institutions,
with a view to meeting on the campus of each institution no
less frequently than once every two and one-half years.

The Committee accepted the amendment to the original motion. The vote
recurred on the original motion as amended and was adopted without

objection.

RESOLVED, That approximately one hour at each meeting of
the Regents be devoted to an extensive report from one of the
System's institutions, such reports to be scheduled on a _
revolving basis designed to afford each institution an opportunity
to present 2 summary of its mission, activities and current
emphases to the Regents at least once every two years.
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Committuu Chairman Hay, on behalf of the Committee, then moved the
adoption of the Fourth Resolution. Viee-Chairman Williams seconded
the motion.

Fourth Resolution

RESOLVED, That the Board of Regents extend to the elected
head of each faculty senate (or comparable body) of the System's

institutions an invitation to attend each meceting of the Board of
Regents;

FURTHER RESOLVED, That in cases of those institutions which
have no single faculty representative body, the invitations shall
be extended on a rotating basis to the elected heads of the several
component bodies of the representative faculties.

After a brief discussion the resolution was adopted. Chairman Shivers
voted ""No.,"

The Special Committee of the Board of Regents of The University of
Texas System is pleased to submit the following report and recommendations:

A proposal that approximately one hour at each meeting of the
Regents be devoted to an extensive report from one of the System's
institutions, such reports to be scheduled on a revolving basis
designed to afford each institution an cpportunity to present a
summary of its mission, activities and current emphases to the
Regents at least once every two years.

A proposal to invite each Faculty Senate (or comparable body) of
the System's institutions to send & representative to each meeting
of the Board of Regents,

A proposal that, except during periods when the Texas Legislature
is in session, meetings of the Regents be regularly rotated among
the locations of the System's institutions, with a view to meeting
on the campus of each institution no less frequently than cnce
every two years.

In general, the commit.ee's purpose was to determine (i) whether the
suggested changes would be constructive to The University of Texas System, and
{ii) whether the proposals in fact would contribute significantly to the

following objectives:

-- To provide a means through which the Regents -- acting as a body --
might better execute their responsibilities related to allocation
of the System's resources, particularly with respect to capital
expendi tures;

To consistently and effectively relate actions by and meetings of
the Regents to the System's mission;

To evidence to the faculties of each of the System's institutions
that the Regents recognize them as major ard significant

constituencies which -- within appropriate procedural and manage-
ment guidelines -- should have direct access to the Regents; and

To symbolically emphasize our nature as the goyerning board of a
“system of universities,” by rotating our meeting locations.

On Monday, July 18, at 10:00 a.m., the committee met in open session

in the Regents' room of Ashbel Smith Hall. [n addition to the three requiar




mewbers of the conmittee, we were honored to have with us Reqent Fdward Clark
who remained far the full four hours and forty-five minutes of the meeting and
who contributed greatly to our deliberations.

Invited to participate and to submit their views on the proposals thraugh
written statements and, if possible, personal observations, were the presidents
of the eleven component institutions plus a faculty leader from each
institution -- where applicable. the president of the faculty senate, In all,
;we received detailed input from ten presidents, plus the representative of the

eleventh, and from faculty representatives from eight of the eleven institutions.

In addition, we recejved written comments from Chancellor LeMaistre, and a

idetai]ed report from Deputy Chancellor Walker and availed ourselves aof his
jexpertise throughout the meeting. In brief form, here is a summary of the
various views expressed on each of the proposals:

Proposal MNo. 1 -- that a meeting of the building and grounds committee be

held on the day preceding each meeting of the Board of Regents. In

general, the presidents felt that this was an internal matter -- a matter
for the Regents to decide. However, they indicated that they would be

pieased to be present at any building and grounds meeting at which a

project proposed for their campus was being discussed.
While the faculty representatives generally held the same view,
a few of them expressed strong suppart for the proposal for these reasons:
1) It would formalize the process by which the Board of Regents
could set priorities for the use of available funds; and
2) It might give faculty members an opportunity to have more input
in the choice of those priorities. |
Regent Clark, however, was very strong in his support of the proposal.
He said that it was his feeling that in the past, too many decisions in
tne area of construction were made with too little deliberation. “If it
were my own money, [ would want longer meetings," he said. "I believe

that our duty requires it."

It should be noted that Regent Law and others cautioned against the possibility

that some might misread our intentions and that we would be open to the charge that
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the Board of Repents is spending a disproportionate amount of its time on bricks and

mortar--at the expense of academic excellence.,

But just the opposite is true. Only by making sure that our construction funds

&
!
flrc wisely spent can we assure oursclves of adequate funds for equally important

' hctivities.

Proposal Neo. 2 -- tha* approximately one hour at each meeting of the

Regents be devoted to an extensive report from one of the System's

institutions, such reports to be scheduled on a revolving basis

designed to afford each institution an opportunity to present a summary

of its mission, activities and current emphases ta the Reqgents at least

once every two years.

While there was no out-and-out opposition to this proposal, the
degree of enthusiasm was split almost uniformly along administration/
faculty lines. Generally, the presidents supported the proposal and
welcomed the opportunity to brief the Regents on the status, goals, and
problems of their individual institutions. Most of them felt, however,

that the briefings should take place in conjunction with Proposal 4 --

that is, on the campus where the Regents' meeting was being held. There
was also some sentiment among the presidents for including a physical
tour of the campus as part of the agenda.

Several presidents felt that dne hour would nat be long enocugh to
go into a thorough, detailed briefing. Several others were concerned,
lest the briefings deteriorate into a competitive media show among the
institutions. Several others indicated that they would like to include
faculty and students in the briefing process,

The faculty representatives were less enthusiastic about the
proposal. While some of them viewad it as an opportunity to broaden
communications between the institutions and the Board of Regents, others
felt that the briefings would be “canned" and "predictable.” Several
faculty representatives indicated they would have no objection to the

briefings, but stressed that the briefings should include presentations

by faculty representatives as well. }
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Proposal Mo. 3 -- to invite each faculty senate (or comparable body)

of the System's institutions to send a representative to each meeting

of the Board of Regents.

As expected, this was the most controversial proposal. The faculty
representatives being strongly in favor of it, and the institutional
presidents -- if not opposed to it outright -- shared grave concerns
about it,

However, most of the opposition to the proposal stemmed from a
misconception of what the proposal would really do. There was a general
feeling among the presidents that we were advocating a system to give
faculty representatives direct access to the Board of Regents, similar
to the access enjoyed by the institutional presidents. This the
presidents strongly opposed. They said it would undermine their
authority. They said it would diminish their prestige. They said it
would increase the paperwork load on the Regents. They said it would
put the Regents in direct line of fire during campus controversies --
and there might come a time when the Regents wished they hadn't gotten
into faculty representation. They said that it is the president's job
to represant the faculty to the Board of the Regents and if they're not
doing it they shouldn't be president. (It should be noted that the
objections came primarily from presidents of general academic institutions.
The health-related institutions do not have faculty senates and it was
canceded that the faculties and the administration are on much closer

terms in these institutions.)

Faculty representatives were uniformly enthusiastic about being
invited to attend meetings of the Board of Regents. They felt it would
help to open lines of cemmunication, to keep the campuses generally
informed about the regental actions, and most of all they felt that
it would give them an opportunity to have strong input into the
deliberations of the Board of Regents. They felt that since student

body presidents already are invited to attend Regents' meetings,

faculty senate presidents ought to be accorded the same privilege.

As to the question of whether the jnstitutional presidents do an
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effective job of representing the faculty, one faculty member put it
this way: "Institutional heads do represent their institutions and
the faculty, too. However, institutional heads do not always do it
very well,..."

He continued: “There is no reason for there to be an adversary
relationship. This is not a competition, but a diversity of experience
and views."

It should be noted, however, that once the distinction was
drawn between inviting faculty representatives to participate in
meetings of the Board of Regents and inviting them merely to be present
as observers, much of the presidential opposition was muted. That is
not to say that any of the presidents ever became enthus‘astic over the
proposal, but mcst of them indicated that they could live ~ith it.

Proposal No. 4 -- that, except during pericds when the Texas Legislature

is in session, meetings of the Regents be reqularly rctated among the

locations of the System's institutions, with a view to meeting on the

campus of each institution no less frequently than once every two years.

Of all the proposals, this was the one unanimausly endorsed by
presidents and faculty representatives alike. Everyone felt that it
would help build a sense of community throughout the UT System. Everyone

felt it would give the Regents first-hand knowledge of what was going

on at each campus, And everyone felt that it would add to the prestige

of each campus in its own community to have the Board of Regents meeting
there. It becomes a matter of civic importance.
Finally, everyone felt that rotating the meetings would keep the

pubtic and the Legislature aware of the broad-based structure of the

UT System.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Based on these hearings -- and cur subsequent discussions -- the special

rommittee mekes the following recommendation:

First: The committee recommends the adoption of a proposal that a meeting

bf the building and grounds committee be held on_the day preceding each meeting

bf the Board of Regents,
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While attendance at such a meeting need not bo mandatory, we do believe

that Regents should be given the opportunity to make an in-depth study of all

proposed items of construction, rehabilitation, remodeling and other capital
pxpenditures. Since last January alone, the Board of Regents has taken action
bn 48 separate projects that have an estimated total cost of $151.3 million

We believe that when expenditures of such magnitude are being authorized,
they must be considered in the context of total System needs, alternative
claims on the System's resources, the existing master plan of the proposing
institution, and the impact on the System's debt capacity.

We also believe that future expenditures must be evaluated in the Tight
of ¢iminishing resources. The days of unlimited money faor higher education are
clearly over. In the mid-1960s, we were faced with the challenge of providing
quality education -- and adequate educational resources -- to more and more
Texans, and particularly to minorities. We met that challenge by building one

of the finest systems of higher education in the nation. In the past decade,

expenditures for higher education in Texas have increased over 400 percent.

During this period, Texas ranked third of the 50 states in the amcunt spent

for higher education.
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But now, as enrollments begin to level off and as the birth rate
continues to decline, the era of rapid expansion §s over. The days of large
budget surpluses are probably over, as well. And, as we look to the future,
we know that state revenues from oil and gas taxes must certainly begin to

decline as we begin to run out of our natural resources.

It is cbvious that competition for available state revenues is going
to be keen, It is obvious that the Legislature is going to be scrutinizing
our every expenditure as it has never done before, It is obvious that the
taxpayers of this state are going to expect us to be fully accountable as
to how we spend our money.

In such a climate, the Board of Regents has both a practical and a
moral responsibility to nurture its resources and to spend them carefully
and wisely.

This proposal is made toward that end.

Second: The committee recommends the adoption of a prosasal that,

except during periods when the Texas legislature is in session, meetings of the

!Regents be reqularly rotated amcng the locations of the System's institutions,

'with a view to meeting on the campus of each institution no less frequently

than once every two and one-half years.

Although the University of Texas System has become one of the nation's
largest and most respected systems of higher education -- having added seven
new institutions in the past decade -- the public still looks upon most of the
institutions as branches of the "main“ campus in Austin. Very few Texans
understand that the System is made up of free-standing institutions, each

Wwith its own president, its own budget, and its own traditions.

Part of this problem, of course, stems from the fact that we are a new

System, and UT Austin -- with its size, its reputation, its athletic teams

ind its roots -- remains the most visible and best known of our components.

Part of the problem stems from the fact that System Administration is

headquartered in Austin.
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And part of the problem stems from the fact that, until this year,
the Board of Regents met reqguiarly on the campus at UT Austin, and cven now
I meet mostly in Austin at System Administration, In fact, of the 23 mectings
the Board of Regents held since September, 1974 -- three years ago -~ only
four were held outside of Austin:

We certainly would not want to do anything te detract from the
reputation of The University of Texas at Austin -- and we certainly can't
do anything about the physical location of System Administration.

But we can do something about where the Regents meet. And we think

we should.
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We bhelieve that our physical presence on rcach of our campuses -- on a
1requ1ar basis «- would be tangible evidence to students, faculty and local

'citizens alike of our commitment to make that ipstitution one of the nation's

Ebost.

Third: The committee recommends the adoption of a proposal tha*

1ggprox1matc1y one hour at each mecting of the Regents be devated to an

extensive report from one of the System's institutions, such reports to be

scheduled on a revolving basis designed to afford each institution an

éppportunitzrtq_present a summary of its mission, activities and current

iemphases to the Regents at least once every two years.

While the committee did not want to set a rigid schedule for these
reports, it felt that to the extent possible, the reporting institution at
each meetina should be the host institution for that particular meeting,
assuming the adoption of recommendation number two.

The committee was also reluctant to set a rigid format for the presen-
tations -- for either time or content. The idea was not to set up formalized,

comreting presentations among the UT institutions. Just the opposite., We

ﬁwanted to give each institution the opportunity %o keep the Regents abreast

;of its needs, its goals, its accomplishments, and its strengths and

'weaknesses.

We feel that these presentations would become a valuable tool for
keeping the Board of Regents abreast of the latest developments withii tha
UT System and would represent an jmportant outlet for the institutions
themselves.

To put it in very basic terms: The Regents need to know what is
going on, and the presidents need a forum to express their problems and
needs. At present, there is no formal procedure to accomplish either of

those goals.

Fourth: The committee recommends that the Board of Regents extend ti

the elected head of each Faculty Senate (or comparable body) of the System's

institutions an invitation to attend each meeting of the Board of Regants.

In the cases of those institutions which have no single faculty representative
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body, the invitations should be extended on a rotating hasis to the eclected

heads of the several component bodies of the respective faculties,

It should be clear that the committee is not recommending an active

irole for faculty representatives at Board of Regents meetings. We are

satisfied that the Regents' Rules provide students and faculty members alike

ample access to the Board -- to express their positions on current issues or
to bring specific grievances before the Board,

We feel strongly that those procedures should be followed under any
circumstances. We do not wish to undermine the authority of any institutional
president nor short-circuit the current chain of command.

But we do feel that an invitation to faculty leaders to be present at

Regents meetings and to otserve our proceedings would be a tangible expression

of our respect for the faculty and a recognition of faculty members as
| important members of our constituency. We see no reason why faculty leaders
should not be extended the samé courtesy as we currently extend to student

body leaders.,

In making these recommendations, the committee takes special note of
the issue raised by Regent Law whether several of these proposals would
require amendments to the Regents' Rules.

In a subseguent letter (attachment 1}, Mr. law concludes that these
proposals “could be put in practice either by amending the Rules or by
simply adopting policies and proceduras withirn the framework of the
existing Rules.” He notes that "If the latter procedure were adopted,
there of course would be less assurance of continuity but greater room for
flexibility.”

In a separate opinion, Mr. James Fitzpatrick, System General Counsel,
comes to the same conclusion (attachment 2). "It is my opinion," he writes,
“that none of the proposals enumerated therein (as I understand them)
require amendment to the Rules and Regulations of the Board of Regents to
become effective.”

We therefore do not present these recommendations as amendments to the

Regents' Rules and Regulations, but rather as policy matters to be approved
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by the Board within the authority of the current Rules and Regulatfons.
The specific resolutions proposed by the Special Committee for adoption

by the Board of Regents are appended as Attachment 3.

Decar Jess:

As 1 have heretofore explained to you. sometime ago I
made a commitment to be in California for several days beginning
July 18, 1977 in connection with an important lawsuit. There-
fore I shall not be able to attend the meeting of the Ad Hoc
Committee on that date. I regret this conflict, for I have &
keen interest in the subject under consideration.

Let me say at the outset that I fully agree with the
ends which you are secking to accomplish. I have somg rescrva-

tion as to the most effective mcthod of accomplishing these
inflexible rules

ends and I would caution agalnst our adopting

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which might be acceptable under given conditions but which other-
wise could well bo time-consuming and sclf-defeating. I alsa

have come to the conclusion, after further study of the present

Reyents Rules, that your proposals could be put in practice

either by amending the Rules or by simply adopting pnlicies

" and procedures within the framework of the existing Rules. (If
the latter procedurce were adopted, there of course would be

less assurance of continuity but greater room for flexibility.)

