Based upon the use 
of a small portable I D  card, t h i s  system will enable each permit holder t o  
gain  access t o  campus by more than onc vehic.le ancl at the same time assure 
that only one vehicle by the same permit holder is parked on campus at  any 
given time.

HISTORY 

The University 01 Texas Schoat of Nursing, esroblisl~ed In 1890 as the 
John Sealy Hosyiiul Trakling School of Numes, is one of the oldt~l  
schools of nursing in tlx Soutllwtat. I t  was originally organid  rs sn 
independent school undcr a Board of I.ady Managers. In 18% ir was 
transfmd t o  The University of Texaa and became the Schual of Nnra- 
ing. rme of t h e  diviaiong of the Medical Branch with the diploma granted 
by 111e University. In 1932 the name oi the schml was changed tu tht 
John Sealy CnlIege of Nursing. A curriculr~m loading to the degree of 
BacIlelor of Ssienm in Nursing was established in 1929 in co-operation 
wit11 the College nf Arts and Sciences of The University of Trwas at 
Austiri. This wm in addidon the dipIvnln courrm In 1943 this pro- 
grm wns trnnnferred to the John Sealy College of Nursinp. 

Through the financial a s s iauce  of the Texw Graduate Nurses ABSO- 
ciatian, courws for graduate nurses were Erst offtrd in 1930 in t11e De- 
parln~rr~t or Physical and Health Edumtjoli of tha School of Education 
at Thc University of Texas at Austin. In  1940 a complete curriculum 
was stahlishd leading to the dcgrcc vf Bachelor of Scienre in Nuwing 
Edumtion. Fund6 for the guppan of this program were ~ i r - ~ n  ID I ~ A  

University hy the Terrae Graduate Nurses Assmiation iti thc form of a 
wholnrship fund to be used for Texns nurws. h 1945 ihia curriculum 
was transfetwd to rhe Medical Branch srllninistratibn, bringing Loth 
ihe Jut111 Sealy College of Nursing and the nrw,li -crratcd Iltpartrncnt of 
Nursing Education topyther to form the School nf Nnrsing with its own 
?hail. In September, 1939, a curriculum lending to the degree of Bachp- 
l o r  uf Scionre in Nursing for graduates of diploma program8 was 
estnlIished. 

Tllrough the fintrosiry of he W. K Kdlogg Foundation a program 
leading to tho Master nf Science in Nursing wiih a major in nuraing 
service ndntinis~ratinn was offered in  1952 Pnrticip~ling in the program 
of ihe Southnn Rnainnal Education Board for nrnrluats education in 
nursing, the Srhnnl of Nursing fint ohred additiu~~al ~pccialization in 
1955. 

In 1957 the School af Nursing admitted the lnst rlasfi to the diploma 
prnvam. Since that time it has oficred ane basic program lending to a 
IlacheIor of Scienre in Nursing. 
In the fdl of 1960, Austin became an cxtensiurl t-alnpw uf tht School 

of Nursing: n.hich \,.a< still headquartcrcd in C n l v d u n ,  and nursing 
murnns ware offered on the Austin campus for the brat time. 

The SrAool of Nursing was reorganized in 1x7 on The University of 
Tmss Nursing School (System-wide) and arlrni~tisirative nfices werp 
moved to Allatin. ' h e  School was renamed The U~liveisity of Texas Sys- 
tem School of Nursing in 1972. J u ~ i v r  and senior level nursing courses 
are now offered in lrix Iocnt~ong : Austin, El Pow, For1 Wnnh, Galveston, 
Houston, and Isan Antonio. In Austin. El Paso. and Fort Worth, a 
studcnt mey cnroll for four yeurs with liberal arLs roilreen being taken

STUDENT FINANCIAL AID 
Financial assistance may be given in tbe form of low intcreat loa~~s, 

grants, scholarships, work-study, or a combination of thesc. Financial 
aid is awarded to students on the basis of need. In order to determine 
need in a consistent way for all aid candidates, this institution requires 
all parents of dependent students to submit a Family Financial State- 
ment to the American College. Testing Program (ACT). A self-support- 
ing student is also required to submit his or her financial statcmcnt tu 
ACT, answering only those questions pertaining to his or her and 
spouse's income and assets. An ACT packer may be obtained from the 
high school guidance counselor, the School of Nursing OE6ccs. 1700 Red 
River, Austin, Texas 78701. or the Office of Student Financial Aid, P.O.
