The Center for Social Policy at the University of Housten has requested

a one-tire grant of $3,500 for an investigation of the sccial role of the
personal compuler. This study will attempt to delineate the social
charges in individuels and families wiich resuit from the introduction

of the microcomputer into the heme envirvonment. The results of the pro-
posed research wili document the positive gffects that computers can have
on mental health and may provide indications for methods (o ameliorate any
possible negative influences.

The Executive Commitlee of the Hogg Foundation reconmends the funding of
this project as reguested in the amount ot $5,500 {or the period hovember
1, 1982 to October 31, 1983. Dvr. Devid Gottlieb will be responsible for
the admiristration of the project.

2, Texas Decartmenl of Mental Health and Mental Retardalion
Research Advisory Councii - %7,710

The Hoga Foundation recommends a gne-time grant of $7,210 to the Texas
Depariment of Mental Health and Mental Retardation for support of tneir
newly crganized Research Advisory Council during the coming year. This
Council consists of outstandirg reoscarch scientists and ¢linicians “rom
outside ot Texas as well as within the states; the new Council can be of
greal assistence to Commissioner Miller and the Board in evaluating
current and proposed research activities, as well as in helping to
establisnh policies and program planning for mental hcalth research
activities in the tuture.

This grant will be used for Lravel and per d¢iem, as well as consultation
fees, for the 13 members of Lhe Courcil, making it poassible for them to
have their first three-day meeting in May 1983. Commissioner Miller will
be coirg to the Legislature for support of this important compenent of the
system administration beyond this initial year,

Impact of Political and Economic Changes Upon the Field of Mental

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee recommends for approval a one-time
grant in the amount of $8,964.00 for the perjod October 15, 1982 through
February 28, 1983, ta The University of Texas at Austin School of Social
Work. This grant is for support of research on the impact of budget cuts
on the field of mental health in Texas.

An examination of the mental health delivery system in Texas, changes in
human services policy, decision-making in the context of the "New
Federalism," and the impacts of economics on mental health will yield

a report which will assist those responsible for strategic planning in
mental health in the state.

Dr. Bertram Brown, Robert Lee Sutheriand Professor of Mental Health and
Socia) Policy, will be the principal investigator. He will submit a final
report and complete fiscal accounting statement at the end of the grant
period or no later than April 30, 1983. Drs, Wayne Holtzman and Charles
Bonjean will serve as Hogg Foundation iiaisons to the project.

Preventive Intervention for Children - $20,100

The Ima Hogq Foundation recommends approval of a one-time grant of $20,100
to the Texas Research Institute of Mental Sciences for the period January
1, 1983 . to December 31, 1983. Grant monies will provide partial salary
support for Br. Pamela Yu, a co-director of the program, and the costs of
having 960 service sessions for the children targeted by the pragram.

This inngovative project represents one of the few programs around the nation
which provides preventive mental health services to children. The young-
sters benefiting from the program are all children of schizophrenic parents
and are proven to be at-risk for mental health-related problems of their
own. Through intervention early in their development with a program based
on the Michigan curriculum developed specifically for services of this

type, these children will develop the social and emotional strengths
necessary to avoid serious problems later.

TRIMS provides an excellent setting for this type of project, having the
necessary clinical and research resources both to supply quality treatment
and to document the effectiveness of the effort. This documentation would
be the first step in replicating this service around the state of Texas.
Substantiail in-kind support from TRIMS evidences their committment to the
program. Dr. Jack Franklin and Dr. Pamela Yu are responsible for the
administration of the project.

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1983-84 SYSTEM-WIDE PERSONNEL PAY PLAN RECOMMENDATION

The Administration of each of the component institutions has
made recommendations for adjustments to those
classifications utilized at their respective institutions.
Chancellor E. D. Walker, Mr. Thomas M. Keel, Executive
Director for Finance and Administraticon, and Mr. Claude E.
Hempel, System Personnel Director, concur in these
recommendations which are to be reflected in the System-wide
1983-84 Personnel Pay Plan effective September 1, 1983. The
1983-84 System-wide Personnel Pay Plan is submitted for
approval at this time so it may be used for 1983-84 budget
preparation,

The Personnel Pay Plan is supported by extensive studies
which have been conducted by the respective institutional
personncl offices. 1In arriving at the salary ranges, we
have taken into account the State Classification Plan and
the State Salary Schedule for September 1, 1983, which the
Legislative Budget Board has recommended be adjusted by a
general rate increase of 6.0%. Also considered were
numerous salary surveys which we have conducted or in which
we have participated, pay schedules for other institutiocns,
and prevailing rates in the applicable areas of competition.

