The administration of each of the component institutions has made recom-
mendations for adjustments to those classifications utilized at their
respective institutions. The 0Office of the Chancellor concurs in these
recommendations which are to be refiected in the 1988-89 System-wide
Personnel Pay Plan effective September 1, 1988. The 1988-89 System-
wide Personnel Pay Plan Comparative is submitted for approval at this
time.

The Personnel Pay Plan is supported by extensive studies which have
been conducted by the respective institutional personnel offices. In
arriving at the salary ranges, we have taken into account the State
Classification Plan and the State Salary Schedule for September 1, 1988,
which reflects a general rate increase of 2%, Also considered were
numerous salary surveys which we have conducted or in which we have
participated, pay schedules Ffor other institutions, and prevailing rates
in the applicable areas of competition.

Adjustments provide for an increase of 2.0% with exceptions for limited
classifications. It is felt that the recommended changes reflected in
the Persconnel Pay Plan are necessary for the University to maintain a
competitive position, te fairly compensate our employees providing
equality with State pay rates, and to attract qualified applicants in
the current market. Each classification has been considered on its
own merits and recommendations for adjustments have been made according
to the individual requirements of each classification as appropriate.

VI. PARKING PERMITS

F. Temporary parking permits, good for a period of seven consecutive
days, may he obtained far a fee of $3-66 $5.00.
