The Executive Committee of the Hogg Foundation recommends for approval a
first-year grant for the period November 1, 1986 through October 31, 1987.
These funds will be used to provide mental health services te delinguent
youth and their families in the southernmost tier of Texas. This is a
three-year demonstration project that inciudes a comprehensive clinical and
therapeutic residential treatment program for delinquent youth. This
program has high replicability potential for use by similar juvenile
treatment centers under the auspices of the Texas Youth Councii, the state
authority for delinquent youth. Or. Juan Sanchez will be responsible for
the administration of the grant.

Texas A&M University - Department of Psychology
Dietary Treatment of Depression - $17,716

The Hogg Foundation recommends for approval a grant for the period
