SURVEY OF CLASSIFIED PERSOINEL SYSTEb!: A t  the March, 1959, meeting of the 
L_CIL 

Board an allocation o w w a p i r o v e d  from the Etter Fund to finance 
c o s t s  in connection with the survey o f  our Classified System by the  Texas 
Employment C m i s s i o n .  The t o t a l  needed was $1,980~33 and the balance has 
been returned t o  the Et t e r  F'und. 

Dr. C. T. Clark, Systems Personnel Adviser, has  submitted the following 
report, on the survey: 

A ver i f ica t ion  study of position classification at 
m e  University of Texas was completed in March, 1959, in 
accordance w i t h  s Memorandum of Agreement between t he  
Texas Employment Commission and The University of Texas 
dated November 12, 1958. Included in the study were 602 
budgeted posit ions,  or approximately t e n  p e r  cent  of the 
classified employees in the University System, In the 
final report of the study, .issued in April, 1939, the 
Tems Employment Cornmission representatives who conaucted 
the study stated that the following conclusions can be 
&ram concerning the  va l id i ty  of the six classification 
plans  in effect  at the conrponent institutions: "(1) In an 
exceptionally hi& percentage of the cases included in this 
stuay--almost 97 p e r  cent--jobs were allocated to proper 
c lase i f ica t ions  in the r e s p s c t i ~  classification plans.  
(23 With respect to ~3propriateness or correctness of 
classification, it was found that there were as many jobs 
in the study which were 'under-classSfiedl aa were found 
over-classif i e d .  ' ( 3) In instances in which positions 

appeared to be incorrectly classified,,it should be pointed 
out that the  gradual changes in duty assignments which 
frequently occur in most jobs may pass unnoticed even though 
in the aggregate they constitute a basis for reclassification. 
For this and other  related reasons, it would be highly improbable 
t ha t  a l l  of the posi t ions  in any system or organization as large - 
or as complex in func t ion  as The University of Texas would ever 
be properly c l a s s l f i g d  at any one time," 

SAUBVRG SEMINAR IN AMERICAN STUDIES: At an earlier meeting you gave approval 
to my participation In the ~aXzburg~emimr in American Studies August 23- 
September 19, 1959. I ~hould like to call attention to the fac t  that 
Dr. Dolley, as senior Vice-President, a c t s  for the President during the 
latter's absence. In view of the f a c t  t h a t  I will be away for an extended 
period this summer and t h a t  Dr. Dolley will also be away for part of that 
period, it is suggested that M r .  Cox be authorized to serve as second 
al ternate .

Professor Breland directed attention to the fact t h a t  only sixty 
semester hours were required f o r  admission t o  the School of Dentistry. 
He expressed the opinion that a precedent might be An the mairing i f  the 
four-year denta l  degree progrm Has t o  be evaluated as c o m p l e t i ~  the 
requirements in the usual bachelor's degree programs. He believed that 
I t  might be well t o  oreate an undergraduate plan far predental students 
(similar to Plan I V ,  Scheme XI for premedical students) and, perhaps, 
to requlra t h i s  background for the applicants for the M.S. in D. degree, 
The Secre taq  pointed out t ha t  it was not within the jurisdiction of the 
QLC t o  propose undergraduate degree programs; it is l ega l ,  however, to 
Set  down speclf ic course requirements (undergraduate and/or graduate) 
among the prerequisites for a mssterls degree. 

Dean Harrison discussed at  some length the very real differences whlch 
are recognized quite broadly among medical school  facult ies  between ad- 
vance training In c l ln i ca l  areas and the bona fide academic study and in- 
structions in the baslc medical science areas. He wondered, therefore, 
whether the same degree of difference Mas recognized to exist in the 
dent& area. 

Doctor Casberg, In reply, said that he had had an inltlal  antagonism 
t o  granting iraduats school degrees f o r  programs, part of which was 
c l in i ca l  work, in dentistry. After a very  d e t a i l e d  study of the facts ,  
and of the national trend in denta l  education, he had come to be wholly 
sympathetic to this program whsch might fac i l i ta te  production of personnel 
f o r  instruction In dental schools. He polnted out that  80 per cent of 
a l l  dental schools do offer this type of training and degree; our School 
Of Dentistry actually is authorized t o  grant this degree without need for 
any G r ~ d u a t e  School supervision or approval. The f a c t  that the  denta l  
fa cult^ w i s l l  to submit the program t o  t h e  Graduate Faculty seems to insure 
a better program and higher standards; hence, he expressed a hearty approval 
of the program. 

Professor Guest requested interpretation of whether the thesis, re- - 
quired in t h i s  program, was limited to worlc in the basic science area, 
Opirlion was that t he  thesis work should be primarily in this area but,  
of course, should not exclude c l l n l c a l  data growing out of the InvestPga- 
tion within the basic science fields . 

The program for the Degree of Master of Science in Dentistry, 
olsssif ied by the Secretary as MAJOR Legislation, was unanimously 
approved by the GLC,

Professor Leipziger-Pearce stated that this program with its in te r -  
departmental major, had been in existence locally slnce 1951. The present 
trend Is t o  recognize the  area of community and regional planning; this 
is par t icu la r ly  true i n  Texas and appears t o  be an outgrowth of the Gilmer- 
Aikln bill in providing Increased and enlarged instruction in t h i s  field. 
Some twenty-seven schools and col leges  now have this program leading to 
the Master of Science Degree; he believed it desirable to increase the 
dignity of the interdepartmental major by constituting the separate degree 
program. 

The Secretary stated that it was hj-s opinion t h a t  these changes might 
be separated I n t o  (1) deletions i n  the present Master of Architecture 
program (which he could classify as minor legislation) and creation of a 
neu degree program (which obviously must be classlfied 8s maJor legisla- 
tion.)

