The above recommended adjustments reflect those actions necessary to establish or
maintain internal and external equity and/or accurately define and classify jobs,
Salary ranges are supported by compensation data for the area concerned. These
adjustments have been initiated by the various component institutions, appropri=
ately reviewed, and have received the approval of the System Personnel Director
and the Associate Deputy Chancellor for Operations,
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1977-78 HOLIDAY SCHEDULE AND VACATION AULOWANCE

The Appropriations Kill provides for thirteen specified holidays. During
fiscal year 1977-78, two of these specified holidays fall on Sunday and are
not to be observed. In addition, the Appropriations Bill provides for two
additional working days at Christmas to be observed as holidays by employees
of State agencies during fiscal year 1977-78. The resulting number of holi-
days to be observed by State employees for fiscal year 1977-78 is therefore
thirteen.

The Appropriations Bill further provides that State institutions of higher
education may rearrange holidays and reallocate any portion thereof to vaca-
tion allowance. Accordingly, in canformity with past practice and your
approval of the holiday schedule submitted below, one and one-half days of the
State holidays provided will not be observed by the University but will be re-
allocated to vacatiom allowance in lieu thereof.

The results of the foregoing action will provide in 1977-~78 eleven and one-
half holidays and a total of twelve working days annual vacation leave for
University employees with less than two years service, Vacation accrual will
therefore continue to be one day per month of employment for this category of
employees which constitutes a large portion of the work force. This is con-
sistent with the practice observed for a number of years. Each of the other
categories of service will be accordingly increased by one and one-half days.

Although all employecs are encouraged to utllize vacation in the year which
accrued, employees may carry forward unused vacation from one fiscal year to
the next. The schedule presented above indicates maximum carry forward
authorized by the Appropriations Bill (the one and one-half days for holidays
converted to vacation time must be taken in the 1977-78 fiscal vear).

Allocations were made from the Hogg Foundation for Mental Health, W, C. Hogg
Fund - Program Support account to the following U. T. Austin projects:

Department of Psychology

1. An Iavestigation of Role Conflict in Dual Career Couples in the Academic
Setting ($949)

The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending for approval

a five month, one-time grant in the amount of $949 to the DNepartment
of Psychology at The University of Texas at Austin., These funds will
be used ta lay the groundwork for the investigation of psychological
coping strategies employed by dual career couples in dealing with

role conflict, The study will focus on the role conflicts experienced
by academic couples as they try to succeed in the role of professional,
spouse, parent and '"'self-actualizing" individual, §Special attention
will be given the comparison of the conflict experienced by men with
that experienced by women., Data will be gathered by questionnaire
regponses from more than 100 dual career academic couples at The
University of Texas at Austin. The study, if successful, would be

the basis for a more comprehensive proposal to a federal agency.

Dr. Carole K. Holahan and Dr. Lucia A, Gilbert will be responsible
for administration of the project and will submit both a fiscal
accounting and a narrative evaluation of the project at the close
of the grant peried in Ocktober or November 1977, (RBC# H-10)

Center for Mexican-~American Studies

2. Chicano Drug Dealing in Marijuana ($1,681)

The llogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending for appreval
a one-time grant in the amount of $1,68l for the period June 2{-
August 31, 1977, to the Cecnter for Mexican~American Studies at The
University of Texas at Austin, These funds will be used to analyze
data already obtained from 115 Mexican-American probationers (former
dealers) and to write a report concerning (1) the process leading to
drug dealing by Chicanos, (2) their present attitudes toward mari-
juana laws, and (3} future directions which the former dealers seem
te be taking., The research should have implicationa for pelicy which
would bear on dealers, the enterprise of dealing and the social and
economic conditions which give rise to such a phenomena. The Center
for Mexican~American Studies will consider the report for publication
in mencgraph form.

Dr. Gilbexto Cardenas of The University of Texas at Austin, Department
of Sociology, will be responsible for administration of the project
and will submit both a fiscal accounting and a narrative evaluation
of the project in late August or early September. (RBC# H-15)

3. Legal Issues in Social Science Research ($5,756)

Professor Marshall J, Breger of the U. T, Austin School of Law has
requested support of a summer, 1977, project entitled "Legal and
Ethical Issues in Social Science Research'". This request has the
approval of cognizant officials of the University.

3. Legal Issues in Social Science Research (Continued)

In recent years much concern has arisen concerning ethical problems
related to medical experimentation., This earlier focus has now
broadened to include other areas of human experimentation where re-
scarch is involved, specifically certain aspects of social science
research. Legal considerations often attach in the pursuance of
these problems.

Professar Breger will undertake to ingquire into legal implications
of social science policy relating to a broad spectrum of cases.
There is a good probability of a publication growing out of this
ragsearch.

