The Appropriation Bill for fiscal year 1981-82 provides for those holidays
specified in Article 4591, Vernon's Civil Statutes, as amended. Article

4591 authorizes fourteen {14) holidays plus a holiday on each day on which a
State-wide election is held. In fiscal year 1981-82, the total is fifteen (15)
days including the day on which a State-wide election is held. The Appropri-
ation Bill also provides for an additional three (3) days of special leave time,
specifying the day following Thanksgiving and the day before and after Christmas
Day.

During the 1981-82 fiscal year, two (2) of the specified holidays fall on either
Saturday or Sunday and cannot, therefore, be observed. Also following our past
practice, we are reallocating twelve (12) hours (1 1/2 days) from holiday time
to vacation time in lieu theraof, The balance available for holidays will,
therefore, be reduced by a total of twelve (12} hours resulting in eleven and
ne-half (11 1/2} days, the observance of which can be adjusted in order to
provide more effective work schedules {Article 4591.3, Vernon's Civil Statutes).
idded to these eleven and one-half {11 1/2) holidays are two {2) of the (3} days
indicated in the preceding paragraph, namely November 28 and December 24, which
ire identified as special leave days. December 26, 1981, falls on Saturday and
tannot be observed.
