ACCEFl'ANCE OF GIFTS OF $100 or USS: I recommend that  henceforth each ------ 
administrative head be empowered t o  accept cash gifts t o  The University 
of Texas of $100 or  less, within the policies of the Board of Regents 
and Legislature governing the acceptability of gif ts ,  and t o  deposit 
such g i f t s  t o  the appropriate accounts. Such gifts are t o  be reported 
t o  the Board of Regents ei ther i n  the next regular docket o r  semi- 
annually a t  the f i r s t  Board meeting i n  each calendar year and the last 
regular Board meeting i n  each f i sca l  year at the discretion of the 
administrative heads of each of the component institutions. 

Reasons: The volume of such g i f t s  i s  increasing rapidly and detailed 
docketing of each such g i f t  constitutes a heavy burden of clerical. work. 
The procedure recommended is one which the Board of Regents authorized 
for  M. D. Anderson Hospital and Tunor Inst i tute on December 5, 1947, 
and it has worked very satisfactorily.

I recommend adoption of the following resolution 
establishing the Teacher Education Foundation: 

WHEREAS, there exists a need for  financing research, faculty 
activity, and enrichment of the programs of teacher education 
a t  The University of Texas i n  addition t o  normal budgetary 
provisions, and 

WHEN34S, it is  the desire of interested parties t o  encourage 
and ass is t  i n  such financing, 

I T  IS NOW RESOL7.W that  the Board of Regents of The University 
of Texas hereby authorizes and establishes the Teacher Education 
Foundation of The University of Texas, 

AND FURTHERNORE, that  the parpose of said Foundation shall  be 
t o  foster the progress and development of research, service, 
curriculum improvement, student quality, and facxt.J competence 
i n  the f ie ld  of teacher education under circumstances acceptabie 
t o  the Board of Regents subject t o  provisions hereinafter se t  out. 

1. The finds of the Foundation shall  be used t o  supplement the 
funds available t o  the College of Education from regular 
budgetary sources, and shall, not be used for the ordinary 
operating expenses of the College of Education or any of i t s  
Departments. Funds of the Foundation may be used t o  provide 
scholarships and fellowships for students, t o  finance research, 
t o  defray the costs of f i e ld  services and investigations, t o  
provide study opportunities for  faculty members, t o  supple- 
ment salaries of faculty members, t o  pay expenses of consultants, 
advisory groups and committees, t o  defray travel expenses of 
faculty and s taff ,  and t o  defray such other costs as  f a l l  within 
the purpose of the Foundation, subject t o  the generzl and specific 
regulations of the Board of Regents. 

2. A donation t o  the Foundation may be made for a specific 
purpose and may be given the name of the donor or other designa- 
t ion specified by the donor; e.g., the Richard Roe Fund of the 
Teacher Education Foundation; or may be given as undesignated 
funds which shall be used i n  accordance with provisions 
established i n  this Resolution. 

3. The Board of Regents shal l  hold, manage, control, se l l ,  
exchange, lease, convey, mortgage or dispose of i n  any manner 
and for any consideration or  on any terms, the said gif ts ,  funds,