Now as to the specific proposals,

1. {That a meceting of the Buildings and Grounds
Committee be held on the day preceding each
meeting of the Board of Regents)

I fullyshare your concern that we, as members of the
Board of Regents, give adequate consideration to the proposals
for substantial expenditures for construction and other capital
expenditures within the System. "Adequate consideration" should
encompass specific need, priorities, alternative soluticns,
availability and source of funding and all other items listed in
your proposal. Speaking for myself only, I am not certain that
I always have been able to give "adequate consideration" to
proposals for expenditures. I agree that we should seeck to remedy
the situaticon. There are, however, two additional points which
wa should nct overlook. First, our concern should deal equally
with significant matters besides bricks and mortar which affect
the System. If we regularly devote a day or an afterncon to
building matters, will we not at least appear to f(and probably,
actually; be giving emphasis to bricks and mortar to the detriment
of adequate consideration for the multitude of other matters of
at least equal significance? And second, if we write into the
Rules an inflexible requirement for such a meeting preceding each
meeting of the Board, will we not find ocurseclves meeting simply
for meetings' sake on occasions when there is really little in
the way of building construction on the agenda?

Under the existing Rules, any committee of the Board may
meet "at such. . .times as the majority of the members of cach
committee shall determine” (Chapter I, Section 7.13); regular
meetings of the Board "shall be held at such times and places as
the Board shall designate" (Chapter I, Section 6.1); and special
meetings of the Board "shall be held upon the call of the Chairman,
or upon written requests of three members of the Board" (Chapter
I, Section 6.21).

If these provisions are deemed insufficieat to assure
meetings which will allow for adequate consideratilon and it is
desired to give impetus to the call for a meetling of the Buildings
and Grounds Committee {(or any other committee, for that matter),
then I would favor a statement of policy in the form of a Rule
which would allow for some flexibility, perhaps similar to the
following:

Chapter I, Section 7.13. Time.of Meeting of
Committees of Beoard.--The commilttees qf the
Board custcomarily shall mect on the first day

of any scheduled Board meeting and at such cother
times as the majority of the members of cach
commititce shall determine; provided, that when

in the opinion of at least threce members of she
Board it is dosirable to alford mwore time anc

a better cenvironment for in—dcpth con51dgrq§1zp .
of proposcd items of construction, Fchdblllt?‘lo ’
rombdcling and other capital‘cxpendlturcsrousgg
may call a mceting of the Buildings and_Groun

(Proposed amendment underscored.)

2. (That approximately one hour at each
meeting be devoted to a report from one
of the System's institutions at lcast once
every two years.)

The purpose of the proposal is laudable. 1In practice, I
can foresce some preblems. Will the format be fixed, or left
to the discretion of each institution? If the latter (which
scems reasonable) will it result in unhealthy competition and
undue effort to outdo the others, perhaps with audio-visual
presentations? Will such effort be purely superficial? 1Is it
practical to expect the institution, in an hour or so, to "present
a summary of its mission, activities, and current emphases,” when
these involve a multitude of diverse disciplines?

I would think that, perhaps without setting a Rule in
concrete, we might simply have a pelicy of inviting each institu-
tion to make a presentation at the time the Board mecets on its
campus. Further - while this does not directly answer the pro-
posal - I would commend to every Regent the marvelous opportunity
of paying a visit of one or two days to ecach institution for a
firsthand insight of its mission, its facilities and its needs,
Many have availed themselves of this opportunity, to their own
advantage as well as that of the individual institutions.

3. {That each Faculty Senate - or comparable
body - of the System's institutions send a
representative to each meeting of the Board.)

1t is this proposal which gives me mixed feelings. I
favor democratic representation and a reasonable voice for the
faculty. (Who would not?) I favor rcasonable authority for the
institutional heads, who must bear the responsibility. (Who would
not?) Are the two in conflict? I would hope not.

The presidents, if I hear them correctly, feel that they
represent the faculty at meetings of the Board{ being members of
the faculty, themselves and being the institutional heads. I am
not certain the faculties agree. The presidents are gon;erncd
that an avenuc might be opened which would virtually invite
dissident members of the faculty to go around them to the Regents.
I am not certain that such might not be the case, but then I am
not certain that members of the faculty are wrong when some of
them assert that there is not presently an adequate procedure by
which concerns of the Faculty Senate, or comparable body, are
brought to the attention of the Beoard, paronthct@cally, I must
add that in my opinion, such faculty members arc in the minority
- many do not want any change and do not sgek ycpresenpit}on at
Roard of Regents' meetings. TFurthermore, 1t will be d}‘flcult
to arrive at a formula for represcntation yhero there 1s more
than a single faculty organization. Such is the case at the
Health Science institutions. In any event, whether or not those
seeking direct representation are in +he minority, they are

vocal.

There is not, in my opinion, any ideal solution to tht?nos
situation. I would favor the.right of ;cpresentatloq at ?gctﬂoée‘
if a faculty desires it, but would conflge_prescntatlogitive
which have gone through channclsf thus giving the geig SLIVe ereon.
president an opportunity to consider the matter an
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Perhaps this could be accomplished by adopting an amendment to
Chapter 1, Scction 8.62 so that it would vead somewhat as follows:
". . .provided, however, that the Chief Administrative
Officer, or his delegate, a_representative of Lhe
Faculty Scnate (or comparablo bqﬂxldﬁﬁaﬁzﬁzmg?égfdcnt
of the Students' Association, or his delegate, of
any component institution, without prior notice or
request but subject to such time limitation as may
be prescribed by the Chairman or a majority of the
Board {or by the chairman or a majority of the com-
mittee), may appear before the Board or any committee

I believe that nearly cveryone is aqreed that the advantages
of meeting at the different locations of the institutions outweigh
the additional complications and expense. Of course, such
practice is fully consistent with our present Rule, which reads
as follows:

"Chapter I, Section 6.1 - Regular mectings.-- Regular
meetings of the Board of Regents shall be held at
such times and places as the Board shall desldnate.
Unless otherwise determined in advance by the Board,
all regular meetings shall be held in Austin.”

As a matter of practice, the Board has frequently rotated its
meetings. I would not favor a hard and fast rule that the Board
must meet outside of Austin when the legislature is not 1in
session, since there may very well be good and sufficient reason
to meet in Austin and reasons which make it impractical ;o_meet
clscwhere. If it is the view of the Board that some positive
statement should appear in the Rules relative to what already
probably is a de facto policy, then I would suggest that we
amend Section 6.1 so that it shall read as follows:

"Chapter I, Secticn 6.1 - Regular mectings.-- Regular
meetings of the Board of Regents shall be held at

such times and places as the Board shall d?51gnate. )
puring periods when the Texas legislature is 1n sesslon.
meetings of the Board normally shall be held in aAustin.
At otheor timas, such meoctinas may be rotated at loca-
tions which will permit a meeting‘of the Board on thelr
campus of each component institution no less f;equenf;i
than once every two years, if practical. (Additional
language underscored.})

Dear Mr. Hay:

This is in response to your letter of July 2, 1977,
received in this office orn July 6, in which you enunerated
four pr-posals under consideration by an ad hoc committee
of the Board of Regents, appointed by Governor Shivers,
as Chairman of the Board, and composed of Mrs. Roland
Blumberg, Dr. Sterling Fly and yourself; and in which
you request my advice as to:

"Whether any of the proposals being
considered by the committee would re-
quire any amendment or amendments to the
Rules and Regulations of the Board of
Regents of The University of Texas System.”

It is my opinion that none of the proposals enumerated
therein (as I understand them) regquire amendment to the
Rules and Regulations of the Board of Regents to become
effective. On the other hand, there is no legal objection
to adoption of such proposals by means of amendment gf the
Rules and Regulations. If this latter course of action 1S
followed, however, discretion of the Board to take further
action with respect to such proposals will be under the
constraints of Section 4, Chapter 1X, Part II of the Rules
and Regulations which requires any proposed amenqmcnt_tq
be first filed with the Secretary of the Board, 1n.wr1t1ng,
with copy given cach Board member not less_than thirty days
before the mecting at which the amendment is adopted, or
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ﬁguz?gglred Tnjouify vote of Lhe Board at two consiccutive
necetings; unless the amendmoent is to Part  kho P

Proposal No, 1 {that a meecting of the buildings
grounds commnittee he held on the gay prcccgi;;d;ggh :ggt—
ing ot the Board of Regents] may be put into effect by
majority vote of the Buildings and Grounds Committee,
provided that the Committee's action must be referred to
the Board, as provided in Sectien 7, Chapter I, Part I,
of the Regents' Rules and Regulations, which reads in
part as follows:

Proposal No. 3 {to invite cach Faculty Scnate, or
comparable body, to scnd a representative to cach meeting
of the Boar@] would not require amendment of the Rules
and Rngulatlons so long as the .ntended result of the pro-
posal is nqth%ng more than (1) an invitation to be present,
or (2) an invitation to appecar pofore the Doard with respect
to a matter.other than changes in policies or procedures, or
faculty legislation, or (3) an invitation to appear before
the Doard with respect to changes in policies or proccdures,
or faculty legislation, after the particular subject matter
has been considered by institutional officials, institutional
heads, and the Dcputy Chancellor.

The Board has the genecral authority to invite persons
to appear befcre it. (see Secs. 8.61, 8.62, Chapter I,
Part 1). However, the Rules and Regulatiocons specifically
nrovide for the institutional officers, institutional heads,
Deputy Chancellor, and the Board - in that order - to con-
sider faculty member proposals for changes in policies and
procedures, and legislation adopted by an institutional
faculty, oOr legislative body. (sec. 10, Chap. 111, Part I:
Sec. 2.2, Chap. 1V, part I}. Thus, under the rule of con-
struction that general provisions are controlled or limited
by special provisions dealing with the same subject, and
the doctrine of expressio unis, etc.. it is my opinion that
the foregoing special, €xpress provisions l1imit the general
authority of the poard, as indicated in the immediately

preceding paragraph above.

Accordingly, if it is intended by the proposal to invite
faculty representatives to appear before the Board, with
respect to the matters covercd by such special provisions,
prior to their consideration by the institutional officials,
institutional heads and the Deputy Chancellor, then amend-
ments to the Rules and Regulations are required.

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Explanatory Statement

!

The Rules and Regulations contained in this volume are those which are

adopted by the Board of Regents and which apply generally to the entire
University of Texas System. They are to be known as the Regents'
Rules and Requlations to distinguish them from each component institu-
tion's rules and regulations which are promulgated by the chief adminis-
trative officers of the component institutions and which are published in

!separate volumes and entitled Handbook of Operating Procedures for

(name of the institution).

These Rules and Regulations are published in loose-leaf form to facilitate
their being kept current, As promptly as possible after an amendment 1is
approved, the Secretary will distribute new pages bearing the amended
text.
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CHAPTER I

BOARD OF REGENTS

Authority. The Legislature, which is given the duty and authority to provide
for ihe maintenance, support, and direction of The University of Texas by
Article VII, Section 10, of the Texas Constitution, has delegated the power and
authority to administer The University of Texas System to the Board of Regents
in broad terms. (Sece Sections 65.11 et. seq. Texas Education Code.) Texas
cases construing these statutes have held that the Board of Regents has wide
discretion in exercising its power and authority and that the rules adopted by
the Board of Regents have the same force as statutes. Foley v. Benedict, 122
Tex. 193, 55 S.W. 2d 805 (1932) Rainey v. Malone, 141 S.W. 2d T13 (Tex.
Civ.App., 1940, no writ history; Morris v. Nowotny, 323 S.W. 2d 301 {Tex.
Civ. App., 1959, writ refused, n.r.e.; cer. den., 361 U.S. 889, 80 S.Ct. 164,
4 1,.Ed. 2d 124). The System's lands and buildings are state property subject
to the control of the Board of Regents as the state's agent. Splawn v. Woodard,
287 S.W. 677 {Tex.Civ.App., 1926, no writ history); Walsh v. University of
Texas, 169 S.W. 9d 993 (Tex.Civ.App., 1942, writ refused).

Composition. --The Board of Regents (hereinafter sometimes referre_d to as
"Board") is composed of nine members appointed by the Governor, with the
advice and consent of the Senate, for staggered terms of six years each, the
terms of three members expiring on January 10th of odd-numbered years.

§ Sec. 3. Chairman of the Board.

3.1 Election of Chairman.--The Chairman of the Board shall be elected
by the Board from its number, shall serve at the pleasure of the
Board, and shall report and be responsible to the_ Boa.rt_i._ In. case of
the death, resignation, disability, removal, or clzsquqhhcatmn of
the Chairman, the Board shall elect a successor Chairman as soon
as practicable. In no event shall 2 Board member serve as Cl}alr-
man for more than 24 consecutive months without submlttu}g'hxs or
her resignation as Chairman, but such member shall be eligible for

re-election as Chairman.
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Duties of the Chairman. --The dutics and responsibilities of the Chair-

man shall include the following:

3.21 The Chairman shall preside over the meetings of the Board.

3.22 The Chairman shall be authorized Lo call special meetings
of the Board, as herein provided.

3.23 The Chairman shall appoint the standing and special commit-
tees of the Board, as herein provided.

3.24 The Chairman shall be an ex officio member of all commit-
tecs of the Board.

3.256 The Chairman shall sign, with the Secrctary attesting, any
bonds, contracts or other documents or instruments which the
Board has authorized to be exccuted, except in cases where
the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated
by the Board to some other officer, official or agent of the
System,

Vice-Chairman of the Board. --The Vice-Chairman of the Board shall be elected
by the Board from its number “when the Chairman is elected and shall serve at
the pleasure of the Board., In case of the absence, death, resignation, disabil-
ity, removal, or disqualification of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman shall
perform the duties of the Chairman until the Chairman shall resume his or her
office or a successor Chairman shall have been elected as herein provided.
Upon the death, resignation, disability, or removal of the Vice-Chairman, the
Board shallelect a successor Vice-Chairman as soon as practicable.

Secretary to the Board.

5.1 Appointment. --At the meeting at which the Chairman and Vice-Chair-
man of the Board are elected, the Board shall elect a Secretary who
is not a member of the Board and who shall receive such compensation

as may be fixed by the Board. The Secretary shall report and be
responsible to the Board. The Secretary shall serve subject to the
pleasure of the Board and may be removed by the Board at any time.
Upon the death, resignation, disability, removal, or disqualification
of the Secretary, the Board shall elect a successor Secretary as soon
as practicable.

Duties and Functions, --The duties and functions of the Secretary shall

include the following:

5.21 Meetings. -- The Secretary shall make preparations for all
meetings of the Board.

5.22 The Agenda.--Under the direction of the Chairman of the
Board, the Secretary shall prepare and distribute the Agenda
and the Material Supporting the Agenda for all meetings of the
Board and its committees.

Open Meetings Act. - -Under the direction of the Chairman of
the Board, the Secretary shall post notices of all meetings,
and the subject matter thereof, as may be reguired under law.
Minutes. --The Secretary shall record, prepare, and index
the official Minutes of the Board and shall distribute copies
thereof, including the annual budgets, ta members of the
Board and to other persons on the approved list. The official
copy of the Minutes shall be kept in the Office of the Secre-
tary, and certified excerpts from these Minutes shall be pre-
pared by the Secretary. .
Documents. -~The Secretary shall keep on file in the Office of
the Secretary to the Board all official documents, correspond-
ence, and proceedings of the Board.
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Seal, --The custody of the official scal of the System shall be
with the Seerclary. The sccretary shall affix such olficial
scal to, and attest, all documents executed in the name of the
Board and requiring attestation.

Rules and Regulations. --The Secretary shall be charged with
the responsibility of keeping current the Official Copics of the
Regents' Rules and Rerulations, and furnishing to members of
the Board and the administrative officers on the approved list
any changes or additions as soon as possible aiter the meeting
at which they arc finally adopted.

Reports. --The Secretary shall prepare and distribute such
reports and communications as are directed by the Board.
Other Dutics. --In addition, the Secretary shall perform such
functions and have such other dutics and responsibilitics as
may be assigned to the Secretary by the Board or as are usual
and customary to the position of Secretary and which assist
the members of the Board in the discharge of their official
duties.

ec. 6. Meetings of the Board.

6.1 Regular Meectings. --Regular meetings of the Board shall be held at
such times and places as the Board shall designate. Unless otherwise
determined in advance by the Board, all regular meetings shall be held
in Austin. :

Special Meetings. --Special mectings of the Board shall be held upon

the call of the Chairman, or upon the written request of three members
of the Board.

of the Board, and, i confirmed, the appointment shall stand
until the time for appointment of Chairmen of the slanding
cqmmittces as provided in Subdivision 7. 11 of this Chapter.
Time of Mceting of Committees of the Board. --The committees
of the Board customarily shall meet on the first day of any
scheduled Board meeting and at such other times as the major-
ity of the members of cach commiitee shall determine.
Authority of Standing Committees. -~The authority of standing
committees of the Board shall be subject to action of Lhe whole
Board and, except in cases where it is necessary for the Sys-
tem Administration Committee to act for the Board during the
interim periods between Board meetings, the committees’
actions shall be referred to the Board before they shall become
effective.