Adjustments generally provide for an increase of 6.0% with
exceptions of limited classifications. However, The
University of Texas at Arlingten adjusted salary ranges
approximately 2.6% with limited exceptions, Their
recommendation is largely influenced by funding
restraints. The University of Texas System Cancer Ccnter
adjusted salary range minima 6,.0% with limited exceptions.
Salary range maxima were adjusted by 19.6% to establish

wider salary ranges in order to appropriately compensate
long-term employees.

It is felt that the recommended changes reflected in the
Personnel Pay Plan are necessary for The University to
maintain a competitive position, to fairly compensate our
employees providing equality with State pay rates, and to
attract qualified applicants in the current market. Each
classification has been considered on its own merits and
recommendations for adjustments have been made according to
the individual requirements of each classification as
appropriate.

This document describes proposed changes that would bring the
undergraduate architecture degree programs into accordance with the
recommendations made in December 1980 by the University Council
Committee on Basic Education Regquirements, and to incorporate the
revised English sequence into the architecture degree programs. These
represent changes that would be made to the catalogue copy submitted
to the Associate Registrar by the School of Architecture in May 1982.
Note that although certain existing courses appear in this catalogue
copy in a different semester from the semeater in which they appeared
in the 1981-83 catalogue, nc courses had been added or deleted, and
the hours per semester--as well as the total semester hours--had
remained identical.

In the five-year program, English 306 remains; English 308 (or
307), 314K, and 314L are replaced with English 318K, an English elec-
tive with a substantial writing component, English 346K, and a
requirement to include, within other degree requirements, three upper-
division hours in courses certified as having a substantial writing
component. Alsoe, three of the twelve hours of approved electives
become designated as electives in social science and three become
designated as electives in natural science.

In the dual degree program, English 306 remains; BEnglish 307 (or
308) is replaced with English 316K; English 314K is replaced with an
approved elective in social science; English 317 is replaced with
English 346K; and students will be required to include, in their
required or elective course wark, six hours (including three upper-
division hours}) in courses certified as having a substantial writing
component.

In the four-year Bachelor of Science in Architectural Studies
degree program, English 306 remains, and English 307 or 308 plus six
unspecified hours of English are replaced with English 316K and 346K
plus an additional six hours--either in required courses or elective
courses but including three uwpper-division hours-—certified as having
a substantial writing component. Also, three hours of natural science
must bhe taken as a part of degree requirements 10, 11, or 12, which
encompass 15 semester hours of which natural science is an option.

Students who are
admitted to the University with fewer than two high school units in a_single
foreign language must complete the first two semesters in a langquage
without daegree credit to remove their language deficiency, then
satisfy the equivalent of one semester beyond these courses in the
same language to fulfill their foreign language regquirement.

The foreign language requirement is the attainment of a certain
proficiency rather than the c¢ompletion of a specified numbey of hours;
however, the courses taken to gain this proficiency ars not electives
and may not he taken on a pass-fail basis. Any or all of these
required semesters may be fulfilled by credit by examination. Students
may accelerate their progress at any point in the sequence by means of
credit by examination.

In order to attempt Lu achjeve proficiency in a foreign language as rapidly
as possible, qualified students are urged to take advantage of the
intensive foreign langquage study program. Detailed information about
this program may be chtained from the coordinator of the appropriate
language department. Courses used to satisfy the foreign language
requirement must be language courses; literature in transiation courses,
for example, will not satisfy the regquirement.

3. Bight Four semester hours of mathematics {(Mathematics 863 407
or 808a). MNOTE: A student who is admitted to the University with
fewer than three units of high school mathematics at the level of
Algebra I or higher rust complete Mathematics 301 {(College Algebra) or
Mathematics 304FE (Trigonometry), or an equivalent course, in order to
remove the mathematics admission deficiency. This courge, which must
be completed before taking Mathematics 407 or 808a, will not be
countad toward the student's deqree (see "Entrance with deficiencies”
in admission section of the General Information bulletin).

[NOTE: For the 1981-83 issue of the School of Architecture cataleogue,
a change was approved to reduce the mathematics requirement of the
Bachelor of Architecture degree from eight semester hours (Mathematics
807) to four semester hours {Mathematics 407). At that time, the
change was not made in the Bachelor of Science in Architectural Studies
daegrea program, pending approval of such a change from the College of
Liberal Arts. Since that time, the College of Liberal Arts has
approved the reduction of reguired hours in mathematics from eight to
tour as reflected above.]