Students will usually 
f ind  that a t  leas t  three full academia 
years of graduate work are necessary.

A candidate f o r  the degree of 
h c t o r  of Philsophy Is expected t o  
have fi major fleld which represents 
his most intensive f i e l d  of study, 
Thla f i e l d  may coincide w i t h  one de- 
partment, or it may be one signif i- 
cant pa r t  of a department, o r  It may 
be a f i e l d  which cuts  across several 
departlnenks . 

A student is expected to have one 
or two minors. Except by specie1 per- 
misalon of the Qraduate Council, a t  
least one mlnor must be In a depart-  
ment d i s t i n c t  from t h e  major depart- 
ment but 30 closely related t o  It as 
t o  offer  suppor t  f o r  the  work of the 
major subject. There is no general 
requirement about the exact fraction 
of work to be done in the ~ n a J o r  as 
dlstinct from the minor subject or 
subgects.

A general dlacussion revealed considerable interest In the best method 3 (376 
f o r  adv~sing a graduate student during t h e  very early period of formulating 
h i s  graduate program. Professor Graham (Chairman of the Special Committee 
appointed by the Graduate CouncZl t o  study the  advisability of revision of 
the prerequisites for the Ph.D. Program) emphasized the responsibility of 
the Graduate Faculty in each area of ins t ruc t ion ,  through an appropriate 
Committee on Graduate Studies, on the one hand to provide broad programs 
within which the  needs and interests of t h e  individual  student could be 
cared for, and, on t h e  other hand, to uphold hi& standardsof scholarship .  
The proposed changes give t o  a Ccmmittee on Graduate Studies au thor i ty  to 
delegate power to an individual  professor, a graduate adviser, or a super- 
visory committee, and provide sufficient f l e x i b l l l t y  t o  meet the needs of a l l  
areas within the Graduate School.  Dean Hackerman answered questions (Deans

Professor Rosenquist expressed the belief thaS special knowledge In a 
relatively unc%on languzqe might warrant approval granted that thls lang- 
uage was obviously p e r t i n e n t  t o  t h e  proposed dissertation t o p i c ,  In  answer 
to a question by Professor - Van Winkle, Professor Haokerrnaz ruled that  a 
foreign student would not  be permitbed to present English as one of the two 
foreign languages, but might submit his own language (when suitable) In ab- 
solution of the fore ign language requirement, Dean Hagerty requested an 
example of "an advanced scholarship skill" which might be subst i tuted  f a r  
one foreign language.

passed unaimously,

The First Call.ed Session of the For ty -  f i r s t  Legis la ture  
created the "E . D . Farmer International. Scholarship Fund" and 
directed that  it should be held and administered by t h e  Board 
of Regents of The University of Texas. These Rules and Regu-  
l a t i o n s  are applicable to it and the persons acting hereunder 
shall be subject t o  the direction of the Board and shall report  
to it annually and at such o t h e r  kimes as it may require.

New Degree Plan, Leading to The 
Bachelor of Engineering Science 

Objectives of the Engineering Science Program* 

A program of courses leading t o  a desee in engineering science I s  pre- 
sented here. This program is planned to serve the needs of students who have 
am aptitude in mathematics and science and whose Interests l l e  in using these 
disciplines as tools f o r  solving engineering problems. The curriculum fg in- 
tended to provide initial training fo r  research and development or high calibre 
~ a l y s i s  and design work. It is envisioned that many of these students w i l l  
proceed to graduate school for additional training. This program is not 
intended to duplicate In purpose or end product any of the standard profes- 
s iona l  curricula now being offered, Additional objectives guiding the 
plannini: of the program as w e l l  as salient features of the program are de- 
scribed below. 

The four year (128 hour) curriculum outlined is designed to give the 
student a foundation in mathematics, physics, and chemistry as well as the 
fundamental engineering sciences. The content included fo r  cu l tura l  develop- 
ment is at least the equivalent of that i n  o ther  curriculs leading t o  engin- 
eering degrees, The program includes twenty-swen semester hours of elective 
courses. This strong option program haa been included to serve the two types 
of students who it is felt will be attracted to this program. The first is 
the student who is interested i n  a broad engineering education a d  will pro- 
ceed i n t o  graduate engineering. The second is the student who desires to take 
wdvanhge of the broad and extensive training in mathematics and the engineer- 
i n g  sciences but also wishes to develop a concentration in a particular field 
with the intention of continued development in that field. 

Referring to the f i r a t  group of students mentioned above, particular at- 
t e n t i ~ n  should be directed to the  "cross-fertilization" that I s  permitted and 
encouraged by thia program. For example, a student could minor in electro- 
mechanics1 engineer ing  or e e l o i t  areas of the sciences such as solid state 
physics and quantum mechanics that are assuming increasing importance in 
engineering. A good bacbound for development in productive combinations of 
areas such as geology and soil mechanics, aircraft dynamics and  servomechanism^ 
etc. could be obtained. Tbers is proviaion for training in t'ields where no 
degree is now available such as nuclear engineering, space tetbnology, geo- 
physical engineering, etc .  since courses offered by several degree granting 
departments could be selected in the option program. 

Although it io not planned to restrict enrol lment  into this prog-em, 
except that a student m y  not enter w 3 t h  deficiencies, it is hoped that many 
students with outstanding aptftudes in math and science w i l l  be attracted to 
the program. 

Administration of the program by an Engineering Science Cornittee has 
been discussed. Approval of the students option program should be the 
responsibility of members of the professional departments. 

At thfs time the engineering faculty is being asked only to approve t he  
required course content and course arrangement for the first two years.