Because of the growing importance of the stated focus, the Hogg
Foundation recommends approval of this request in the amount of
55,756 for the period July 16 - August 31, 1977. Full reporxting
and fiscal accounting will be provided upon ¢ompletion of the
project, (RBC# H-16)

Lyndon Daines Johnson Scheool of Public Affairs

4. Mexican-American Health Care in South Texas ($3,500)

In 1976, the Lyndon Baines Johnson School of Public Affairs undertook
a study focused on health care delivery to the Mexican-American popu-
lation. Tn the process of this work much useful data was pathered.
These data have not been refined and analyzed and are therefore not
available for access to persons and agencles who could profit from
them.

This request for $3,500 is intended to enable completion of the re-
search begun by Dr. David C. Warmer, the principal investigator, and
will correlate data available in the LBJ School study with that from
the Robert B, Creen Center, thus making available mortality, morbidity,
and health resources data, A monograph treating comparative analyses
is expected to capture data which will yield benefits for [urther
studies relating to this particular population.

The Hogg Foundation recommends funding in the amount of $3,500 to
pernit completion this summer of the work held in suspension last
vear. Dr., David C, Warner will submit both a fiscal accounting and
the draft of the monograph at the completion of the project early in
the fall, 1977, (RBC# H-18)

Traffic and Parking Regulations
(1935-38)

Introduction

These regulations are promulcated by the Board of Regents of

The University of Texas System under authority of Texas Education
Code, Title 3, Chapter 51, Subchapter E, Sec. 51.201-51.211

for the protection and safety of the studernts and property of

The University of Texas of the Permian Basin. The term ‘vehicle'
or ‘motor vehicle'® includes automobiles, trucks, motorcycles,
motorbikes and scocters. All other terms are used as defined

in a common dictionary or by statute.

The Rules and Regulations of The Board of Regents of The
University of Texas System, as well as the general and criminal
laws of the State of Texas, are in full force and effect on the
campus of The University of Texas of the Permian Basin and will
be enforced. All city, state and university regulations will be
enforeced throughout all hours of the day and night. University
policemen are peace officers pursuant to law and are commissioned
by the Board of Regents with full enforcement authority. The
University of Texas of the Permian Basin is a state institution;
therefore, all city county, state and federal enforcement

agencies of appropriate jurisdiction have enforcement power
upon its campus.

Campus as used herein shall include all the property under the
control of The University of Texas of the Permian Basin.

IT1. Traffic

1. Pedestrians have the right~of-way at ali times. The
designated speed limit is 30 m.p.h. on paved road-
ways, 20 m.p.h. on improved dirt roadways, and
10 m.p.h. in parking lots, unless otherwise controlled
by posted sign. Notwithstanding the posted speed
limit, any speed in excess of that which is safe for
prevailing conditions is prohibited.

2. All vehicular traffic is restricted to improved

roadways and parking areas. Restrictions upon use
of such areas may be imposed by posted s=ign.
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All posted signs will be in force at all times.
Failvure to comply with posted signs will result in
enforcement action.

Bicycles shall be operated in conformity with the
applicable ordinances of the city of Odessa and the
following:

A Pedestrians at all times shall have the right-
of-way over bicycliists.

LN Bicycles may not be ridden on pedestrian ramps,
walkways and sidewalks.

C. Operators of bicycles on the University streets
shall comply with all stop signs, yield signs,
and other general traffic regulations.

D. Bicycles may be parked only in University parking
racks or in areas designated for bicycle parking.

Persons operating a motor vehicle as defined by these
reqgulations on University property must be licensed to
operate such vehicle as required by state law. Such

license must be displayed upon request of any peace
officer.

No vehicles are to be driven into any barricaded area
or parked in viclation of any barricade or any other
posted traffic sign. Operation of any motor vehicle
upon pedestrian ramps, walkways or other intercampus
pedestrian ramps will result in arrest of the offender.

Vehicles parked upon such walkways will be impounded
at owner's expense.

The University of Texas of the Permian Basin assumes
no responsibility for the care and/or protection of
any vehicle or its contents at any time it is operated
or parked on the campus. Furthermore, the University
reserves the right to impound any vehicle which is
parked improperly or in a manner dangcerous to vehicular
or pedestrian traffic or which is left parked and
unattended in excess of 48 hours without written
approval of the University Polire Department. The
University assumcs no respon [ lity for cost of
removing, impounding and storing such vehicle or any
other costs involved in impoundment procedures.

Abandoned vehicles may be disposed of pursuant to
state law. The University will not be liable for
damages resulting from removal of vehicles.
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The Chief of Police of The University of Texas of the
Permian Basin shall have discrctionary powers to
establish and enforce a policy of traific control on
the campus when such is not specifically provided for
by these rules,

Driving lanes within parking lots shall have right-of
way over wvehicular traffic operating upon parking
aisles., Driving lanes are roadways within parking
areas which are designed solely for movement of
traffic. Parking aisles are areas betwecn rows of
parking spaces which permit direct access to parking
spaces.