Committee of the Whole. ~-The Chairman of the Board shall
serve as Chairman of the Committee of the Whole. The Com-
mittee of the Whole shall receive and consider items referred
to it by the Chairman of the Board and by other committees of
the Board.

Composition and Duties of the System Administration Commit-
tee.--The System Administration Committee shall have author-
ity to act for the Board on all matters that require action
between meetings of the Board, but at each meeting of the
Board, the System Administration Comimittee shall report in
writing (for ratification) all actions taken by it since the last
meeting of the Board.

The System Administration Committee shall in addition thereto:

Nothing herein shall be construed to prevent members of the
Board from informing themselves as to their duties and obliga-
tions in such manner as they may deem proper. However, the
regular channel of communication from members of the Board
to the faculty, staff, and administration is through the President
of the System and the chiel administrative officer of the institu-
tion involved, and a copy of any communication sent by a Regent
directly to any member of the faculty, staff or administration
should be furnished to the President of the System and the
chief administrative officer of the institution involved. All
staff and faculty proposals that are to be acted upon by the
Regents shall be presented to the President of the System in
suflicient time to permit him to consider such proposals, make
recommendations thereon, and transmit them to the Secretary
to the Board no later than seventeen days prior to the next
meeting of the Board, in order that the calendar, agenda, and
supporting material may be prepared in time to mail to the
members of the Board so they will receive it at least {ive days
prior to the meeting. Except where emergency proposals are
involved, all such proposals not submitted to the Secretary
within the time prescribed shall not be considered by the Board
but shall automatically be deferred until the next meeting of the
Board.

Except upon invitation of the Board, the Chairman of the
Board, the Chancellor, or the President of the System, no
person shall appear before the Board or any committce there-
of unless he shall file with the Secretary to the Board a writ-
ten request for such appearance at least ten days before the
date of such appearance and unless the Chairman of the Board,
or a majority of the whole Board, shall approve the request;
provided, however, that the chief administrative officer, or
his delegate, and/or the president of the students’ association,
or his delegate, of any component institution, without prior
notice or request but subject to such time limitation as may

be prescribed by the Chairman or a majority of the Board (or
by the chairman or a2 majority of the committee), may appear
before the Board or any committee thereof whenever the mat-
ter under consideration by the Board or committee directly
affects the component institution represented by such chief
administrative officer and/or student president. Whenever
time and other circumstances permit, the president of the
students’ assoclation, or his delegate, of such component
institution, shall consult with the chief administrative officer,
or his delegate, of such institution regarding said "'matter
under coasideration” prior to the meeting of the Board or com-
mittee. Insofar as possible, any person who appears before the
Board pursuant to the ten-day notice provision or without notice
pursuant to the provisions of this paragraph shall'prov:.de a
written statement of the substance of such person's presenta-
tion to the Board, and, insofar as possible, such written
statement shall be delivered to the Secretary to the Board in
sulficient time for copies to be distributed to the Regents prior

to the meeting.
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All official material to be distributed to the Regents shall be
transmiited through the Office of the Secretary to the Board,
Copies of all official communications from administrative -
officers to the Regents shall be sent to the Secretary. Com-
munications Irom the Chancellor or President of the System
shall be exempt from this requirement at their discretion, but
in such cases information copies shall be furnished to the Sec-
retary.

A docket, to be entitled "Docket No. of the President of the
System,' composed of routine matters arising from System
Administration and the component institutions, which are required

to be reported to and/orapproved by the Board in accordance
with established policies of the Board, shall be prepared as
directed and approved by the President of the System. All
docket items from the component institutions must be received
in the office of the President of the System not less than
twenty-one days prior to the next regular scheduled meeting
for inclusion on the docket for that meeting. The Docket of the
President of the System shall be distributed by the Secretary
to all members of the Board ten days before the Board con-
venes, together with a ballot to be returned seven days there-
after. The ballot will read: ''Approved, except as to the
following items:" with space provided for listing the excepted
items. All items not excepted by any Regent will be approved
by the Board at its next meeting, without detailed considera~
tion. Any excepted item listed by any Regent will be deferred
and will be processed through the System Administration Com-
mittee for consideration at the first regular meeting of the
Board following action on the item by the System Administra-
tion Committee. '

Except for communications from the Chancellor, the Presi-
dent of the System and the Secretary to the Board, all com-
munications to the Board from members of the faculty and
staff should be in writing. The regular channel of communi-
cation from the faculty, staff, and administration to the Board
is through the chief administrative officer of the institution
involved and the President of the System. A copy of any com-
munication sent directly toa Board member should be fur-
nished to the President of the System and to the chief admin-
istrative officer of the institution involved. A description of
a1l matters to be considered by the Board at any meeting

shall be mailed or delivered to each member of the Board and
to the President of the System at least five days in advance of
the meeting at which they are to be considered, and insofar

as possible, such material shall be mailed or delivered to the
Regents and the President of the System at least ten days in
advance of the meeting. Each such matter shall be accom-
panied by a summary of the facts nertaining thereto, the needs
for action thereon, aad the recommendations of the President
of the System. Where contractual awards are inyolved, the
summary shall show the method of competition, if any, the
names and offers of all interested parties, and geperally suf-
ficient information to show the reasons for and fairness of each
transaction. The recommendations of the President of the .
System shall state whether or not they are fully cor_tcurred in
by any institutional head involved, and if not, the views and
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recommendations of the institutional head shall be included,
Any matier not sent to the members of the Board, docu-
mented as hercin provided, at least five days in advance of
the meeting at which it is to be considered, shall go over to
the next mecting for consideration; provided, however that

if sufficient emergency exists requiring immediate action

and it appears that the delay was unavoidable, this requirement
may be waived by a two-thirds vote of the Board.

Report to Press on Actions of Board. --Matters of public interest will
be given as promptly as possible atter each meeting to the press by
the Vice President for Administration under the direction of the Chair-
man of the Board or the President of the System.

Political and Othcrwise Obviously Controversial Matters. --The Board
reserves to itself the responsibility for passing upon matters of a polit-
ical or obviously controversial nature which represent an official posi-
tion of the System or any institution or department thereof. Statements
on such matters shall be made by the Chairman of the Board, or the
President of the System. No Regent, officer, or faculty or staff mem-
ber shall make or issue any public statement on any policital or other
subject of an obviously controversial nature which might reasonably be
construed as a statement of the official position of the System or any
institution or department thereof, without the advance approval of the
Board. It is not the intent of this policy statement to stifle the right

of freedom of speech of anyone speaking in a personal capacity where
he makes it clear that he is not speaking for the System or any of its
component institutions. Statements on matters of an emergency nature
shall be cleared by the President of the System with the Chairman of
the Board, and the President of the System will advise the Chancellor
concerning such matters.

9.1 The Executive Asscciate for Economic Affairs is a staif officer of the
System. He is elected by the Board, serves at the pleasure of the Board.
reports to and is responsible to the Board, and receives such compen-
sation as may be fixed by the Board.

General Provisions.

1.1 The "'System Administration” is the administration of The University
of Texas System.

The System Administration shall be based at Austin, to benefit from
the proximity of state agencies and to take advantage of economies
made possible by share use of personnel and facilities with The Uni-
versity of Texas at Austin. System Administration officers shall
travel to the other component institutions as their administrative
responsibhilities require,

of System Administration.

2.1

Chancellor Emeritus.

The authorily to bestow the title of Chancellor Emeritus shall rest
with the Board, and an individual holding this title shall receive such
salary and emoluments as are determined by the Board. This title
shall be held at the pleasure of the Board. The Chancellor Emeritus
shall have such duties and responsibilities as may be delegated or
assigned to him by the Board and in these matters he shall report
directly to the Board.

Principal Officers.

The Chancellor is the chief executive officer of the System. The
other principal executive and administrative officer of the System is
the President and Chief Operating Officer (herein sometimes called
"president of the System'’).

Administrative Officers.

The other administrative officers of the System are the Executive
Assistant to the Chancellor; the Director for Development; the Vice
President for Academic Affairs; the Vice President for Administra-
tion; the Vice President for Business Affairs; the Vice President and
General Counsel; the Vice President for Health Affairs; the Vice
President for Operations; the Budget Director; the Comptraller; the
Executive Director for Investments, Trusts and Lands; the Associate
General Counsel; the Director of Facilities, Planning and Coastruc-
tion; the Director of Police; the Director for Public Affairs; the
Director for Special Services; the System Personnel Director; the
Director for Accounting

Appointment and Tenure of Administrative Officers.

2. 41 The Chancellor and the President of the System shall each be
elected by the affirmative vote of a majority of the Regents
in office, and each shall hold office without fixed term, sub-
ject to the pleasure of the Board. .

2.42 The Executive Assistant to the Chancellor and the Director
for Development shall each be appointed by the 1_30ard after
nomination by the Chancellor. Each of such officers shall
hold office without fixed term, subject to the pleasure of the
Chancellor, whose actions concerning such oﬁ_icers are sub-
ject to review and approval by the Board. Ofﬁpers so
appointed shall not have tenure by virtue of their respective
administrative offices.

2.43 All other administrative officers of the System shall_ be
appointed by the Board after nomination by the President of
the System. Officers SO appointed shall not have tenure by
virtue of their respective administrative offices. They shall
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hold office without fixed term, subject to the pleasure of the
President of the System, IHis actions concerning administra-
tive officers are in turn subject to review and approval by the
Board.

Staff and Line Functions of Officers Other than the Chancellor the
Presidont of the System, Lxecutive Assistant to the Chancellor and
Director for Development.

2.51 Stafl Function. Each ofiicer of System Administration, other
than the Chancellor, the President of the System, the Execus
tive Assistant to the Chancellor, and the Director for Develop-
ment, shall be responsible for planning and policy formulation
in his particular field as delegated by the officer to whom he
reports and shz.l serve as adviser in his area to the officer
to whom he reports. In addition, with the knowledge of the
officer to whom he reports, he shall advise and consult with
other members of System Administration and with the officials
of the component institutions in his particular area of respon-
sibility.

92.52. Duties. Such officers of System Administration shall have such
duties as shall be assigned to them by the President of the Sys-
tem, or the officer to whom they report, and as the personal
representatives of such officers, they may be assigned spe-
cific executive responsibilities for carrying out administrative
policies.

3.14 Serve as chief executive agent of the Board in establishing
policies and procedures for determining and approving devel-
opmental needs of the System and in directing efforts to attract
privatc fund support for meeting these needs,

3.15 Have direct access to the chief administrative officers as
required in the fulfillment of these responsibilities.

The Executive Assistant to the Chancellor is an admmlstratwe.oﬁicer
of the System, and is the principal assistant to the Chancellor in the

3.315 Coordinates efforts of component institution
officials to create a favorable climate for
philanthropic support among various constit-
wencies, including alumni, foundations, busi-
ness and industry, associations, parents of
students, friends and benefactors.

Advises component institution administrative
officials, deans, and directors on projects
involvine private gift support, suggests possi-
ble granting agencies or benefactors, and
assists when needed in the preparation of grant
proposals and their presentation.

The University Develop-
ment Council is composed of the Chancellor and the chief
administrative officers of all component institutions of the Sys-
tem. The Chancellor shall serve as the chairman, and the
Council shall review the development of private gifts and grants
for the System and its component institutions.

The Counecil of Academic Institutions, The Council of Academic
Institutions is composcd ol the President of the System, the
Vice President for Academic Alfairs, and the chief administra-
tive officers of the general academic instilutions of the System.
The President shall serve as the Council's permanent chair-
man and shall conduct regular meetings to review common
prablems of planning, development, and operation of the sev-
eral institutions represented, The Vice President for Aca-
domic Affairs shall be the permanent vice-chairman.

Council of Health Institutions. The Council of Health Institu-
tions is composed of the President of the System, the Vice
President for Health Affairs, and the chief administrative
officers of the component institutions of the System concerned
diractly with health affairs.

Vice President for Academic Affairs,

Submits to the President of the System recom-
mendations on System programs on health
science education, research, and public service,
including general plans and operations for the
health institutions.

Reviews and makes recommendations on pro-
posals from the health institutions requiring
action by the President of the System.

Prepares and submits to the President of the
System long-range and immediate plans for
health science education, research and public
service for the health institutions.

Pursuant to governing policies, recommends

to the President of the System upon the annual
operating budget requests submitted by each
health institution.

Consulting with the Executive Associate for
Economic Affairs with respect to the develop-
ment of long-range plans for the development
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and management of the cconomic resources of
the System and its component institutions,
Supervising the proper opcration of the follow-
ing budgeted activities:
Office of Investments, Trusts and Lands;
Board for Lease - University Lands;
Auditing Oil and Gas Production;

When it is known that there is to be 2 vacancy in the office of a chief
administrative officer of a component institution, an Advisory Comn}it-
tee, with the Chancellor of the System as Chairman, shall be established
as iollows to recommend candidates to the Board:

Vice President for Health Affairs or Vice President
for Academic Affairs (as determined by the
President of the System)

The Advisory Committee shall determine the availability of each candi~
date selected. To evaluate a candidate, the Advisory Committee shall
set up criteria that relate to the ne eds of the individual compenent and
shall seck advice on the ability of each candidate interviewed including
advice from competent sources 1s to the candidate's administrative
and business ability.

Finally, the Advisory Committee shall submit through its Chairman,
the Chancellor of the System, its recommendations with no preference
indicated. Candidates submitted shall have received a majority vote
of the Committee. If none of the names submittad in the report of the
Advisory Committee is satisfactory to the Board, then the Board in
its discretion may either name a new committee or proceed to_se.lect
a chief administrative officer under such other procedures as in its
discretion it may deem proper and appropriate.

Each chief administrative officer reports to and is responsible to the
President of the System, and serves without fixed term, subject to the
pleasure of the President of the System and approval by the Board.

Within the policies and regulations of the Board, and under the super-
vision and direction of the President of the System, the chief adminis-
trative officer has general authority and responsibility for the adminis-
tration of that institution. .

‘All such other administrative officers serve with-
out fixed terms and subject to the pleasure of the chief administrative
officer of the institution and the aforesaid approval of the President of

the System.

The Board delegates to the President of the System and the President of
the System delegates to the chief administrative officer of each compo-
nent institution the responsibility for the permanent or acting appoint-
ment of department chairmen, department heads, and their'equivalents.
Such department chairmen, department heads and their equwal_.ents .
serve without fixed terms and subject to the pleasure of the chief admin-
istrative officer of the institution.
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The Board endorses the principle of reasonable {aculty and student con-
sultation in the selection of administrative officers of the component
institutions, and the primary operating units, and expects the chief
administrative officer, as he deems appropriate, to consult in the selec-
tion process with representatives of the faculty and student body. How-
ever, the chief administrative officer of the component institution is
responsible for executing the duties of his office and consequently shall
not be bound by nominations to key administrative positions in his office
by campus sclection committees in making his nominations to the Presi-
dent of the System. Such advice and consultation as he may seek or be
given shall not be binding upon his nominations for appointments to posi-
tions in the echelon immediately below his position.

CHAPTER I1II

PERSONNEL

Appointments.

1.1

The Board, upon the recommendation of the President of the System,
shall elect or appoint, as the case may be, all of the officers, faculty
members, and other employees of the System and of the component
institutions and agencies of the System, fixing, subject to State and
Federal laws, the duties, rights, and privileges of each employee Or
each class or group of employees; provided, however, that the Board
may delegate to the President of the System, or through him, to the
chief administrative officers of the component institutions, authority
to appoint employees in certain designated classes Or categories.

All appointments shall be made on the basis of merit.

The chief administrative officers of the component institutions shall
investigate thoroughly the character, integrity, scholastic attainment,
etc., of prospective members of their faculties and staffs before
nominating them to the President of the System and the Board, or
before exercising iy delegated author:ity for making appointments.

The chief administrative officers of the component institutions shall not
nominate or appoint, nor will the Board approve the appointment of,
any person whose conduct or views are not exemplary; and the Board
may inquire, OT quthorize inquiry, into family history, health, and
personal and moral character.

As provided in the Constitution of the State of Texas, Article I, Section 4,
and by statute, no religious qualification shall be required for appoint-
ment to any office or position connected with the System or any compo-
nent institution thereof.

There shall be full compliance with statutory and rider provisions
requiring notification to employees of specific provisions or languages.