ITI. Genearal

1.

All persons on University property arc reguired to
produce proper identification upon request of any
peace officer or of any institutional representative
as defined by The Board of Regents of The University
of Texas System.

The campus or designated areas of the campus may be
closed to all except authorized persons. (du¥ing
avch-hegrs-as-are-determined-by-the-president-or
his-deaignater—-Not+er-nfé-gueh-elesing- shalti-be
ciear¥iy-and-eonspirenounliy-pasced-at-ali-majoer
entranees—to-the-ecampud-sr-majer-aeccgaways—s
restrieted-areasr) Authorization to enter closed
areas {(du¥ing-elesed-henrs) may be granted by the
president, any vice president or the chief of police.
Unauthorized entry or remaining within any restricted
area during closed hours constitutes criminal trespass
It is specifically recognized and understood that

the emplovees and wgents of eni_ L. 3 legally engaged
in gas, oil, or other mincral cperzstions are autho-
rized to enter for any activity within the normal
scope of their employment.

Hitchiking or solicitation of a ride in any manner
from a roadway or +he property of the Un versity
adjacent to a roadwsy Ls prohibited.

IV. Parking

1.

Except as herein noted, parking on the campus is pro-
hibited unless the vehicle properly displays a current
valid parking pcrmit decel. Exceptions are:

A. Vehicles of employees and agents of entities
legally engaged in gas, oil or other mineral
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operations while operating within the scope
of their employment.

B. Vehicles parked within construction fences by
persons having legitimate business in the area.

C. Commercial vehicles parked in delivery areas while
making deliveries.

D. Vehicles parked in visitor parking areas and
(diopiaving-a-valtid-visteora-parking~permit)
registered with the information center.

(B.) (Yehietlesa-parked-at-parking-meters—-shewing

unexpired-time)

Parking is prohibited on any part of the campus not
designated as a parking space. Motor vehicles nay
ke parked in parking spaces only if they bear the
appropriate permit.

Visitor parking is restricted to those parking spaces
marked as such, and under no circumstances are students,
employees, or faculty members allowed to park in the
visitors' parking spaces. When groups of visitors are
involved, arrangements should be made with the Chief

of Police, who will issue temporary permits for the
visitors to park in other other areas if the visitor
reserved spaces are nhot sutficient.

Temporary parking permits may be issued through the
University Police Office for the purpecse of parking in
a zone ordinarily restricted. This may be done when
it is in the best interest and convenience of the
University. Such a temporary permit must be displayed
in a visible manner on the windshield of the vehicile.

Due to the temporary nature of assigned parking areas,
erected parking signs take precedence over any issued
parking map.

On special occasions and emergencies, parking limita-
tions may be imposed by the Chief of Police.

D. Yellow - two wheel motorcycles, motorscooters
and motorbikes.

E. Maroon - active Alumni Assvcciation

Parking permits may be refused ar canceled for
passenger vehicles or trucks which are of such
dimensions as to constitute impediments to the
orderly flow of traffic.

Permits to park on campus shall not be honored unles
such permits arc permanently affixed to the front an
rear windshield on the passenger's side of the auto-
mobile or truck. Permits must be affixed in such
manner as to allow a permit to be readily visible
when viewed from the front or rear of the vehicle.
Permits that are affixed in obscured locations or
that are not readily wvisible will not be honored.

Both front and rear permits must be affixed to each
registered auto or truck.

Parking permit decals for motorcycles, motorbikes,
and motorscooters without windshields must be
permanently affixed to the vehicle's gas tank or in
a location in which the decal may be easily seen and
the number on the decal easily read.

The decal may not be affixed by tapc or other
unauthorized material.

Permits are not transferable and must be affixed to
the vehicle for which they are issued. (Permies
displayed-en~impreperiy-reqigtered-vehielea-wiit-pe
remeved-by-Uriversity-Police-Offzeers.)

The person in whose name the parking permit decal is
issued is responsible for all the parking and traffic
violations of that motor vehicle for which the permit
was issued. If the opecrator of a motor vehicle
involved in a violation is not the person in whose
name that parking permit decal was issued, then both
the operator and the person in whose name the permit
was issued are recsponsible for the violation.

A replaccment decal will be issued for a $1.00 fee
whenever there is a sale or transfer of the vehicle,
or a replacement of the front or rear windshield,
provided the rcmnants of the original decal are
turned 1in to the Accounting Office.

If after having bought a parking permit, it becomes
necessary to use a non-registered vehicle for emergency
or other reasons, a special parking permibt must be
obtained from the University Police Oftice and affixed
to the vehicle in the proper manner. A free temporary
permit may be issued for a period not to exceed 14
calendar days.

Parking permits of thc same class may be issued for
maximum of two vehicles without extra charge.