Each component institution may require X-rays of the chest for a:pph-
cants to be employed in regular positions. Employees whase duties
will require the handling of food or the care of patge‘nts must pass a.
physical examination indicating fitness for the position for which
application is made. The examination may be made at the hc_aalt)h
service of the component institution at which the applicant will be
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employcd! if such service exists. Reports of physical examinations
shall be {iled as determined by the institutional head.

Academic Titles.

In order to achieve consistency in the use of academic titles among
the component institutions of the System, the [ollowing subsections

describe the use of titles to apply in all institutions from the date of
adoption of this section.

1.81

The only titles to be used henceforth in which faculty members

may hold tenure are as follows:

(a) Professor

(b) Associate Professor

(¢) Assistant Professor

Persons holding a named chair or professorship or a position

designated by academic discipline may acquire tenure by vir-

tue of one of the three positions listed above, but not through
the named chair or professorship or position designated by
academic discipline. At M. D. Anderson, the institution head
under special circumstances may use the term Faculty Asso-
ciate in lieu of Instructor.

Other academic titles which may be used but in which tenure

cannot be held are as follows:

(@) Instructor. This title denotes a probationary appoint-
ment as 2 member of an institutional faculty. During
the period of probationary appointment to this rank
the scholarly competence, teaching performance, and
professional promise of the candidate will be evaluated.
Lecturer. This title is used for persons whose salary
rates are comparable to those with tenure positions
but who for various reasons should not be given formal
tenure appointments.

Assistant Instructor or Teaching Associate. These
titles may be used interchangeably for (1) certain
graduate students teaching on a part-time or full-
time basis who are in the last phase of their doctoral
programs and who are unconditionally enrolled in
graduate study, or (2) persons who, because of the
nature of their duties, such as in a laboratory or ina
hospital, do not quality for one of the usual academic
titles and do not hold the academic training or profes-
sional distinction usually required for attaining tenure
positions.

Teaching Assistant. This title usually applies to grad-
uate students who are teachers and who are employed
on a part-time basis. The orly other teaching titles
for graduate students are Teaching Associate and
Assistant Instructor.

Faculty Associate. This title may be applied to a per-
son assigned to a research or nonteaching center,
institute, or other unit or interdisciplinary program
of a component institution.

Specialist. This title may be used for profgssiona} .
individuals who will serve as practitioners 1n specific
areas of instruction, training or supervision. Upon
approval of the institutional head and the Presiden@ of
the System, the title may carxry appropriate descrip-
tive prefixes so as to indicate the specific area of
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proficiency, e.g. Practice Teaching Specialist, Physi-
cal Activily Specialist, Social Work Field Training
Specialist.

Prelixes to academic and staff positions in which tenure cannot

be acquired:

(a) Visiting Professor, Visiting Associate Professor, and
Visiting Assistant Professor. These titles are used
only for temporary appointments of persons cither
visiting from other institutions where they hold similar
ranks or who are brought to the University on 2 trial
basis. Such appointments are limited to two years.
Adjunct Professor, Adjunct Associate Professor, and
Adjunct Assistant Professor. Onc of these titles may
be used, as appropriate, when a faculty member from
another institution may be temporarily teaching a
course or participating in the teaching of a course at
one of the component institutions. On occasion it may
be desirable to offer a faculty member at a private
institution an adjunci appointment under consortium
arrangements in the offering of a degree. In addition,
it may be desirable on occasion to use an adjunct
position for a person from a business firm, a govern-
ment agency, an art museum, a library, or similar
organization. This prefix may also be used in the
biomedical components to designate part-time service
on the faculty in the basic science departments.
Clinical Professor, Clinical Associate Professor,
Clinical Assistant Proiessor, and Clinical Instructor,
These titles may be used by the components to desig-
nate regular part-time service on the faculty while
involved in a health professions clinical experience
program and for which the incumbent may or may not
receive compensation.

Professor Emeritus and Associate Professor Emeritus
One of these titles may be given to 2 reiired faculty
member or in anticipation of the retirement of a fac-
ulty member, effective upon his retirement. The
conferring of one of these titles is not automatic upon
retirement and is conferred in accordance with proce-~
dures developed at the institution and upon approval

by the President of the component institution.

Any person holding 2 position of Research Scientist, Research

Associate, Research Assistant or (in the health units) other

appropriate research title will be under the classified personnel

system, unless he is specifically identified as faculty or special
approval has been granted by the chief administrative officer of
the institution to designate him as an unclassified employee in
such a position.

The following are titles used in the past on occasion and the

use of which is to be discor nued:

(a) System Professor

(b) University Professor

(c) Research Professor. Positions for which this title
was used in the past should carry the title of Research
Scientist or Research Associate or other appropriate
title.

(d) Guest Professor. Inthe future Visiting Professor
chould be used in lieu of this title.
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Although persons may not in the future be appointed to any of
ﬂ']O above four titles, this provision does not require that such
t1'tles be removed from persons currently holding them, pro-
wdqd, however, that present System Professors must l,JC
assigned Lo specific departments in specific institutions for
purposes of determining accountability for their time, and
present University Professors must be assigned to sl;ccific

departments at their institutions for purposcs of determining
accountability for their time.

Classificd Personncl Systems.

2.1 Subject to System-wide rules, cach of the component institutions shall
provide a classified personnel system covering all positions not entail-
ing signilicant instructional responsibilities or responsibilities for
administration of instructional or research activities. These systems
chall be as nearly uniform as possible, and shall include a schedule of
class titles, job specifications for each class, a schedule of pay ranges,
and policies and rules relating to personnel administration.

All appointments of classified personnel shall be made within appropriatc
salary ranges and or. salary steps as defined by the classified personnel
program approved by the Board for the particular component institution,

2.3 The system-wide rules as to classified personnel are found in Part Two,
Chapter V, Section 1.

Employment of Aliens on Sponsored Projects.

Where sponsored contracts and grants do not otherwise prohibit or limit the
employment of noncitizens, such noncitizens may be employed upon certification
by the Director of the International Office at The University of Texas at Austin,
or by an appropriate administrative officer at the other component institutions,
that he has examined the applicant's visa and found it to be in order and has
ascertained that the applicant has the approval of the United States Immigration

authoritics to accept such employment.

Code of Ethics. -~ Each employee, under State law, shall be furnished a copy of
the Code of Lthics bill, which prescribes the following standards of conduct for
employces of the System and its component institutions:

4.1 No employec shall accept any gift, favor, or service that might reason-
ably tend to influence him in the discharge of his official duties.

1f£ an employee owns a controlling interest in corporation, firm,
partnership, or other business cntity which is under the jurisdiction
of any State regulatory agency, he shall file a sworn statement with
the Sccretary of Stale disclosing such intcrest.

No cmployce shall use his official position to sccure special privileges
or excmplions for nimscll or others, except as may be otherwise pro-
vided by law.

No employece shall accept employment or engage in any business or
professional activity which he might reasonably expect _would require
or induce him to disclose confidential information acquired by him

by reacon of his official position.

No employee shall disclose conlidential information ;:ain‘cd by reason
of his ufficial position, nor shall he otherwise use such information
for his personal pain or benefit.
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No emp}oyee shalll transact any business in his official capacity with
any bgsmcss entity of which he is an officer, agent, or member, or
in which h2 owns a controlling interest.

Np cmployee shall make personal investments in any enterprise which
will ereate a substantial conflict between his private intercsts and the
public interest,

No employee sha}l accept other employment which might impair his
independence of judgment in the performance of his public duties.

No employee shall receive any compensation for his services as an
employee from any source other than the State of Texas, except as
may be otherwise provided by law.

Appointment of Relatives (Nepotism Rule),

5.1 Whenever an appoiniment is made, either on a full-time or part-time
basis, it shall be made solely with regard to the special fitness of the
appointee, subject to applicable statutes; and subject also to the pro-
visions of this section of the Regents' Rules and Regulations.

Unless otherwise specifically stated, a relative shall be defined as a
person related within the first degree of affinity or the second degree
of consanguinity, according to the common law.

5.21 The first degree of affinity includes the spousc of the employee
and the parents, children, brothers and sisters of the employ-
ee's spouse. The second degree of consanguinity includes the
parents, children, brothers and sisters, grandparents, uncles
and aunts, first cousins, nephews and nieces, and grandchildren
of ti.e employee. _
The second degree of affinity includes the grandchildren of
employee's spouse, and the nephews, nieces, uncles, aunts,
and first cousins of employee's spouse. The third degree of
consanguinity includes the great-grandson, great-grandfather,
great-uncle, great-uncle's children, second cousin, first
cousin's children, and grand-nephew ol the employee.

Restrictions on Appointments.

5.31 No relative, within the second degree of affinity or the third
degree of consanguinity, of a member of the Board will be
considered for appointment, but such person will be considered
for reappointment in thosc cases where the appointment was
antecedent to the Board member's appointment. Repularly
enrolled students in the System who are eligible for part-time
appointment and whose nomination originates in a department,
school, or college are exempt from this rule.

No person shall be initially appointed, or promoted, when it is
the duty of any relative employed by the System to act in any
official capacity upon such appointment or promotion, regard-
less of the scurce of funds for payment of salary; nor shall
any appeintraent or promotion be made if either person \.would
be under the administrative supervision of the other or if
either wouvlid have any official voice in recommending salary
increases or promotions in rank for the other.

When two employees of the System marry, both may_not con-
tinuz to hold such positions beyond the then current fiscal year,

]
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ii; the employment of married persons to such positions ini-
tially would violate these regulations.

5,34 Relationship shall not be o bar to honorary positions or to non-
remunerative positions.

General Provisions.

5.41 The provisions of the antinepotism rule apply to all programs
administered under the Board.

5.42 In extraordinary cases where the intercst of the System will be
served thereby, the Board upon special advance petition from
an institutional head approved by the President of the System,
may suspend these regulations except as to the appointment of
any relative of a Regent, the Chancellor, the President of the
System, or the head of any component institution.

Promotion, and Termination of Employment.

6.1

Subject to the provisions of Section 65.32 of the Texas Education Code,
which reads, ""The board may remaove any officer, member of the
faculty, or employec connected with the system when in its judgment

the interest of the system requires the removal,' and subject to the
terms and provisions of these Regents' Rules and Regulations, the
principles governing tenure and promotion are specilied for each compo-
nent institution in the Handbook of Operating Procedures applicable to
that institution. See also Seetion 1.8 above on academic titles.

Tenure denotes a status of continuing appointment as a member of the
faculty at a component institution. Only members of the faculty with
the a.ademic titles of Professor, Associate Professor, or Assistant
Professor may be granted tenure. Tenure may be granted at the time
of appointment to any of such academic ranks, or tenure may be with-
held pending satisfactory completion of 2 probationary period of faculty
service, however, such tenure status shall not be applicable to the
faculty of The University of Texas of the Permian Basin or The Univer-
sity of Texas System Cancer Center.

The University of Texas of the Permian Basin and The University of
Texas System Cancer Center are authorized to award a seven-year
term appointment which will denote a status of continuing appointment
at that institution as a me mber of the faculty for a period of seven
years. Only members of the faculty with academic titles of Professor,
‘Associate Professor, OT Assistant Professor may be granted a seven-
year term appointment. A seven-year term appointment may be
granted at the time of appointment to any of such academic ranks, or
may be withheld pending satisfactory completion of a probationary
period of faculty service.

No component institution may adopt or implement 2 seven-year_term
appointment policy except The University of Texas of the Permian
Basin and The University of Texas System Cancer Center.

6.21 Only full-time service in the academic ranks of Professor,
Associate Professor, Assistant Professor, and Instructor,
or any combination thereof, shall be counted toward fulfill-
ment of a required probationary period related to the
acquisition of tenure or a seven-year term appointment.
Periods during which a faculty member is on leave of absence
shall not be counted toward fulfillment of 2 required probation-

ary period.
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Prio'r service at other academic institutions, whether inside or
outside the System, shall not be counted toward fulfillment of the
required probationary period unless specilically permitled under
the provisions of 2 component institution's Handbook of Operating
Procedures.

The maximum period of probationary faculty scrvice in non-
tenured status in any academic rank or combination of academic
ranks specified in Section 6.21 shall not be more than scven
years of full-time academic service. In the event that a compo-
nent institution fails to specify the maximum length of proba-
tionary service in its Handbook of Operating Procedures, such
period shall be seven years. No later than August 31st of the
penultimate academic vear of the maximum probationary period
in effect at any component institution, all nontenured faculty
serving in a rank which accrues time toward satisfaction of a
probationary period shall be given notice that the subsequent
academic year will be the terminal year of employment or that
beginning with the subsequent academic year tenure or a seven-
year term appointment will be granted. In the event that the
employn:ent of a nontenured faculty member is to be terminated
prior to the end of the maximum probationary period notice
shall be given in accordance with Section 6.8 below.

For purposes of calculating the period of probationary service,
an "academic year' shall be the period from September 1st
through the following August 31st. If a faculty member is
initially appointed during an academic year, the period of ser-
vice from the date of appointment until the following Septem-
ber 1st shall not be counted as academic service toward fulfill-
ment of the maximum probationary period. One year of
probationary service is accrued by at least nine months full-
time academic service during any academic year. A faculty
member shall be considered to be on full-time academic ser-
vice if he is in full compliance with regental standards per-
taining to minimum faculty workloads at general academic
institutions or when in compliance with the academic service
standard in the Handbook of Operating Procedures of any health
related institution.

All faculty appointments are subject to the approval of the
Board. No nontenured member of the faculty should expect
continued einployment beyond the period of his or her current
appointment as approved by the Board. Any commitment to
employ a nontenured member of the faculty beyond the period
of his or her current appointment shall have no force and effect
until approved by the Board.

Accrued faculty service under tenure policies in effect at any
component institution prior to October 20, 1972, must be
counted toward fulfillment of the probationary period of service
prescribed by this Rule. In the event that the probationary
period under any such existing tenure policy exceeds seven
years, no parson who on October 20, 1972, is then serving in
his or her seventh or succeeding year shall be deemed to have
bezn granted tenure by virtue of the adoption of this Rule. All
such persons shall be given notice on or before August 31, 1973,
that the subsequent academic year will be the terminal year of
employment or that beginning with the subsequent academic
year tenure wili be granted.

Termination by an institution of the employment of a faculty member

who 11:1§ bcgn granted tenure and of all other faculty members before

the expiration of the stated period of their appointment, except by

resignation or retirement for age in accordance with these rules,

will be only for good cause shown, In cach case the issue will be

determined by an equitable procedure, affording protection to the

rights of the individual and to the interests of the System,

6.31 An institutional head may for grave causc suspend an accused
faculty member pending immediate investigation or speedy
trial as hercinafter provided,

6.32 In cases of incompetency, gross immorality, or {clony, where
the facts are admitted, summary dismissal will follow.

6.33 In cases where other offenses are charged, and in all cases
where the facts are in dispute, the accused faculty member
will be informed in writing of the charges against him, which,
on reasonable notice, will be heard by a special hearing tribu-
nal whose membership shall be appointed by the institutional
head from members of the faculty whose academic rank is at
least equal to that of the accused faculty member.

6.331 In every such hearing the accused will have the right
to appear in person and by counsel of his own sclee-
tion and to confront and cross-cxamine witnesses who
may appear against him.

He shall have the right to testily, but may not be
required to do 50, and he may introduce in his behalf
all evidence, written or oral, which may be relevant
or material to his defense.

A stenographic or electronic record of the proceedings
will be taken and filed with the Board, and such record
shall be made accessible to the accused.

A representative of the institution may appear before
the hearing tribunal to present witnesses and evidence
against the accused faculty member and in support of
the charge brought against such faculty member, and
such institution representative shall have the right to
cross-examine the accused faculty member (if he testi-
fies in his own behalf) and the witnesses offered on
behalf of the faculty member,

The hearing tribunal shall not include any accuser of
the faculty member, and if the accused faculty member
is not satisfied with the fairness or objectivity of any
member or members of the hearing tribunal, he may
challenge his or their alleged lack of such fairness or
objectivity, but he shall have no right to disqualify

any such member or members from serving on the
tribunal. It shall be up to each such challenged mem-
ber to determine whether he can serve with fairness
and objectivity in the matter, and if any such chal-
lenged member should voluntarily disqualily himsell,
the institutional head shall appoint 2 substitute mem-
ber of the tribunal who is qualified hereunder.

The hearing tribunal, by a majority of the total mem-
bership, will make written findings on the material
facts and a recommendation of the continuance or
termination of the accused faculty member’s tenure.
The hearing tribunal, by 2 majority of its total_mem-
bership, may make any supplementary suggestions it
deems proper concerning the disposal of the case. The
original of such {indings and the basic recommendation,
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together with any supplementary suggestions, shall
be delivered to the Boord and a copy thereof to the
accused. 1 minority findings, recommendation, or
suggestions are made, they shall be similarly treated.

Th_u poard, by a majority of the Lotal membership, will approve

reject, or amend such findings, recommendation, and sue- ,

gestions, if any, or will recommil the report to the same tri-

b_unal for hearing additional evidence and reconsidering its
findings, recommendation, and suggestions, if any. Reasons
for approval, rejcction, or amendment of such findings, recom-
mendation, or suggestions will be stated in writing and com-
municated to the accused.

Nontenured faculty members who are notified in accordance

with Seection 6.8 (hat they will not he reappointed or who are

notificd in accordance with Section .23, 6.8, or 6.9 that the
subsequent academic year will be the terminal year of appoint-
ment shall not be entitled to a statement of the reasons upon
which the decision for such action is based. No hearing to
revicw such a decision shall be held untess the affected faculty
member submits in writing to the chief administrative officer

of the institution [actual allegations that the decision to termi-

nate was based upon the faculty member's exercise of rights

guarantecd by the laws or Constitution of this State or the

United States and reguests an administrative hearing to review

these allegations. Such allegations shall be heard under the

same procedures as in the case of dismissal for cause, with
the following exceptions:

(1) the burden of proof is upon the affected faculty member
to establish at such hearing that the decision in question
was based on his exercise of rights guaranteed by the
laws or Constitution of this State or the United States;

(2) the administration of the institution need not state the
reasons for the questioned decision or offer evidence
in support thereof unless ‘he affected faculty member
presents a prima facie case in support of his allega-
tions.

Any employee of any component institution of the S:istem, ircluding any
member of the faculty or administration, who is placed on probation
for or finally convicted of the illegal use, possession, OT sale of a drug
or narcotic, shall be dismissed as an employee, regardless of whether
or not the illegal act that gave rise to the conviction was committed on
the campus of one of the component institutions of the System.

Any employee of any component institution of the System, including any
member of the faculty or administration, who, acting either singly or
in concert with others, obstructs or disrupts, by force or violence,
any teaching, research, administrative, disciplinary, pubiic service,
or other aciivity authorized to be held or conducted on the campus of a
component institution of the System, shall be subject to dlsmx'ssal as an
employee. AS used in this subsection, the wo:..s "'"force or violence"
include such acts a8 vgtand-ins, " "'sit-ins, " ana 'ie-ins, " when such
acts are in fact obstructive or disruptive of any of the authorized activ-

ities listed above.
Every faculty member and employee 18 expected to obey all federal,

state, and local laws, and particularly the three state statutes s_eif outt
belov;. Any faculty member or employec who violates any provision o
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these three slatutes is subject to dismissal as a faculty member or
employee, notwithstanding any aclion by civil authoritics on account of
{he violation:
6.61 DISORDERLY CONDUCT.
Sec. 1 No person, acting alone or in concert with cthers,

may engage in disorderly conduct. Disorderly con-

duct consists of any of the following:

(1) behavior of a boisterous and tumultuous charac-
ter in a residential arca or a public place such
that there is a clear and present danger of
alarming persons where no legitirate reason
for alarm exists; or
interfering with the peaceful and lawful conduct
of persons in Or about their homes or public
places under circumstances in which such con-
duct tends to cause or provoke a disturbance; or
violent and forceful behavior at any time in or
near a public place, such that there is a clear
and present danger that free movement of other
persons will be arrested or restrained, or
other persons will be incapacitated in the lawful
exercise of business or amusement; or
behavior involving parsonal abuse or assault
when such behavior creates a clear and present
danger of causing assaults or affrays; or
in a public or private place engages in violent,
abusive, indecent, profane, boisterous, unrea-
sonably lou:, OT otherwise disorderly conduct
under circumstances in which such conduct tends
to cause or provoke 2 disturbance; Or
willfuland malicious behavior that interrupts the
speaker of any lawful assembly or impairs the
jawful right of others to participate effectively
in such assembly or meating when such conduct
tends to cause Or provoke a disturbance; or
behavior near a courthouse Or other public build-
ing wherein judicial proceedings are being held,
designed or having the effect of interfering with
the administration of justice, whether by disrupt-
ing the courts or py intimidating the judges,
witnesses, jurors, oOr other persons having busi-
ness with the courts; or
behavior near any public building wherein matters
affecting the public are being considered or deli-
perated, designed or having the effect of inter-
fering with such proceedings under circumstances
in which such conduct tends to cause Cr provoke
a disturbance; or
willful and malicious behavior which obstructs or
causes the obstruction of any doorway, kall, or
any other passageway in a public building to
such an extent that the employees, officers, and
other persons, including visitors and tourists,
Laving business with the government are dfenied
entrance into, exit from, or free passage in
such building; or
behavior involving the display of any deadly
weapon in a public place in such a manner as
to alarm or frighten other persons present; or
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(11) enters upon the property of another and for a
lewd or unlawful purpose deliberately looks
into a dwelling on the property through any
window or other opening in it.

Any person who violates any of the provisions of
geetion 1 of this Article shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor and upon conviction shall bo punished by
a fine of not more than Two Hundred Dollars (SZOb).
For any sacond or subscquent conviction of any of
the provisions of Scction 1 of this Article such person
shall be punished by a fine of not less than One Hun-
drad Dollars ($100) nor more than One Thousand
Dollars (81, 000), or by imprisonment in the county
jail for not more than thirty (30) days or by both
such fine and imprisonment. (H.B. No. 57, Acts
of the 6lst Legislature, Regular Session, 1969)
6.62 DISRUPTIVE ACTIVITY.

Sec. 1 No person or group of persons acting in concert may
wilfully engage in disruptive activity or disrupt
a4 lawful assembly on the campus or property of any
private or public school or institution of higher edu-
cation or public vocational and technical school or
institute.

gec. 2 (a) For the purposes of this Act, ""disruptive activity"
means:

(1)  obstructing or restraining the passage of per-
sons in an exit, entrance, Or hallway of any
building without the authorization of the admin-
istration of the school;

(2) seizing control of any building or portion of 2
puilding for the purpose of interfering with
any administrative, educational, research, or
other authorized activity;

(3) preventing Or attempting to prevent by force
or violence or the threat of force or violence
any lawful assembly authorized by the school
administration;
disrupting by force or violence or the threat of
force or violence 2 lawful assembly in pro-
gress; or
obstructing or restraining the passage of any
person at an exit or entrance to said campus
or property or preventing O attempting to
prevent by force or violence Or by threats
thereof the ingress Or egress of any person to
or from said proparty oOr campus without the
authorization of the administration of the school.

{b) For the purposes of this Act, @ lawful assembly is
disrupted when any person in attendance is rendered
incapable of participating in the assembly due to the
use of force or violence or dus to 2 reasonable fear
that force or violence is likely to occur.

A person who violates any provisicn of this A_ct is

guilty of 2 misdemeanor and upon conviction is

punishable by a fine not to exceed $200 or by con-
finement in jail for not less than 10 days nor more
than 6 months, Or both.

FIREARMS.

Sec. 1 It shall be unlawful to interfere with the normal acti-
vities, the pormal occupancy, or normal use of any
building or poriion of 2 campus of any private or
public school or institution of higher education or
public vocational and technical school or institute by
exhibiting or using or threatening to exhibit or use a
firearm.

A person who violates Section 1 of this Act is guilty
of a felony and upon conviction is punishable by 2
fine of up te $1,000 or by imprisonment in jail for

a period not to exceed 6 months, or by poth fine and
imprisonment, OT by imprisonment in the state
penitentiary for a period not to exceed five years.
(H.B. No. 1450, Acts of the 61st Legislature, Regu-
lar Session, 1969)

The minimum standards of individual conduct reguired by the penal
statutes of Texas Or the United States aré both expected and required
of every facully member and employee of the System and its compo-
nent institutions. Any faculty member or employee who violates the
minimum standards of conduct required by any falony statute of Texas
or the United States is subjzct to dismissalasa faculty member or
employee, regardless of whether oOr not any action is taken against

the faculty member or employee bv civil authorities on account of_such
violation. 1f action for dismissal is taken, the appropriate administra-
tive official shall procecd with the action in the same manner as he
would in the case of a violation by 2 faculty member Or employee of any
other provision of these rules and regulations or @ provision of any

institutional supplement.

In the event of decision not to reappoint a nontenured faculty member,

Each faculty member shall keep the chief administrative officer of the
componant institution or his delegate notified of his current mailing
address. The written notice required by Sections 6.23, 6.8, or 6.9
shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the last
address given by the faculty member.

Dismissal or demotion of classified or nonteaching personnel before
the expiration of the stated periocd of appointment will be only for good
cause shown, as determined by appropriate administrative officers to
whom this responsibility is delegated by the chief administrative offi-
cer of the component institution and in case of such dismissal or
demotion any appeal shall be reviewed by the chief administrative
officer of the component institution.

Rights and Responsibilities as Citizen and as a Teacher.

7.1

7.2

The teacher is entitled to full freedom in research and in the publicaticn
of the results, subject to the adequate performance of his other aca-
demic duties.

The teacher is entitled to freedom in the classroom in discussing his
subject, but he is expected not to introduce into his teaching controversial
matter which has no relation to his subject.

The University teacher is a citizen, a member of a learned profession,
and an officer of an cducational institution supported by the State. When
he speaks or writes as a citizen, he should be free from institutional
censorship or discipline, but his spacial position in the communi@y
imposes special obligations. Asa man of learning and an educational
officer, he should remember that the public may judge his profession
and his institution by his utterances. Hence he should at all times be
accurate, should exercise appropriate restraint, should show respect
for the opinions of others, and should make it plain that he is _not an
institutional spokesman. As a member of the sta.ff of a State institution
of higher education, he should refrain from involving the System or any
of its compenent institutions in partisan politics.

The Board of the System recognizes and affirms the right of a member
of the faculty or staff to participate in political activities so long as such
political activities do not interfere with the discharge of the duties and
responsibilities that he owes to the System or any of its component insti-
tutions and so long as such political activities do not involve the System
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or its component institutions in partisan politics (See Section 7.3).

With the interest of the System or its component institutions being
given firsl consideration, a leave of absence without pay may--but

nced not--be granted to a member of the faculty or staff (Sce Scction 16).
However, it would be inappropriate for a leave of absence without pay
to be granted primarily to permit a member of the faculty or staff of
the System or its component institutions to participate in political
activity, including, but not limited to, beinga candidate for political
office, holding a political office, or directing the political campaign

of another person sceking a political office. Therefore, if a member
of the faculty or staff wishes to engage in political activity that inter-
feres with the discharge of the dutics and responsibilities that he owes
to the System or any of its component institutions, he should voluntarily
terminate his employment by the University. On the other hand, if

the faculty or staff member does not voluntarily terminate his employ-
ment by the University and if the faculty or staff member's superior
officer, such as the institlutional head, the President of the System, or
the Board, finds that the faculty or staff member's political activity
does in fact interfere with the discharge of the duties and responsibilities
that he owes to the System or any of its component institutions, the
institutional head, the President of the System, or the Board shall
terminate his employment by the University.

The Greater Duties of a Member of the Teaching Staif.

8.1 Common practice has fixed the greater duties of a member of the
teaching staff so clearly that many institutions do not even list them
among their regulations. They are:

8.11 Teaching in the classroom, laboratory, seminar, or ward.

8.12 Studying, investigating, discovering, and creating.

8.13 Performing curricular tasks auxiliary to teaching and research,
e.g., serving on faculty committees, attending to administra-
tive and disciplinary tasks, promoting diligence and honest
work in the student body.

8.14 Influcncing beneficially students and citizens in various extra-

curricular ways.

Performance as a teacher, asa scholar, as an administrator, and as
an individual is valued greatly by any university, for in these four ways

its work is chiefly done.

A state university being 2 public enterprise of maximum social impor-

, it is the duty of all persons connected with it to be as civic-minded
gaénggsslib{e. It is also a duty to cooperate with the Board in carrying

out the purposes and policies of the Board which are deliberz_ttely_
considered, usually by both the Board and the several faculties, 1n
accordance with law and designed to attain the best educa.t:ona_l_
results with the resources available. The Regepts and all adminis-
trative officers are entitled to the cheerful acquiescence of all sta:£f§
in carrying out the policies duly adopted‘. At the same time, z}drx_mns-
trative officers are expected to listen w;th an open and appreciative ;
mind to criticisms and suggestions coming to them from members o

their staffs.

gatalqguus, announcements of courses, and other official publicntio,nS'
in pr.ml.ogl or other material regularly prepared for the use of the sta[i'
and in minutes of the faculties. To this end, copies of the Regents' ’
Rules andh Regulations, Part One, and the official institutional Handbook
of Operaling Procedures shall be reproduced by the chief administra-
tive officer and distributed and iccated on his campus as considered
appropriutc by the chicf administrative officer. The chief administra-
tive officer shall have one copy of the Rules and Regulations and the
institutional Handbook ol Operating Procedures available al an appro-
priate location in his office for ready reference. In addition, he shall
distribute a copy of these two documents to the sccretary to the faculty
or represcniative faculty body at his institution. The official, current
copy of the Regents' Rules and Regulations is maintained by the Secre-
tary to the Board.

It is also the specific duty of each member of the teaching staffs to con-
sider the regulations and the routines in conforming to them and to
propose what seem to be desirable changes in these regulations and
routines to the appropriate faculty or official.

0. Communications, Appeals, and Hearings.

Every member of a teaching staff has the right to propose changes in
policies and procedures and to present arguments in support thereof.

10.11  Proposals should originate and follow routines as prescribed
elsewhere in the Regents' Rules and Regulations or in the
institutional supplem cnts.

10.12 When a proposal has been approved or amended by the appro-
priate institutional officials, facult'es, and head of the compo-
nent institution, it shall then go to the president of the System
{or recommendation to the Board if such action is required.
When a proposal has been approved or Smended or rejected by
the appropriate institutional officials, faculties, and the compo-
nent institutional head, any member or group of members of
the staff may present an appeal in opposition to the action of the
majority or in opposition to the recommendation of the institu-
tional official or the component institutional head, and this
appeal, accompanied by reasons for and against the proposal,
shall go through the prescribed administrative channels and
shall be presented to the President of the System and thence to
the Board for final action. The deans and other institutional
officials, the component institutional head, the President of
the System and the Board may invite both sides for personal
conferences and discussions.

An authorized routine for proposals, with the right of appeal,
having been hercin fixed, it follows that proposals shall always

be made in accordance therewith.

Every voting member of any faculty has the right and the duty to pro-
pose changes and to participate in debate in faculty meetings.

Appeals of classified (nonteaching) employees concerning conditions of

employment must be made in keeping with the rules governing such

employees.
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gﬂommunication with the Legislature and Other State Agencics or Offircials. -~
The Bou.rc! 15 the only proper channel through which recommondations concerning
the administration of the System, as & whole or in any of its parts, should reach
the Legislature or other State agencies or officials.

. Office Hours. --Members of the teaching stafls are expected to post on their

”o[h"cc doors, and publish in any other manner required by the institutional head,
office hours and conference periods most advantageous to students.

, Outside Employment.

13.1 Members of the faculty or staff of component institutions should not be
discouraged from accepting appointments of a consultative or advisory
capacity with governmental agencies, industry, O other educational

institutions. The consideration to the System of such activity is the
improvement of the individual by virtue of his continuing contact with
real problems in the real world.

Members of the faculty or staff should be discouraged from accepting
regular employment with units outside the System because this action
would be divisive of loyalties and does not provide the return to the
institutions indicated in 13.1.

Conflict of interest should be avoided in all instances of cutside employ-
ment, but conflict of interest in an academic institution means outside
activity which intrudes upon the academic functions of teaching, schol-
arly activities, and service to the institution.

Even in the case of members of the staff specifically engaged only in
residence work, there exists an obligation, usually intermittent, to
furnish expert knowledge and counsel for public peneiit free of charge,
provided that the meeting of this obligation by & faculty or staff member
does not interfere with his regular duties, and provided further that in
meeting this obligation 2 faculty or staff member on full-time duty
shall avoid unduc competition with legitimate private agencies.

No member of the faculty or staff engaged in outside remunerative
activities shall use in connection therewith the official stationery of the
System or any of its compenent institutions, or give as business
address any building 0T department of the institution.

No member of the faculty or staff shall accept employ ment or any posi-
tion of responsibility if the discharge of such employment or respon-
sibility will be antagonistic 1 the interests of the State of Texas or the
System or any of its component institutions.

Every member of the faculty or staff who gives professional opinions
must protect the System and its component institutions acainst the use
of such opinions for advertising pruposes. That is, when he does work
in a private capacity, he must make it clear to ihose who employ him
that his work is unofficial and that the name of the System and its
component institutions is not in any way to be connected with his name,
exceptions being made of the name of the author attached to books,
pamphlets, and articles in periodicals.

No member of the faculty or staff shall accept pay from private persons
or corporations for tests, assays, chemical analyses, bs.ctex:mlqglcal
examinations, Or other such work of a routine character, which involve
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the usp of property oxynqd by the System or ils component institutions,
unless advance permission has been obtained from the institulional

t}cad and provision has been made for compensation to the System or
its component institutions.

N.o member of the full-time staff of the System on & twelve-month or
mne—'month basis shall be employed in any outside work or activity or
recewe_from an outside source a regular retainer {ee or salary until
a Flescrxption of the nature and extent of the cmployment has been filed
\.r.uth and approved by appropriate administrative officials as sel forth
in the institutional supplement of each component institution. For
special provisions relating to other state or federal employment, see
D ections 13.10, 13,11, and 13.12 of this section. ’

Subject to the other provisions of this section, a member of the faculty
or staff may hold other nonelective offices or positions ol honor, trust,
or profit with the State of Texas or the United Slates if his holding the
othier offices or positions 18 of benefit to the State of Texas or is
required by state or federal law, and if there is no conflict between his
holding the office or position and his holding the original office or posi-
tion for which the member of the faculty or staff receives salary or
compensation.

Before a member of the faculty or staff may accept an offer to serve

in other nonelective cffices or positions of honor, trust, or profit with
the State of Texas Or the Unitcd States, the member of the faculty or
staff must obtain from the appropriate administrative officials and the
Board a finding that the requirements of this section have peen fulfilled,
including the expected additional compensation {0 pe received from such
service. The {inding of the Board shall be recorded in the official
minutes of the meecting of the Board at which approval was granted.

The institutional head must keep a record of compensation received
from additional state or federal employment, or poth, including speci-
fically: salary, bonuses, and per diem or other type of compensation.

All facuity, classified and other nonteaching personnel are entitled to
such holidays as are provided by the Legislature in the then current
appropriation bill and as are approved annually by the president of the
System and the Board, oOr alternate holidays approved in the official
calendars of the various institutions by the President of the System and
the Board. (See the Classified Ppersonnel rules in the institutional Hand-
bools of Operating Procedure.)

An employce who rosigns, is dismissced, or separates from University

16.1 Wwith the interest of the institution being given first consideration and
for good cause, leaves of absence without pay may be granted for a

The maximum unit period for which a leave of absence will be granted
is the end of the fiscal or academic year in which the leave begins.

In normal times, leaves for one year will be granted liberally, pro-
vided the department S0 recommends and can supply satisfactory
replacements.

A second consecutive year of leave should not be requested except for
military service, reagons of health, or continued graduate study.

This provision will be interpreted liberally in the case of junior st
members working on advance degrees.

Except in very unusual circumstances a third consecutive leave of
absence for one year will not be granted. Such circumstances would
now include extended military service or prolonged illness.

16.5 After a return to active duty of one year or more, the leave-of-absence
privilege will again be available.

16.6 The granting of a leave of absence does not affect in any way the tenure
position of the grantee.

Nonteaching employees in nonadministrative performance
level positions appointed to modified service will be assigned
to such duties within the individual's capacities as will be to
the benefit of the institution.

b!onteach'mg employees in administrative policymaking posi-
tions appointed to modified service must retire from their
fuli-time position and shall be assigned such other and differ-
ent duties within the individual's capacity as are determined
to be most beneficial to the institution.

The salary rate for modified service shall be one-half the average
regular salary rate for each individual during the five years of full-
time service immediately preceding the fiseal or academic year, as
appropriate, in which modified service begins. Adjustments in rate
will be made to care for any general change in salary scale under
policies developed from time to time by the component institutions
and approved by the President of the System and the Board.

The work load of 2 faculty or staff member placed on modified service
shall be essentially one-half of his immediately previous full-time
work load, but he may not continue, or be assigned, major adminis-
trative duties.

During the fiscal year in which the faculty member's seventieth birth-
day occurs Or the nonteaching staff member's sixty-fifth birthday
occurs and before the budget is prepared for the following year, and
each year thereafter until full retirement, there must be an adminis-
trative determination of the employee's fitness to fulfill his duties.

Members of institutional faculties who have served the System contin-
vously for twenty (20) years, and members of the nonteaching staff
who have served the institution continuously for fifteen (15) years,
may, upon approval of the institutional head, change to the modified
service in the System for which they are eligible at any time after
reaching their gixtieth birthday.

No person appointed to the institutional faculties or nonteaching staffs
after the age of fifty shall have the right to modified service.

Members of institutional s who are not members of
the Teacher Retirement ho have served
less than twenty (20) years

served less than fifteen (15) years may secure modified service status
oniy upon special recomme f the institutional head and the
President of the System and app Board, and such r¢tom-
mendation and approval must be made annually on the basis of institu-

tional need.

In deciding when 2 faculty member ghall retire from all servit:.:e with
and compensation from the System, the Board will consider 1315 cur-
rent capacity for work, his service to the System and the retirement
nenefits to which he is entitled under the Teacher Re rirement Sy_stem
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of Texas and tie Federal Social Sccurity laws: with the expectation
that for each voting member of the facully with at least twenty-five (29)
years of faculty membership in the System, modilicd service will be
continued until the rotirement benefits receivable are approximately
equal to the amount that would be received under modificd service.

NMonteaching Staif Members with Faculty Rank. -- Every full-time oT
part-time nonteaching staff member who also has the faculty rank of
Instructor, Assistant Professor, Guest Assistant Professor, Asso-
ciate Professor, Guest Associate Pprofessor, Professor, O Guest
Professor shall retire from his administrative position [see Subsec-
tion 31.(15) below] at the close of the fiscal year in which his sixty-
fifth birthday occurs and, if he chooses, return to 2 full-time faculty
assignment. Thereafter, his rights shall be in qccord with any other
member of the faculty.

31.(13)1 Every full-time or part-time nonteaching staif member who
nas academic rank but does not have the faculty rank of
Instructor, Assistant Professor, Guest Assistant Professor,

Associate Professor, Guest Associate Professor, Professor,
or Guest Profe::sor shall retire from his administrative posi-
tion [see Subsection 31. (15) below] at the close of the fiscal
year in which his sixty -fifth birthday occurs and he may
choose to return to full-time faculty assignments until the
close of the fiscal year in which his seventieth birthday oceurs
without eligibility for modified service, OF he may choose to

Administrative Qfficers. --Administrative officers with policymaking
responsibility ghall retire from their administrative positions at the
end of the fiscal year in which their sixty-fifth birthday occurs. Admin-
istrative officers in this paragraph shall include all executive officers,
deans and directors, assistant and associate deans and directors,
departmental chairmen, administrafive personnel within the profes-
sional and administrative classifications in the personnel Pay Plan of
each institution of the System, OF unclassified administrative positions,
and others by title whose positions are deemed involved in policymak-
ing decisions by the President of the System and his staff. This deter-
mination will be made annually by the President of the System, upon
recommendation of the executive head of the component institution, at

the time of budget preparation.

Employment after Retirement. ~--Any person receiving service retire-

ment benefits from the Teacher Retirement. System of Texas and who
is over sixty (60) years of age may be employed in 2 public school of
Texas On as much as a one-third time basis. This would usually limit
employment in instruction to no more than one (1) three-semester—hour

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to individual cases shall be based on institutional benefit or necd and

will be recommended through appropriate administrative officers to
the President of the System for approval.

The regulations and provisions of this section (Sec. 31) shall not apply
to those professional and nonclassified administrative staff members
of The University of Texas M.D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor Insti-
tute at Hnuston who participate in the retirement program financed
through the Physicians Referral Service. Such individuals shall retire
at age 65. Any subsequent employment prior to age 70 shall be recom~
mended on a year-to-year basis only for those persons whose special-
ized talent or productivity meets an institutional need.

Whenever such action appears to be to the advantage and best interest
of the System or any of its component institutions, the Board, upon
recommendation of institutional heads and the President of the System,
may, by unanimous vote of the members present, make exceptions to
this rule in special and extreme cases.

CHAPTER IV

FACULTY ORGANIZATION

1sec. 1. Educational Policy.

The Board will devote its best efforts to making all of the institu-
tions composing the System institutions of the "first class,' as the
Texas Constitution directs in Article VII, Section 10. The Board
will be guided in general by the best practices of the best universi-
ties in the United States and abroad, especially by the best prac-
tices of the United States state universities.

The Board will not, except in extraordinary cases, act on impor-
tant matters of academic policy until it has received, or requested
and obtained, advice thereupon from the institutional faculty or
faculties affected or their legislative bodies. When new policies
originating in any faculty give rise to serious differences of opinion
in that body, the advice and recommended legislation shall, at the
request of the minority, be accompanied by 2 record of the vote and
by a summary of the reasons for and against the matters proposed.

Institutional, College, School, and Departmental Faculties and Legislative

Bodies.

2.1

General Authority- --Subject to the authority of the Board and subject
further to the authority that the Board has vested in the various admin-
istrative officers and subdivisions of the System, the faculties of the
component institutions regularly offering instruct'ion .sha:ll haye a
major role in the governance of their respective institutions in the
following areas:

2.11 General academic policies and welfare.
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2.12 Student life und activities.

2.13 Require ments of admission and graduation.
2.14 Honors and scholastie performance generally.
2.15 Approval of candidates for degrees.

2.16 Faculty rules of procedure.

Necessity of Approval by Regents. --Legislation recommended by an
institutional faculty, or lepislative body therecof, requiring approval
of the Board, shall not be effective unless and until approved by the
Board. Such legislation by a college or school faculty shall not be
presented to the Board until it has been approved by the institutional
faculty, either directly or through its legislative body, and has
received the consideration and recommendation of the appropriate
jnstitutional head(s) and the President of the System. The faculty
affected will be notified by the Board thrcugh administrative chan-~
nels, of its action on recommended faculty legislation.

When Legislation is Effective. --Except where the Board has specif-
jcally authorized procedure for placing into effect emergency facuity
legislation without prior Board approval, institutional faculty legis-
lation shall become effective only upon approval by the Board or at
such later time as the Board shall specify. The secretary of the
institutional faculty shall be notified of Board action, and notice of
such action shall be included in the official minutes of the faculty.

Approval of Degre¢ Candidates. --1t shall be the duty of the several
institutional faculties to recommend approval or disapproval of all
candidates for degrees. This duty may be delegated for any aca=
demic year by affirmative vote of the institutional faculty, or its
legislative body, to the respective deans OT other appropriate offi-
cial. Should this duty not be delegated, institutional regis-
trar, or his equivalent, shall furnish to the memb

tional faculty a complete list of the degree candidates for recommen=
dation.

List of Degree Candidates in Minutes. --The institutional registrar,
as soon as possible after each commencement, shall provide the
secretary of his institutional faculty, or its legislative body, with

a complete list of all successful degree candidates, and the secretary
ghall insert the list in the minutes of the faculty.

Changes in Degree Requirements. --Changes in degree requirements
shall not become effective until approved by the Board and published
in the appropriate catalogue; provided, however, that students may
be given the benefit of any action reducing or modifying the require-
ments for their degree immediately upon Board approval.

Faculty Minutes. --Copies of institutional faculty minutes, or of their
legislative bodies, shall be available for use of members gf thg
particular faculties individually, if desired; and shall be filed in the
office of their secretaries, the instutional heads, the President of
the System, and the Secretary to the Board and in the instutional

libraries.
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CHAPTER V

GRADUATE EDUCATION IN THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS SYSTEM

The various component institutions of the System authorized to oifer graduate
degrees shall provide and maintain an appropriate faculty and administrative

organization for such graduate degrees. The chief administrative officer

of each component institution of the System shall be responsible to the Presi-
dent of the System, and through him, to the Board for the policies and admin-
istration of the graduate programs.

1.1 nGraduate programs,” as the term is used in these rules, does not

include the programs that lead to the M.D., D.D.S., M.P.H.,

Dr. P.H., J.D., LL.M., and M.C.J. degrees, or others that may
be excluded upon recommendation by the chief administrative offi-
cer of the component institution and concurrence by the President of
the System.

within the general academic components, the designation "Graduate School"
will be used if (a) there is 2 minimum of three distinct programs approved
for doctoral degrees and thirty such doctoral degrees have been awarded; or
(b) there is 2 minimum of ten distinct programs approved for master's
degrees and fifty master's degrees have been awarded. In component institu-
tions that do not meet these requirements, graduate study will be in 2 "Divi-
sion of Graduate Studies."™

Graduate programs in the biomedical components shall be administered as
follows:

3.1 In the Health Science Centers at Dallas, Houston, and San Antonio
and at Galveston Medical Branch the graduate programs will be
administered through a Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences.

In the Nursing Sehools of component institutions, graduate education
will be administered as specific graduate programs coordinated by
an administrative officer designated by the chief administrative offi-
cer of the component institution.

In the System Cancer Center research and graduate instruction w%ll
pe offered in cooperation with other components which are authorized

to award graduate degrees.

tive I;rfg;anization and designations different from those autho_nzed 9b0ve may
do so only upon the recommendation of the chief administrative officer, the
concurrence of the Pre sident of the System, and the approval of the Board.

include qualifications for faculty members assigned to teach graduate COUrSES,

CHAPTER V1

STUDENT SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES

General Provisions.

1.1

1.7

These policies and regulations apply to all component institutions of
the System and shall be implemented appropriately in the institu-
tional supplement for each institution.

When the title, ""Dean of Students,'" appears in this chapter, refer-
ence is made to the administrator bearing that title, or the officer
or officers directly responsible for student affairs at each compo-
nent institution.

All authority held and exercised by a Dean of Students is delegated

to him by the institutional head just as all authority held and exer-
cised by an institutional head is delegated to him by the President of
the System. Therefore, any action taken is subject to review by the
institutional head and the President of the System, and both the Pres-
ident of the System and the institutional head may approve, amend, OT
disapprove such action, just as the President of the System may
approve, amend, or disapprove any action taken by the administra-
tive head of any component institution.

Any individual student, group of students, or student organization
may petition the Board on any matter relating to these policies and
regulalions through the Dean of Students, the institutional head, and
the President of the System.

These policies and regulations shall become effective on November 11,
1977 and shall, at that time, supersede all other policies and regula-
tions that may be in conflict herewith.

Definition of Student.--A student is one who is currently enrolied at
any of the component institutions of the System. These policies and
regulations will also apply to any prospective or a former student
who has been accepted for admission or readmission to any compo=
nent institution while he is on the campus of any component institu-

tion.

Definition of Campus. --The campus of 2 component institution is
defined as all real property over which that institution has posses-

sion and control.

The Dean of gtudents and His Staif.

2.1

The Dean of students shall be the administrative‘officer p?ix:narily
responsible for the development and adm'mis_tratmn of policies relat-
ing to students and for the development and 1rnplementat10n of ser-
vices to students in the areas assigned to him. 'He_ shall have
responsibility for the initial preparation of mgututmnal re gt'llatlc.ms
which will implement the policies and regulations set forth in this

chapter.
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The Dean of Students shall have primary responsibility for (1) the
supervision and development of gtudent out-of-class programs and
the activities and of all student organizations; (2) the development
of policies affccting student life; (3) the promulgation and cnforce-
ment of institutional rules that govern student conduct; and (4) the

administration of student discipline on the campus.

The administrative staff of the Dean of Students shall consist of the
heads of services for which he has administrative responsibility.

The Dean of Students shall work with academic deans and depart-
ment chairmen in structuring and implementing a program of faculty
advising for both old and new students.

2.5 The Dean of Students shall be responsible for the preparation of the
budgetary recommendations for the student services and activities
under his jurisdiction.

student Conduct and Discipline.

The System and its component institutions have rules and regulations
for the orderly and efficient conduct of their business, and each stu-
dent is charged with notice and knowledge of the contents and provi-

sions thereof.

All students are expected and required to obey the law, to show
respect for properly constituted authority, and to ohserve correct
standards of conduct.

3.21 Gambling, immoral conduct, dishonesty, or the excessive
use of intoxicating liquors renders the student subject to
discipline.

3.22 Any student who is guilty of the jllegal use, possession and/
or sale of a drug or narcotic on the campus ol a component
institution of the System is subject to discipline, including
expulsion, pursuant to the procedures get out in Subsections
3.(10) and 3. (11) of this chapter.

For the purpose of this subsection, H.B. No. 447, Acts of the 63rd
Legislature, Regular Session, 1973, shall be referred to as the
Texas Controlled Substances Act. With respect to acts giving rise

to charges under the foregoing Subsection 3.3b before the effective
date of the Texas Controlled Substances Act, (1) the word "drug”
means ''dangerous drug' as defined in Section 2, Chapter 425, Acts
of the 56th Legislature, Regular Session, 1959, as amended, and as
in effect prior to the effective date of the Texas Controlied Substances
Act (Article 726d, Vernon's Texas Penal Code); and (2) the word
nparcotic'’ m24ans rparcotic drugs’ as defined in Section 1, Chapter
169, Acts of the 45th Legislature, Regular Session, 1937, as amended
and as in effect prior to the effective date of the Texas Controlled
substances Act (Article 725D, vernon's Texas Penal Code). with
respect to acts giving rise to charges under the foregoing Subsection
3. 3b after the effective date of the Texas Controlled Substances Act,
the word "drug' or wparcotic,” Or both, includes any controlled sub-
stance listed in Schedules I through V, Penalty Groups 1 through 4,
Seetion 2. 17, and Section 4.05 of the Texas Controlled Substances

Act.
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The use of intoxicating beverages ig prohibited in classroom build-
ings, laboratorics, auditoriums, library buildings, muscums, fac-
ulty and administrative offices, intercollegiate and intramural ath-
letic facilities, and all other public campus areas; provided, however,
that with the nrior consent of the institutional head, the foregoing
provisions of this sceclion may be waived with respect to any specific
affair which is sponsored by the institution. However, with respect
to the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages, state law
will be strictly enforced at all times on all property controlled by

the System and its component institutions.

No former student who has been suspended for disciplinary rcasons
from a component institution of the System shall be permitted on the
campus of any component institution during the period of such sus-
pension without the prior written approval of the chief administrative
officer of that institution.

Hazing in state educational institutions is prohibited by state law
(Section 4.19, Chapter 4, 7itle I, Texas Fducation Code). Hazing
with or without the consent of a student is prohibited by the System,
and a violation of that prohibition renders both the person inflicting
the hazing and the person submitting to the hazing subject to disci-
pline.

Initiations by organizations may include no feature which is danger-
ous, harmful, or degrading to the student, and & violation of this
prohibition renders the organization subject to discipline.

Any student who advocates or recommends, either orally or in
writing, the conscious and deliberate violation of any federal, state
or local law is subject to discipline.

Any student who, acting either singly or in concert with others,
obstructs or disrupts, by force or violence, any teaching, research,
administrative, disciplinary, public service, OT other activity autho-
rized to be held or conducted on the campus of a component institu-
tion of the System, shall be subject to discipline, including expulsion.
As used in this subsection, the words ''force Or violence'" include
such acts as "stand-ins, " rgit-ins, '’ and "lje-ins," when such acts
are in fact obstructive or disruptive of any of the authorized activi-
ties listed above.

The Dean of Students ghall have primary authority and responsibility
for the administration of student discipline at his institution. It shall
be his duty to investigate allegations that 2 student has violated the
Regents' Rules and Regulations, the rules and regulations of the
institution, or specific orders and instructions issued by an admin-
jstrative official of the institution in the course of his duties.

3.(10)1 If the Dean of Students determines that such allegations are
not unfounded, he shall prepare a written statement of
charges, a statement of the evidence supporting such
charges, including 2 1ist of witnesses and prief summary
of the testimony to be given by each, and shall send such
charges and statement to the accused student by certified
mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the address
appearing in the registrar's records.
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3.(10)2 In any case where the accuscd student does not dispute the
facts upon which the charges arc based and exccutes 4
written waiver of the hearing procedures specificd in Sub-
section 3.(11), the Dean of Students shall assess the penalty
appropriale to the charges and inform the student of such
action in writing, The decision of the dean of students may
be appealed as in the case of a decision rendered subscequent
to a hearing in accordance with Subsection 3. (11).

In those cascs in which the accused student disputes the facts upon
which the charges are based, such charges shall be heard and doter-
mined by a fair and impartial person sclected in accordance with
procedures adopted by the institution. Except in those cascs where
immediate interim disciplinary action has been taken under authority
of Subsecction 3. 15, the accused student shall be given at least 10
day's notice of the date, time, and place for such hearing and the
name of the persen who will hear and decide upon the charges. Upon
a hearing of the charges, the institution has the burden of going for-
ward with the evidence and the burden of proving the charges by the
greater weight of the credible evidence. The hearing shall be con-
ducted in accordance with procedures adopted by the institution and
that assure bhoth the institution and the accused student the following
minimal rights:

(A) the right of the Dean of Students and the accused student
to have, reasonably in advance of the date fixed for the
hearing, a list of the witnesses to be presented by the oppos-
ing party and a brief summary of the testimony to be given
by each;

(B} the right to appear and present evidence in person or
through a designated representative or couvnsel of choice;

(©) the right to cross-examine the witnesses testifying on
behali of the opposing party; and

(D) the right to have all proceedi e hearing recorded
electronically or stenograp scribed.

3.(11)1 Prior to the date of the hearing, the accused student may
challenge the fairness or objectivity of the person desig-
nated to hear the charges, but he shall not be entitled to
disqualify the person challenged. It shall be up to the indi-

allenged to determine whether he can serve with

ess and objectivity. The institutional regulations shall
provide for the selection of a substitute for 2 challenged per-
son who disqualifies himself. ) )
The person hearing the charges shall render & written deci-
sion as to the accused student’s guilt or innocence of the
charges and shall set forth findings of fact in supporf: o_t' the
charges. The penalty shall also be stated in the decision.
The accused student and the Dean of Students ghall each be
given a copy of the decision.
Either the Dean of St d stud_ent may
appeal the decision to the B he ghxef adminis-
trative officer of the inst j president of the
system. The decisi i i t e_ach level of sqch
appeal upon the basis 0 ript of the hearing.
Arguments either against OT in t declsmn_wﬂ,l
be considered by the reviewing author at t_hg dis-
cretion of such quthority, will be presented in writing rather

than orally.
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3.(11)4 The chief administrative officer of the Institution, the Pres-
ident of the System, or the Board may approve, reject, or
modify the decision in question, or may require that the
original hearing be recpened for the presentation of addi-
tional evidence and reconsideration of the decision. The
action of each reviewing authority shall be communicated
in writing to the accused student and the Dean of Students.

Through matriculation at an institution of the System, 2 student
neither loses the rights nor escapes the responsibilities of citizenship.
students who violate the law may incur penalties prescribed by civil
authority, but institutional penalties shall not be used merely to dupli-
cate the penalties imposed by civil authority. However, when a stu-
dent violation of the law occurs on the eampus of 2 component institu-
tion or in connection with a component institution-oriented activity,
institutional penaltics may be imposed regarcless of whether penal-
ties have been imposed by civil authority for the same offense.

Upon his indictment for a felony, 2 student may be suspended by the
Dean of Students pending 2 final disposition of the indictment. If

the student is not acquitted, his readmission to the institution will

be subject to the approval of the Dean of Students and the institutional
head.

Since the value of an academic degree depends on the absolute integ-
rity of the work done by the student for that degree, it is imperative
that a student maintain a high standard of individual honor in his
scholastic work. gcholastic dishonesty is the submission as one's
own work of material that is not one's own. Asa general rule, it
involves one of the following acts: cheating, plagiarism, and/or
collusion. Each componel.” institution will adopt detailed regulations

concerning scholastic dishonesty.

The Dean of Students, the institutional head, or the President of the
System may take immediate interim disciplinary action, including
suspension pending 2 hearing, against a student for violation of a
rule and regulation of the System Or of the institution at which the
accused is 2 student when, in the opinion of such official, the inter-
est of the System OT the component institution would be served by
such action.

Each component institution shall maintain for every student who has
received any disciplinary penalty at guch institution, a permanent
written disciplinary record that shall reflect the nature of the charge,
the penalty assessed, and any other pertinent information. This dis-
ciplinary record shall be separate from the student’s academic
record and shall be treated as confidential, and the contents shal}
not be revealed except upon request of the student or upon direction
of the institutional head ot his delegate.

Every student is expected to obey all federal, state, and local laws,
and particularly the three state statutes set out below. ._Any stud_ent
who violates any provision of these three statutes 1S subject to dis-
ciplinary action, including expulsion, notwithsta.r}dmg any action
taken by civil authorities on account of the violation:

DISORDERLY CONDUCT. _

gection 1. No person, acting alone or in concert'thh others,

may engage in disorderly conduct. pisorderly




conduct consists of any of the following:

(1) behavior of a boislerous and tumultuous
character in a residential area of a public
place such that there is a clear and pres-
ent danger of alarming pe rsons where no
legitimate reason for alarm cxists; or
interforing with the peaceful and lawful
conduct of persons in or about their homes
or public places under circumstances in
which such conduet tends to causc or pro-
yoke a disturbance; or
violent and forceful behavior at any time
in or near a public place, such that there
ig a clear and present danger that free
movement of other persons will be
arrested or restrained, or other per-
sons will be incapacitated in the lawful
exercise of business or amusement; or
behavior involving pe rgonal abuse or
assault when such behavior creates a
clear and present danger of causing
assaults or affrays; OT
in a public or private place engages in vio-
lent, abusive, indecent, profane, boister-
ous, unreasonably toud, or otherwise dis-
orderly conduct under circumstances in
which such conduct tends to cause Or pro-
voke a disturbance; or
willful and malicious behavior that inter-
rupts the speaker of any lawful assembly
or impairs the lawful right of others to
participate effectively in such assembly
or meeting when such conduct tends to
cause or provoke 2 disturbance; or
behavior near a courthouse or other public
puilding wherein judicial proceedings are
being held, designed or having the effect of
interfering with the administration of jus-
tice, whether by disrupting the courts or
by intimidating the judges, witnesses,
jurors, OT other persons having business
with the courts; or
behavior near any public building wherein
matters affecting the public are being con-
sidered or deliberated, designed or having

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(10) behavior involving the display of any deadly
weapon in a public place in such a manner
as to alarm or frighten other persons prese
ent; or

(11) enters upon the property of ancther and
for a lewd or unlawful purposc deliber-
ately looks into a dwelling on the property
through any window or other opening in it,

Seetion 2. Any person who violates any of the provisions of

Section 1 of this Article shall be guilty of a mis-

demeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by

a fine of not more than Two Hundred Dollars ($200),

For any second or subseqguent conviction of any of

the provisions of Section 1 of this Article such per-
son shall be punished by a fine of not less than

One Hundred Dollars ($100) nor more than One

Thousand Dollars ($1,000), or by imprisonment in

the county jail for not morc than thirty (30) days or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

3.(17)2 DISRUPTIVE ACTIVITY.

Sec. 1. No person or group of persons acting in concert
may willfully engage in disruptive activity or dis-
rupt a lawful assembly on the campus OT property
of any private or public school or institution of
higher education or public vocational and technical
school or institute.

For the purposes of this Act, "disruptive activity"

means:

(1) obstructing or restraining the passage of
persons in an exit, entrance, Or hallway of
any building without the authorization of the
administration of the school;

(2) seizing control of any building or portion
of a building for the purpose of interfering
with any administrative, educational,
research or other authorized activity;

(3) preventing Or attempting to prevent by
force or violence OT the threat of force
or violence any lawful assembly authorized
by the school administration;

(4) disrupting by force or violence or the
threat of force oT violence a lawful assemm-
bly in progress; or
obstructing or restraining the passage o‘f
any person qt an exit or entram_:e to saic
campus or prOperty or preventing oT
attempting to prevent by force or violence
or by threats thereof the ingress or egress
of any person to or from said property or
campus without the authorization of the
administration of the school.

For the purposes of this Act, 2 lawful asg,ernbly is

disrupted when 2y person in attgndance is ren-

dered incapable of participating 1n the assembly

due to the use of force or yiolence OF d}le t.o a

reasonable fear that force Or violence 1S likely to

occur.
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A person who violates any provision of this Act is
guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction 18
punishable by a fine not to exceed $200 or by con-
finement in jail for not less than 10 days nor more
than 6 months, or both.

Any person who is convicted the third time of vio-
lating this act shall not therecafter be eligible to
attend any school, college or university receiving
funds from the State of Texas for a period of two
years from such third conviction.

Sec. 5 Nothing herein shall be construed to infringe upon
any right of frec speech or expression guaranteed
by the Constitutions of the United States or the
State of Texas.

Sec. 6 Neither the institutional head nor the President
of the System, nor any representative of either
of them when dealing with disruptive activities as
defired in Section 2(a) above, shall negotiate or
attempt to negotiate with any person or persons
engaged in any disruptive activity on the campus
of any component institution of the System. When
such a situation arises, the institutional head or
the President of the System, or any representa-
tive of either of them, shall take immediate action
to utilize all lawful measures to halt and eliminate
any and all such disruptive activities that come to
their attention.

Any person who, acting either singly or in concert
with others, engages in any disruptive activity [as
defined in Section 2(a) above] on the campus of any
component institution of the System is subject to
discipline, including expulsion from enroliment as
a student or dismissal from employment as a
faculty or staff member. The institutional head
or the President of the System may take immedi-
ate interim disciplinary action, including suspen-
sion as a student or faculty or staff member pend-
ing a hearing, against any person who engages in
any such disruptive activity.

3.(17)3 FIREARMS.
Sec. 1 It shall be unlawful to interfere with the normal
activities, the normal occupancy, or normal use

of any building or portion of a campus of any pri-
vate or public school or institution of higher edu-
cation or public vocational and technical schocl or
institute by exhibiting or using or threatening to
exhibit or use a firearmul.
A person who violates Section 1 of this Act is
guilty of 2 felony and upon conviction is punisilable
by a fine of up to $1,000 or by imprisonment in
jail for a period not to exceed 6 menths, or l?y both
fine and imprisonment, OT by imprisonment in the
state penitentiary for a period not to exceed five

years. _ o

3.(18) pursuant to the authority conferred upon the Board of the System by
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Chapter 80, Acts of the GOth Legislature, Regular Session, 1967
(Article 2919j, vernon's Texas Civil Statutes), and in order to protect
the safety and welfare of students and employeces of the component
institutions of the System and to protect the property of the System,

it is hercby declared that it shall be unlawful for any person to enter,
walk, run, lie, play, remain, or be in the water of any fountain or
other artificial body of water located on the campus of any component
institution of the System unless such person shall have therctofore
been granted permission by the administrative head of that institution
to enter, remain, or be in such water.

It shall further be unlawful for any person to dump, throw, place, or
causc tp be placed any material, object, trash, waste, or debris in
the water of any fountain or other artificial body of water located on
the campus of any component institution of the System.

1t shall also be unlawful for any person to damage, deface, or remove
any portion of any fountain, monument, or memorial located on the
campus of any component institution of the System.

Any person who violates any portion of this regulation shall upon
conviction thereof be punished by 2 fine of not more than $200.

Any student of 2 component institution who violates any portion of
this reguiation shall, in addition to the penalty prescrited in the last
preceding section, be subject to discipline, including erpulsion, by
the institution.

The minimum stondards of individual conduct required by the penal
statutes of Texas OT the United States are both expected and required
of every student attending any component institution of the System.
Any student who violates such standards of conduct is subject to dis-
cipline by the Dean of Students, regardless of whether or not any
action is taken against the student by civil authorities on account of
such violation. 1f disciplinary action is taken, the Dean of Students
shall proceed with action in the same manner as he would in the case
of a violation of any other provision of these rules and regulations oT
a provision of any institutional supplement.

ec. 4 Student Organizations.

4.1

An organization in which membership is limited to students (recog-
nizing that faculty and staff may also be members) of a component
jnstitution may become a registered student organization at that
institution by complying with the registration procedures established
by the Dean of Students.

The Dean of Students, with the approval of the institutional head, may
establish regulations requiring faculty or staff advisers for registered
student organizations.

A registered student organization may state that its membership is
composed of students, or of students, faculty, and/or staff, of a com-
ponent institution, but it shall not suggest OT imply that it is acting
with the authority or as an agency of that institution.

The Dean of Students, with the approval of the institutional head, may

igsue regulations governing the eligibility of students for participation
jn organized activities.
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At cach component instilution, an appropriate committee or commit-

tees shall have initial jurisdiction over all registered gtudent organ-
izations.

Any student organization is subject to disciplinary action or revoca-~
tion of repistration as a student organization for violation of a rule
or regulation of the System and/or of, the institution at which the
organization is registered.

The administrative head of each component institution of the System

shall require and enforce the following:

4.7 As a condition to being a registered student organization or
group during a gemester, every registered student organi-
zation or group shall furnish to the appropriate institutional
officer at the beginning of each such semester & complete list
of officers or other members of the organization or group
who are authorized to speak for or represent the organization
or group in its relations with the institution and who are
authorized to receive for the organization Or group official
notices, directives, OT information from the institution.
Each such list shall be kept current and accurate throughout
the semaster by the organiration or group, and it shall be
conclusively presumed that the officers or members whose
names are on the list most recently filed by the organization
or group are authorized to speak for and represent the orga=
nization or group in its relations with the institution and are
authorized to receive for the organization Or group official
notices, directives, OT information from the institution.

No registered student organization or group may have any
person as 2 member whe is not either a student or 2 member
of the faculty or staff of the institution. Except pursuant to
the provisions of Section 6.5 of this chapter, no organization
or group, whether registered or not, may use any facility of
any component institution of the System if it has as a member
any person who is not either 2 student or @ member of the
faculty or staff of the institution.
At the beginning of each semester, each registered student
ion or group must file with the appropriate institu-
tional officer an affidavit stating that the organization Or
group does not, and will not during the semester, have as
a member any person who is not either a student or a mem-
ber of the faculty oT stalf of the institution. If an organiza-
tion or group fails or refuses to file the required affidavit,
or if, after such reasonable investigation as the institutional
head shall deem appropriate (which investigation shall afford
the accused registered organization OT group every right
guaranteed to it by the due process clauses of the United
s Constitutions}, the institutional head shall
semaster find that the affidavit is OT has become
false, and that the organization or group does, in fact, have
as a member 2 person who is not either a student or a mem-=
ber of the faculty or gtaff of the institution, the institutional
head shall immadiately cancel the registered status of the
organization Or group and shall deny to the organization O
group any and all privileges to which it would otherwise be
entitled as a registered student organization or group.
No organization O group, whether registered or not, may
use the facilities of any component institution as long as it
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owes a monctary debt to the institution and the debt is con-
gidered delinquent by the crediting institutional agency.

No component sinstitution shall register any student organization or

group whose actions or activitics, in the opinion of the institutional
head or the President of the System, are inimical to the educational
purpose and work of the institution.

A registered student organization whose registered status has been
canceled by the institutional head pursuant to Subsection 6. 13 of
Section 6 of this chapter or subscction 4.73 of Section 4 of this

chapter may apply for re-registration not less than six months fol-
lowing the date of such cancellation.

Participation in student Government.

Students’ Associations. -_Students' associations currently authorized
at the component institutions of the System are hereby approved.
They shall have such jurisdictions and shall exercise such powers as
the Board may now OT nereafter delegate to them.

Constitutions and Laws Approved. --The constitutions and
laws of the several associations in force at the date of adop-
tion of these Rules and Regulations are hereby approved.
Mode of Amending Constitutions and Laws. --An amendment
tc the constitution or laws of & students' association may be
adopted by an association, in accordance with its constitu-
tion and laws, but the change shall not become effective until
transmitted to and acted upon by the Dean of Students, the
institutional head, and the President of the System and
approved by the Board,

Amendment or Repeal by Regents. --The Eoard suall amend
or repeal any portion of the constitutior. and laws of a stu-
dents' association when, in the judgment of the Board, the
interests of the particular institution shall require it.
Amendment or Repeal by Dean of Students. --The Dean of
Students shall have tihe power, when in his judgment the
interests of the institution require it, to amend or repeal
any provision in the constitution or laws of the particular
association, but his action shall be in force only until the
next meeting of the Board when Section 5,13, above shall
become applicable.

Salaried Employees Approved by Regents. --All persons
officially employed on calarv by or under the direct super-
vision of a students’ associstion shall be subject to approval
by the Dean of Students, the institutional head, the President
of the System, and the Board, both as to salary and as to
qualifications

Annual Financial Reports. --Every officially recognized stu-
dents' association shall make annually a complete financial
report to the institutional business officer, and shall make
such special reports as may be called for by such business
officer. A duplicate copy of each report shall be filed with
the Dean of Students. Committees and administrative units
of a students' association maintaining 2 budget in excess of
$25.00 per annum shall make such interim reports of finan=
cial condition as may be required by the Dean of Students.
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The students' association on cach campus shallbe 2 recognized

forum of student opinion.

5.21 Wh.cn a2 students' association takes a position with reference
to issucs dircctly rclated to a component institution and its
operations, its recommeandations shall go through the Dean
of Students, the institutional head, and the President of the
System to the Board.

When a students' association takes o position on non-Univer-
sity issues, it shall make clear the fact that it does not
speak for the institution.

A students’ association may conduct polls, initiate petitions,
and/or establish forums for dcbate or discussion undler con-
ditions approved by the Dean of Students.

Officers of a students’ association may so identify them-
gselves when they express their personal views, but they
ghall then make it clear that they are not speaking for the
institution, or for the student body, and they shall make it
clear they are not speaking for the students' association
unless the legislative body of that association has authorized
the statement in advance.

pc. 6 Use of University-Owned Facilities.

The institutional head or his delegate has the responsibility of estab-
lishing regulations and procedures for the use of institutional build-
ings, grounds, and other facilities for purposes other than regular
academic use. Such regulations and procedures shall be in accord-
ance with the following:

6.11 As used in this section, the word ngolicitation' means the
sale or offer for sale of any property o service, whether
for immediate or future delivery, and the receipt of or
request for any gift or contribution.

No solicitation shall be conducted in any building or structure
on the campus of any component institution of the System,
provided, however, that the following activities shall be
deemed not to be solicitations prohibited by this subsection
if they are conducted in a manner that will not disturb or
interfere with the regular academic OT institutional pro-
grams being carried on in 2 building or structure, Or do not
interfere with entry to or exit from 2 building or structure:
(1) The sale or offer for sale of any newspaper, magazine,
or other publications by means of 2 vending machine in an
area designated in advance by the institutional head or his
delegate for the conduct of such activity.

(2) The sale or offer for sale of any food or drink item by
means of a vending machine in an area designated in advance
by the institutional head or his delegate for the conduct of
such activity.

(3) The sale or offer for sale of any publication of the insti-
tution or of any book or other printed material to be used in
the regular academic work of the institution.

(4) The operation by the institution or its subcontractor of
any bookstore, specialty store, laundry mat, cafeteria, OT
other service facility maintained for the convenience of the
students and/or faculty. o .

(5) The sale or offer for sale by the institution or its sub-
contractor of food and drink items and programs at athletic

contests.

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(6} The collection of tuition and fces in conncction with

enrollment of a student in any course or degree program.

(1) The collection of membership fees or ducs by regis-

tered student, faculty, or staff organizations at mectings

of such organizations scheduled in accordance with the

facilitics use regulations of any component institution.

(8) The collection of admission fecs for the exhibition of

movics or other programs that are sponsored by the compo-

nent institution, a recognized faculty group, or a registered
student organization, and are scheduled in accordance with
the facilitics use regulations of the component institution.

(9) The activities of any organization that can present to

the institutional head, or his delegate, written evidence

from the Internal Revenue Service that the organization has

been granted an exemption from taxation under 26 U.S.C.A.

501 (c) (3) (Internal Revenue Code).

6.121 No organization may solicit under Subdivision (9)
of this subsection for more than a total of four-
teen days, whether continuous or intermittent,
during each state {fiscal year.

No solicitation shall be conducted on the grounds, sidewalks,

or streets on the campus of any component institution of the

System, except by the agents, servants, or employees of

that institution acting in the course and scope of their agency

or employment, or by the students’ association of that insti-
tution, or by 2 registered student, faculty, or staff organi-
zation at that institution.

(1) golicitation made pursuant to the terms of Sub-
section 6. 13 must be conducted in such a way

sources and amounts of money which it obtained
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from solicitations (sales and contributions) on the
campus during the preceding semester or summer
session and fully and fairly disclosing the benefi-
ciaries and amounts of the expenditures which it
made during the preceding semester or summer
session. A registered student organization which
during 2 semester or summer session receives no
moncy or thing of value other than from its own
members need file only a sworn statement to that
effect. Any organization failing to comply with the
provisions of this paragraph shall be prohibited
from solicitation on the campus until such organiza-
tion places itself in compliance.
Use of Physical Facilities of the System by Registered
Student Organizations. --Registered student organizations may
use an institution's buildings and/or grounds in compliance
with reasonable and nondiscriminatory institutional regula-
tions that shall specify the procedures under which such orga-
nizations may reserve the institution's buildings and/or
grounds for their use. Groups of students who are not regis-
tered may not use the institution's buildings and/or grounds.
Registered student organizations may not enter into joint spon-
sorship of any on-campus project or program with individuals,
groups, or students that are not registered.
Reasonable and nondiscriminatory re gulations may be promul-
gated to authorize students and registered student organiza-
tions, under specified conditions, to petition, post signs, set
up booths, and/or peacefully demonstrate on the campus.
Such regulations shall prohibit any activity that would inter-
fere with regular academic and institutional programs.
No person, whether or not a student or employee of a compo-
nent institution, shall publicly distribute on the campus of
any such institution any petition, handbill, or piece of litera-
ture that is obscene, vulgar, or libelous, or that advocates
the deliberate violation of any federal, state, or local law.
No person, whether or not a student or employee of a compo-
nent institution, shall post or carry any sign or poster that
is obscene, vulgar, oI libelous, or that advocates the delib-
erate violation of any federal, state, or local law.
No person, whether or not a student or employee of a compo-
nent institution, shall install, occupy, OT use on the campus
of any such institution any booth, if the use of the I?ooth is
wholly or partly for the distribution or dissemination of words
or material that is obscene, vulgar, or libelous, or that advo-
cates the deliberate violation of any federal, state, or local
law. For the purpose of this provision, the word *'booth"
includes furniture, enclosure, and any other structure te_mpo-
rarily installed for distributing petitiong,.handbills, or I}te:ra-

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Use of Physical Facilities by Outside Groups, the System as a Joint
Sponsor. Z-Usc of physical facilities of the System, especially audito~
riums, gymnasiums, and large rooms, by outside groups shall be
subject to the following rules in which the ""System'’ shall mean any
component institution.

6.51 The System will not permit the unrestricted use by non-
System groups of any of its facilities.

6.52 The System will not enter into joint sponsorship of any proj-
ect or program that is to result in private gain for the coop-
erating group or groups.

6.53 The System, established as a public institution without regard
to political affiliation or religious faith, cannot be a joint
sponsor with any noncampus organization for political or sec-
tarian gatherings. However, the appearance by or on behald
of a candidate for public office may be authorized under condi-
tions prescribed by the Board.

Whenever non-System groups share in the use of System
buildings, it must be upon the invitation of the System and
under its joint sponsorship, and with the further understand-
ing that all the conditions governing such sponsorship are to
be set by the System.

The System when entering into joint sponsorship of any pro-
gram or activity assumes full responsibility for all details
and reserves the right to approve all copy for advertising,

as well as news releases.

The System will not enter into joint sponsorship of any pro-
gram or activity in which the educational implications are not
gelf-evident and which does not directly supplement the educa-
tional purposes of the System.

It shall be unde rstood that the availability of the System's
auditorium facilities for functions other than the institution's
own activities is strictly subject to the needs and the conve-
nience of the System, which are always to have priority in
the scheduling of facilities.

s for which the System is a joint
sponsor jzation, the fee to
be paid by the co-5S i er for negotiation
in each case and will be specified in the agreement provid-
ing for the joint sponsorship.

Thea chief administrative officer of a component institution may
designate specific facilities of a component institution, ‘suct.l as
special events centers, concert halls, theaters, or gudltoma, as
Special Use Facilities. The chief administrative officer shall
cause to be prepared and submitted for approval, as 2 part of

the Handbook of Operating Procedures of the institution, oppro-
priate rules and regulations Tor the reservation and use of_ such
designated special Use Facilities.

those attending an cvent any admission or registration
fee, or accepts donations [rom those in attendance, the
institution shall require the user to make a complcte
account of ail funds collected and of the actual cost of

the cvent. 1f the funds collected exceed the actual cost

of the cvent, the user shall be required to remit such
excess funds to the jinstitution as an additional charge

for the use of the Special Use Facility.

Subject to all constitutional and statutory provisions relating
to the use of state prope~ty or funds for religious or polit-
ical purposes, and subject to Subsection 6.63, above,
Special Use Facllities may be made available for religlous
and political conferences or conventions.

7.1 Freedom of inquiry and discussion are basic and essential to intellec-
tual development. Students have the right, therefore, to frecdom oOf
specch and assembly, subject to reasonable nondiscriminatory rules

and regulations adopted by the System and/or the component institution,
7.11 "1t shall be unlawful for any person knowingly or willfully
to . . . advocate, abet, advise, OF teach by any means . . .

Off-Campus Speakers. --The Board has and reserves the right to regu-
late the presentation of guest speakers on the campus who a;‘: e -
jated with the System OF any component institution thereof (hereafter
referred to s off-campus speakers).
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Only registered student organizations, faculty or stafl orga-
nizations, System-ownud dormitoriee, and Student Govern-
ment may present off-campus gpeakers on the campus,

'ho organization sponsoring an off-campus speaker has the
responsibility of making clear the fnct that the organization,
not the institution, i8 oxtending the invitation to speak and that
any views the gpeaker may eXpress are his own and not neces~
garily those of the System or ol any component institution,

An application for the usc of any System-owned facility

must be made to the chicf administrative officer, or his dele-
gate, at least forty-cight hours before the time the event is
scheduled to take place.

No person shall be permitted to speak on any campus of the
System who is known to advocate OT recommend, either orally
or in writing, the conscious and deliberate violation of any
federal, state, or local law.

No off-campus speaker who is to be paid from state funds as
consideration for his or her speech shall be permitted to
speak on the campus of any component institution of the Sys-
tem unless the university facility in which the speech is to be
delivered will be open to the public, including members of
the news media, who will be entitled to record, videotape, OF
telecast live portions of the speech. The provisions of this
subdiviston do not apply to classes, seminars, symposia,
conferences intended for the use and benefit of students, fac-
ulty, staff, and invited guests. No person may in any way
obstruct or lessen in any way the opportunity for the audi-
ence to take the fullest advantage of the speech, in

the opportunity to see and hear the speaker during the e
speech. The provisions of this subdivision 2pply prospec-
tively from the date of its adoption by the Board.

1.121 The Chancellor shall define for the Board, at
periodic intervals, descriptions of curr.ent.and
future needs, as determined by the ins_t1tu.tlona.1

Advisory Council and each component institution
development board may have recommended.

Responsibilities and Duties of the System Development Advisory

Council:

1.21 The System Development Advisory Council is the group
responsible for advising the Chancellor on all private~fund
development for the System.

1.22 The System Development Advisory Councii shall advise the
Chancellor on policies to govern activities for cultivating and
gecuring private funds for the System and its component insti-
tutions.

In the absence of unusual circumstances, no major private-

fund development effort or decision, not covered by previ-

ously adopted regulations of the Roard, shall be recommended
by the Chancellor to the Board without prior advice thereon
from the System Development Advisory Council and the com-
ponent institution development board, which advice shall be
transmilted to the Board.

The System Development Advisory Council shall have

particular responsibility to advise the Chancellor with

regard to:

1.241 The development, with the cooperation and assist-
ance of each component institution development
board, of the total private-fund nceds of each com-
ponent institution of the System.

The planning, coordination, and promoting, with
the component institution development board, of
support for both current and long-term programs
to meet developmental needs of the System and its
component institutions.

The content of periodic progress reports {rom the
Chancellor to the isoard on the development plans
and programs of the System.

Appropriate recognition of donors by the System Or
the institutional development boards.

The enlistment of the aid of numerous friends of
the System and its component institutions in fund-
development efforts, and the establishment of such
committees and other groups as seem desirable in
carrying out its program.
